Explained by Pro Briton to tho
Association.

Klglit Hundred Wise Slen Listened
to Ills I'nprr.

Bight hundred wise men, who com-

pute tho weight of planets, discover
rare bugs and calculate the orbits df
unseen comets yeurj In advance, gath-
ered In the lirooklyn I'olyA-chnl- Hall
this morning to attend the opening
meeting of the annual convention of
the American Association for the Ad-

vancement of Science.
There were two women In the assem-

blage. They wore d

bonnets and dark, plain dresses.
Thry sat apart from the men, near
the front of the hall, and it was be-

lieved nt llrst that they wero women
suffragists. It wss afterwards learned,
however, that they were historians.

Thcie were present astronomers,
mathmatlclaiu, geologists, entomologlnts,
scleutllic farmers, economical etymoll-glst- s

and athropologlsts. In opening the
Convention l'ror. 'lruman 11. ilackus, of
Packer instrtute, Brooklyn, Introduced
Prof. D. O. Urlton, who presided.

I'rof. Backus then read an address
which had a copious sprinkling of long
scientific terms unheard of by ordinary
laymen. I'rof. Urlton read a letter of
regiet from Mayor Schleren, of Brooklyn,
sent from tne White Mountain, wnere
ho Is spending his vacation, and then
the Proieesor made a long speech, and
explained tho object of the Convention
as lollows.

"All this prying Into the objective, ex-

ternal aspect or things, tnls minute
painstaking study of phenomena, toil
reiterated revision and rejection of re-
sults, are with the single aim of discov-
ering tnose absolute laws of motion
which are ubiquitous and external, which
bear unimpeachable witness to the unity
and the simplicity of the plan of the uni-
verse, and which reveal with sun-cle-

distinctness thm unchangeable order
which presides over all natural processes.

"T.ils is the mission of science."
Prof. Briton was followed by other

eminent scientists, who read papers on
deep subjects.

On Halurday the scientists will take
their nrst outing on a dredging excur-
sion. They will leave Urooklyn.on the
United States steamer KIsh Hawk as
guests of KIsh Commissioner McDon-
nell. The excursionists will sail down
the bay to a point several miles beyond
Bnndy Hook. Two similar excursions
have been planned for next week.

Among the aclcntlsts are two famous
Jesuits. One is the Rev. Thomas J.
Kremun, B. J., Professor of Science at
the Woodstock, Md University, the
greatest school In the Jesuits' Order.
The other is the Rev. Oeorge A. Fargle,
8. J., an astronomer.

Father Fargle was a classmate at
college with Dlshop McDonnell, of
lirooklyn. He Invented the

which automatically measures
the transit of stars, doing away with
the "errors of personal equation."

Soma Nclentlsls Tllluk Hint These
Insects llr at l.angungr,

It has long been believed that ants
have means of communicating with
each other, says the London Public
Opinion, and Lubbock and Landots
gathered from their researched on tho
subject that the insects do so by means
of sounds too high In Mitch to affect the
human ear. Janet, a French naturalist
(Annales Entomologtques of France,
XLIId), has recently shown that cer-
tain ants make strldulatlng noises an-
alogous to those of crickets, produced
by the rubbing together of some of themany rugose or rough surfaces to be
found on their bodies.

These noises, too alight to be heard
when made by only one insect, may be
detected by Imprisoning a lot of ants
between two plecea of glass In a space
surrounded by a ring of putty. On hold-
ing this to the ear one may hear, by
listening attentively, a gentle murmur,
likened by M. Janet to that made by a
liquid boiling slightly In a closed vessel,
vailed now and then by distinct strldu-
latlng sounds. These sounds are heard
only when tha ants are disturbed.

WHY TUB HOSK 19 THAT COtlS- -
THY'S NATIONAL KI.OWEIt.

Flrsl Earl of Lancaster Imported
It from France,

That the rose Is the National flower
of England, and was accepted as such at
the conclusion of the wars of the roses,
when the red rose of lancaster and the
white rose of York were united by the
marriage of the representatives of the
two purring houses, most of the readers
of history know, says the Youth's Com-paulo-

How tills flower came to be the
badge of either house, not many peo-
ple even guess.

The few students who suppose they
know Its history, say that the white
rose came to the house of York through
the family of Clifford, whose device It
had long been, and beyond whom It
cannot be traced. Tho red rose, it
Is supposed, dates back to Eleanor of
Provence, ijueen of Henry III., and
was her personal device, assumed for
love of the beautiful Provence roses of
her native duchy, nnd transmitted to
li- -r descendants of Itncaster.

Hut In the recently published life of
Dean Stanley, a devoted student of hls-loi-

traditions, a new and picturesque
origin Is assigned to the National flower.
H gathered the story while vlHltlng In
it chateau In the little town of Provlns,
Fiance, and believed It lo be correct.
According to It, the red rose of England
whs never a Provence rose, but instead
was a rose of Provlns.

The rhuteuu of Provlns belonged cen-
turies ago to the Counts of Champagne,
and In the time of the fourth crusade
one of the counts, called Thlbaut the
Troubadour, became a crusader, and
visited the Holy Land.

On hli return he brought to his wife
a rosebush with a splendid crimson
flower the rose of Sharon and this
was planted In the castle garden, where
It grew and flourished.

Soon It spread to neighboring gar-len- s,

and the town became famous for
roses. Wreaths for the great church
festivals were made from these roses
from the Holy Land; they were used to
grace all gala occasions, and the good
French housewives even turned them
to more practical account. They made
Mich an appetizing delicacy from rose
leaves, put up with sugar or syrup,
that Km fame spread far beyond the
Immediate neighborhood, and It com-
manded a ready sale throughout the
entire region under the name of Con-
serves de Hoses de Provlns.

A generation later the prosperity of
the town received a sad shock and the
preserving Industry no doubt suffered
with the other Industries of Its citizens.

Provlns had a Mayor of Btich oppres-
sive views on the labor question that he
ventured to ring the great curfew bell,
which ended the working day an hour
later than had been customary.

This the work people would not en-
dure. They mobbed the unpopular mag-
istrate and killed him In his own house.
They did not stop to consider the pos-
sible consequence of such an act. The
line of the counts of Champagne had
become extinct, but Blanche, the widow
of the last one. had married Edmund
Crouchback, first Earl of I,ancaster, who
promptly undertook to punish the un-
ruly Inhabitants.

lie made such havoc that the town
never recovered from it, and had even
to submit to having a new bell made
and named Oullionette, In honor of the
murdered Mayor, Oulllnume. This
bell, after six centuries, still rings the
curfew In Provlns every night. When
Edmund went back to England, leaving
misery, poverty and terrified quiet be-
hind nlm, he carried home, says Dean
Stanley, two relics.

"One was the yard measure, which,
for many years, was In France peculiar
In Provlns; the other was the crimson
rose, which, through him, became the
rose of Lancaster,"
