No fewer than fifteen persons are
willing to take solemn oath that they
M this ghost In the front room of the
tint flat of No. 1253 Third avenue. This
a an ordinary four-ator- y building, the

ground floor being a store. Just like hun-

dreds of others on Third avenue. The
Mock between Seventy-secon- d and
Beventy-thir- d streets Is as busy as any
other on that busy thoroughfare.

The ground floor of this building was
occupied as a paint shop. It was burned
out last Saturday. The parlor of the flat
shove was burned badly. The windows
were destroyd altogether. John O'Con-
nor, a bartender, his two sisters and his
cousin, Thomas McKeown, occupy the
fist.

The discoverer of this ghost Is Simon
Velnberg, who has a cigar store and a
billiard parlor at No. 1252 Third avenue,

hlch is directly opposite the haunted
use. Mi. AVelnberg Is also a notary

ibllc. Mr. Weinberg does not look like
a discoverer of ghosts. He has the repu- -
titlon of being a sedate and conservative
msn. This Is what he says of the ghost:

"I was sitting out In front on Wednes- -
sy night. It was Just 10.65 o'clock when

I saw it. It was a white figure in the
window. I thought It was a woman In
aer night dress at first, and I didn't
think much of it. Tnen it began to act
strangely. Then I looked at it closely.
It was like a man with a sheet over him.
It stretched out Its arms and waved
them back and forth. It bowed to the
right and then to the left. Then it

. bowed In front. It moved with a slow
nd stately movement.
"Three voung fellows, who came out

of the saloon In the middle of the block,
taw it, too, and stooped suddenly. One
of them yelled and the ghost melted
out of sight. The young men walked on,
and I thought It was some fellow playing
a Joke. Within a minute or two the
ghost appeared again. It began to
march back and forth in front or the
nlndont, bowing right and left.

"I called to some young fellows who
acre on the corner. One, Mclaughlin,
Ives upstairs. 'Come here. Mac' I said:
'look across the street; there a a ghost

'up there.'" 'Oh, rats,' Mac says, 'I don't believe
i in any such nonsense as that.'

"Then he looked ocr, and when he
taw the ghost bowing he gave a Jump.
One of the other fellows began to

, shiver. I said I thought it was some
one playing a Joke. Then a young fel-
low with red hair and a straw hat
picked up half a brick.

" 'I'll soon settle whether it la a hu-
man being or not,' he said. With that
he walked over towards the other side.
He waited until the ghost was in the
middle of the window and then he fired
the brick straight at it. We saw that
brick go right through the white figure,
and we heaid the brick fall on the floor
with a crah. The ghost melted away."

If a suit for libel which John II. Spell-ma-

Esq , the hatter and Tammany
Hall politician, has instituted against

There was a child a girl
born to the young couple, but when only
two weeks old she died.

All went well with the small family un-

the morning she would lock her door and
refuse aUmlsslon to everybody.
