The early hour, the fact
that the rodies were cold and that no
one hed reported hearing the pistol
shots, convineed him that the couple
had enteved the Park the night before
and that the tragedy was hours old
when he discovered it.

A glance at the form of the woman
told him that she was young, probably
not over twenty-fix, and of pleasing
face and fgure. A red smear on her
hosom and n red stain along the left
wide of her walst told him where the
bullet that willed her had entered her
body,

She wase attired In a drab dress skirt

All of the letters written by him and

In none of the letters s It made clear
or even hinted at why love should have
been fatal to them, or what stood be-
tween them and a happy realization of
thélr affection,
