Commissioners Blamed for Favor-

ing Sergt. Clarke

The Other Dismissed Men Wilt

Fight for Reinstatement.

Uxnctly tho Samo Evidence of nrll)-cr- y

Was Given Against Him.

The "gallerj- - performance" Is what an
old police ofllclal calls the police trials
now going on before the four Police Com-

missioners
The Inconilstency of the decision In

the case of the five Fourteenth Precinct
sergeants Is beginning to be appreciated
by the onlookers, and comment Is any-

thing but flattering to the Commissioners
who convicted four sergeants nnd acquit-
ted another on exactly the name testi-
mony, the only difference being that In

the case of the acquitted sergeant the
testimony showed that he arranged the
scheme of bribery and shared It with
the rest,

Francis L. Wellman takes the whole
responsibility on his own shoulders. He
says he recommended that old "Hughey"
Clark bo permitted to retire on $1,000

a year pension became of his thirty-fou- r

years of serlce, his fifty-eig-

years of age and his twenty-eig- years
of clean tccord without a charge
against him.

But to convict Capt. Doherty, Bergts.
Llebers, Jordan, McKenna and Parker-so- n

and Ward Men Median and Hock,
the Commissioners hod to believe Mrs.
Augusta Thurow and accept as corrob-
oration of her story of bribery the statio-

n-house blotter, showing the arrests
of the Inmates of her house and the ac-

Mrs. Thurow's testimony Included

Sergt. Clark. Tho blotter showed that
Sergt. Clark accepted her bond, and the
woman testified that It was Sergt. Clark
who, as Acting Captain In the absence
at Capt. Doherty, made the first over-

tures, told her "what she had got to do,"
and that she left her 15 roll on the shelf
for him as for tho othirs.

Another Inconsistency Is pointed out
also. The law says that when a police
officer has served twenty years, no mat-
ter what his age. If he applies for re-

tirement on half pay, "the Board of Po-
lice shall so retire htm, provided there
ore no charges pending sgalnst him."

But since tho Lexow Committee ex-
posure of police corruption, the Com-
missioners have been bo Intensely vir-
tuous that they have " filed" every ap-
plication of this kind, with the remark
each time, that ' the Board has decided
not to retire any officers until tho trials
are all over," although the law says
they " shall."

Sergt. Clark had refused to ask for
retirement, although advised to do so
on account of his with asthma.
On the morning of the meeting a week
ago, when the other tour sergeants
were " broken," Sergt. Clark put In an
application for retirement.

I Mf cminiff nnlmilV at TTaitnMni.la,l
has the faintest Idea who told Hughey
Clark to file this application, but the
application was granted, not only In the
face of " charges preferred," but In tho
face of charges exactly like those
against the other four, and In proof of
which exactly the sumo witnesses hod
testified to exactly the same thing.

Nobody wishes line old Hughey Clarkany harm, but a lot of people are ask-
ing one another, "Does Clark know
more than It would be healthy to let
him telir

While Sergt. Hugh Clark Is allowed
to retire in the face of charges, Sergt.
William Kass, of the Seventh Precinct,
who has served not thirty-fou- r years
faithfully, but thirty-fiv- e years, and has
an unblemished record, applying for
retirement. Is told to watt. Besides, he
Is over sixty years old.

Sergt. Horace M. Wells, of the Thir-
teenth Precinct, has served twenty-si- x

years, but his application for retire-
ment Is also "placed on file." Sergt.
Charles II. Pless, of the Second, and
Detective Sergt. Kdgar 8. Slaw son, of
the Central Ofllcc, have been In harness
slnoe 1873 and 1871, respectively, and
Patrolman Wnrrcn Harrington, of the
Sanitary Squad, since 1873. They have
applied for retirement, but their appli-
cations are "hung up" by the Commis-
sion, ulthnugh there Is no breath of
suspicion against either of them.

In connection It may he said that the
suspicion Is gaining ground that the
blanket verdict of "guilty" rendered by
the Commissioners In each of the cases
tried thus far will render it easv for the
dismissed police officers to get reinstated
by the Supreme Court.

"The Court," said Frederick B. House,
"will be apt to say, should they find thut
the highest offense charged wus not
properly proved, "we cannot tell w hether
the ofllcer was dismissed for the hrl-ber- y

not legally proved or for neglect of
duty, and therefore It Is error.' "

Perhaps It Is the assurance of his coun-
sel that he will be reinstated that keeps
the deposed sergeant, Oeorge i.tebers,
from "squealing."

He Is quoted as saying that he was
sent for by one of the Commissioners
and cautioned that he must not accept
Mm. Thurow's bonds, and that he
obeyed tho warning. No charges wero
preferred then, and had not tho I.exow
Commlttee come along and stirred things
up perhaps no charges ever would haebeen preferred.

Commissioner Sheehan Is of opinion
that the taking of Mrs. Thurow's ball
was no often?!., that, on the contrary,
the sergeants were obliged to accept her
bond, no matter what her character,
proWdcd she was otherwise qualified,
and that Is n matter of argument.

Mr. House argues the same wny, andsays that If the Court to decide It will
reinstate the four sergeants, because
they are unable to dissect the blanket
verdict of the Commissioners, and say
whether the sergeants nere dismissed
for bribery or acts injurious to public
Htlfare.

"The Board never passed a resolution
not to relit o any otlicers pending their

McAllister who. with his brother,
boards with a Mrs. Manning, said that
he wrote a letter to Capt. Pi Ice, and
that as a result one of the Captain's
able sleuths came to the house, and
perching himself on the roof one morn-
ing about 1 o'rlock, took a peep Into
Mrs. Hellly's windows. He saw a merry
wine party In progress, so McAllister
says, and shouted down to .Mrs. Hellly
that the noise must be stopped or he
would put them where wine parties are
Impossible.

Mrs. Kelly slammed the window, and
there were no more audible Hounds of
levelry,

Later, when McAllister went to Police
Headquarters, two Central Oflice detec-
tives, he said, tried the same "peeping
Tom" tactics and the same compliments
wer exchanged. That was all, says Mr.
McAllister.

McAl'.lster talked In the neighborhood
about the caso and became an amateur
crusader. This wis why he as as-
saulted Sunday night, he said, when he

He
was nlso ready to submit evidence which
would prove that Hoach's saloon was
open Sunday, In violation of the excise
law.

McAllister had scarcely stepped before
thme bench when Capt. Price, who had
been udvlsed 0f his coming, and had
heen waiting, stepped up at the same
time. After hearing the application for
a warrant, the Captain asked Justice
Hogan to Investigate the case.

He admitted
that Capt. Price's men. had done all
they could: that he had seen nothing
which would warrant having the Ilellly
woman, who Is a tall, stately blonde,
arrested.

He also admitted that his landlady.
Mrs. Manning, and Mrs. Ilellly, had had
high words over the division of clothes
lines at the rear of the flat, and that
he personally disliked Mrs. Ilellly.

Then Capt. Price turned to Justice
Hogan and said:

"1 cannot see any reason why this
woman should he subjected to the Indig-
nity of an arrest.

This keeper saw the couple shortly
after 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon
viewing the animals. They were last
observed at .the bear pit.

Then they had their arms entwined
and hands clasped.

Their affectionate manner attracted
the attention of every one.

It Is supposed that they llngeered In
Central Park all night.

EMBEZZLER TOOK HIS NAME.

Annnndnle's Story of Ilia Arrest,
Kxtrnditlnn nnd Acquittal.

QUEBEC. Aug. 21. Quite a sensa-

tional story has been told here In con-

nection with the arrest at Baltimore,
Md., In February last, of Hugh

Lnter on the police, put on the false
track, made the arrest of Mr. Annan-
dale. who had recovered and left the
hospital. He was delivered to the
British authorities and tried In England,
with the result heretofore mentioned.

Beatings kicklngs, choklngs and other
physical abuse Is ulleged by the plain-
tiff to h'lve been Inflicted upon her
almost dally. On Aug. 16, It Is alleged,
Leyendecker struck his wife on the
right ear, impairing her hearing. On
Nov. 29, she Bays, ho knocked her against
a stove.

On December 6. IE91, Mrs. Leyendecker
left her husband, but returned on the
promise that he would treat her

On July 1, 1892, while she was
In a delicate condition, she alleges that
Leyendecker struck her In the stomach,
and that on July 10, while still III In
bed, he beat her. threw her and their
elght-day-o- ld Infant out an the floor, In-
juring her severely. The child died
shortly afterward.

On March 10, 1831, according to her.
Legcndecker struck his wife on the heud
with a frying pan and threw her down
a flight of stairs. Mrs. Legendecker also
says that on March 25 last her hus-
band stabbed her In the back with a
carving knife, and she was confined In
St. Ctherlne's Hospital for several weeks
afterwards.

Mrs. Legendecker says that she Is now
suffering from lung trouble as a result
of the stab wound.

Leyendecker denies all of the allega-
tions. Ilr says that his wife by her tin.
wifely conduct Is to blame for all the
trouble they have had.

OPPOSES THE REPORT.

Mr. Johnson Believes Sectarian
SchooU Would Profit by It.

(Dy d Frese.)
ALBANY, N. Y Aug. 21. Several appll-cation- s

to be excused from attendance
the latter part of the week were made In
the Constitutional Convention this morn-
ing after the prayer.

The report of the Committee on Chari-
ties was read, and Mr. I. Sam Johnson
arose and said he wished to have It un-
derstood that It was not a unanimous re-
port. He, for one, and some others, were
opposed to It, because he believed that
the committee's proposed amendment
would allow money to be given to secta-
rian schools. He believed it was wrong
und should not be accepted.

Mr. Lauterbach said that the section
alluded to was a Joint section adopted
bv the Committees on Educutlon and
Charities. It did not allow schools of
sectarian proclivities to get money, but
simply allowed the State to give money
to such orphan asylums as were under
the charge of the State Board of Chari-
ties.

The children In those Institutions had
to be educated, and the State had to see
to that education. This amendment posi-
tively forbids tho appropriation of money
tn njhnl In rnmmnillV knOWtl BJ1 D. Secta
rian school. It could be amended In the
convention If there was any such need.

Mr. Blake, of New York, said that ho
should object to the amendment If It did
not thoroughly protect the State from
the Inroads of sectarian Institutions.

The committees of the Convention were
to have reported finally and all
but four of them did so.

The Committee on .'udlclary reported
favorably the amendment of Mr. I. S.
Johnson, Incorporating In the oath of
ofllce for newly elected officials a section
alleging that no Influence has been had
over any primary. Iteferred to general
orders.

The Committee on Rules reported
amendments allowing members three
minutes on roll call to explain their
votes, and also to make the rejection
of a favorable report of the Committee
of the Whole or the acceptance of an ad-
verse report final action. The amend-
ments were ndopted.

The Committee of the Whole took up
the Judiciary article again, and Mr.
Platzek offered an amendment providing
that the City Court of New York be re-
tained. He argued that It had special
duties that no other ..ourt could take up
and do Justice to.
