A Waiting Onrrd Olovorly Eluded
by Janitresa Wilson.

Two Pretty Girls Rescued from an
Embarrassing Position.

They Were Looked In a Big West-Sid- e

Factory Building.

The gossips of old Greenwich Village
are telling y of the thrilling expe-
rience last evening of two pretty girl
employees of Jenkins & McOowan, print-
ers and bookbinders, of 30 Greenwich
avenue, who were accidentally detained
prisoners In the building for two hours.- -

The experience le described as thrilling
from the girls' point of view, for they
believed that1 dire calamity had befallen
them, and were accordingly hysterical.

Incidentally the gosslpers are lauding
Ing sagacious Mrs. Julia A. Wilson,
Janltress of the five-stor- y flat at 3.'
Greenwich avenue, who cleverly went
to the girls' 'rescue, and spirited them
away from under the very noses of
four or five hundred curious people, and
one of the "finest" of Capt. Delaney's
Charles street police. While they were
devising means of liberating the girls
the latter were on their way home
rejoicing, the crowd and policeman
none the Wiser until Mrs. Wilson In-

formed them.
Peculiarly enough, no one this morn-

ing appeared to know the names of the
girls, and they are not saying any-
thing.

Jenkins & McGowan's building Is a
veritable bastlle In appearance. The
front doors are barred and lined with
heavy wire screens. Not less than llfty
girls are employed and many more men
and boys.

When the watchman locked the doors
shortly after 6 o'clock last evening
everybody vas apparently out of thebuilding. About 7 o'clock, however, chil-
dren playing in front of the building
heard screams, and tnrough an opening
in a screen1 on one of the doors saw thefacts of two girls. They were crying
and beckoning frantically through
barred doors.

The children told Policeman Daniel
J. Farrell, of the Ninth Precinct, whopatrols that post. He came and a big
crowd assembled. Farrell tried to tajk
with' the 'girls' through the' doors, butthey were too frightened to reply: Holta dozen, storekeepers come, with keys
ana tried the Mock, but none of them
would fit.

Fully half an hour was occupied In
this manner. Then a bombastic old
roan appeared on the scene. - He caught
hold, of --the store dobr and rattled It
frantically until he got.red In the face.

"Open that door!" he shouted to
Policeman Farrell.

"I can't," replied the policeman.
"Break the door down!" shouted the

old' man. "If that was my daughter In
there I'd do It!"

"No, you wouldn't. I'd arrest you!"
cried Fcrrell!

"No, you wouldn't!" almost screamed
the man In his anger, "for I'd five you
C and that's all you fellers want, any-
how!"

Farrell blustered and the old man
subsided after thus relieving his mind.

Somebody suggested that a ladder be
procured from Flre-Ergln- e House 16, In
Tenth street, and this was made known
to the prisoners. But with all their
fright and desire to be free, the idea of
cllmblne down the ladder from the sec-
ond floor to be gazed at by the bier
crowd was too much and they said
"No."

Meanwhile. Jan ti ess Wilson had man-
aged to si p a note under the door,
telling the girls to go to the root and
she would help them to escape. They
Immediately disappeared, the crowd
didn't know where.

Mrs. Wilson went to the roof ot her
flat, where, luckily, she had a ladder.
This she raised to the roof of the fac-
tory building, and the girls came down.

Mrs. Wilson then took them through
the house nto the cellar. She smashed
out a window In a partition dividing the
cellar from that next door, No 34, and
"boosted ' the girls through. Then she
followed, and let them quietly out of
the front door, and they disappeared
up Greenwich avenue.

Then she told Policeman Farrell what
she had done.

"But I want their names," exclaimed
the policeman.

"Get 'um!" she laconically replied.
Just, then somebody came up with a

ladder, to take the girls out of the secon-

d-story window.
Mrs. Wilson doesnt know the girls'

names.

STRIKE FOLLOWS A CUT.

SUNCOOK, N. H., Aug. 23. Four hun-

dred weavers In the China mills here did
not go to work this morning, as a result
of a reduction In wages equal to the cut
In the Fall River mills. The wages
paid here are governed by the scales
paid In Fall River, and the operatives
were accordingly notified of a 10 per
cent, cut down on Tuesday.

Ther objected strenuously, but worked
until late yesterday aftemoon.when they
went out. This morning they refused to
return. Notices of a reduction have
been posted In the Webster and Pem-
broke mills also, and strikes mav follow.
The weavers, who are nearly all French
Canadians, are not members of a Union,
but will probably organize now.

Tbe Body of a Murdered Girl

Baby Washed Ashore Near

Sandy Hook.

BRICK IN THE BG TQ SINK IT.

Bags Tightly Tied Around tho

Child's Neok Indicate That
Bhe Was Straagled.

SATCHEL MAY FURNISH A CLUE.

Nothing to Show Whether the Crime

Was Committed Ashore or

in a Steamship.

SANDY HOOK, Aug. 23. A child mur-d- er

was revealed to-d- by the washing
ip on Bayslde Beach, lalf a mile to the
north of Camp Low, of a woman's hand-
bag containing the body of a girl baby.

The latchel was picked up by a
beachcomber, who at first thought It
a rich find. It was of good leather,
had evidently not been long In use,
and was quite heavy.

Upon opening It, the finder was horri-
fied to discover, doubled up In It, the
body of a child that apparently was not
more than a week old at the time of Its
death.

There was no clothing upon tbe body,
but around the child's neck were tied
some linen rags, and it is almost cer-

tain that these caused the little one's
death by strangulation, before she was
put' In the sat6hel and thrown over-'boar-

,
,1 In the satchel, put there tor the

dent purpose ot sinking It, was a brick.
The gruesome find was reported to

First Sergt. Abbott, of the Sandy Hook
detachment, and he reported It to hi
superior officers

Word was at once telegraphed to tbe
Coroner at Long Branch, and he was
requested to take charge of the body.

The hand-ba- g may furnish a clue to
the Identity of the child and also to the
person or persons who caused her death.

There Is much speculation as to
whether the crime was committed on
shore or on board some outgoing ocean
steamer. The presence of the brick In
the handbag rather supports a theory
that the child was killed on shore and
put In Its peculiar coffin there, but the
bag may have afterwards been taken
aboard some coastwise or ocean
steamer and dropped Into the sea.

There are thousands of bricks of the
size and color of the one found in the
bag at all of the seaside resorts that
border upon Sandy Hook Bay.

Congressmen Vainly Urge H.'m to

Change His Mind.

They Say Ills Signature Will Aid
Them In the Campaign.

(Br Associated Preea.)
WASHINGTON. Aug. 23.-- The Presl-de-

remains firm In his purpose to let
the Tariff bill becomo a law without hla
signature. This, as was stated by the
Associated Press at the time, waa his
Intention when ho left Washington for
Gray Gables, and there Is excellent
authority for the statement that Mr.
Cleveland, since his return, has Indi-
cated that he la of the same opinion as
before he left here.

A great deal of pressure has been and
Is still being exerted to Induce him to
forego his present purpose and to sign
the hill, either with or wlthcut some
message expressing his views, but the
President gave no encouragement to

' those who have pressed views of this
nature upon his attention, and has Indl- -
r.ated that he wlli allow the bill to be-

come a law by expiration of the ten
days' cl.iusi of the Constitution.

The persons most urgent In Miggesttng
to the President that he sign the bill
are members of Congress who hao
represteued very strongly that a signa-
ture of the bill will help them consid-
erably In their defense of It In the
coming campaign, and that should It not
have the measure of Presidential ap-
proval Indicated by Mr. Cleveland's sig-
nature their position on the stump will
be embirrasssd to some extent at least.

Srjenker Prlsn nnd a number of other
Congressmen have presented this view
nt the matter, and the Speaker saw
Mr. Cleveland y on tho subject

So fur as can be learned the Presi-
dent's attitude has been one of patient
listening to and cons. deration of the ar-
guments presented, but he has refrained
rarefully from making any promises or
giving encouragement to Congressmen
who wish the bill plgned. A veto of
the bill, however. Is not even suggested

It cannot become u law without the
Presidential autograph until next Mon-
day, and. this being the case, the ad-
journment of Congress will hardly take
place before next Tuesday.

The fact tbat It is Mr. Cleveland's pur-
pose to permit the bill to become a law
without his signature In also a strong
Indication of the Improbability of any
messago on the .arlff from the President.

Even before the reading of yesterduy's
Journal In the Senate to-d- the absence
of a quorum was pointed out by Mr.
Manderson. nnd the roll b'lng called,
thlm -- three Senators, ten less than a

Third Avenue Line Tied Up
Nearly ,Two Hours.

Trouble Caused by the Cable Part-

ing at Chambers Stroet.

Horse Had to Be Used at the Park
Row Curve.

The breaking ot what Is known as the
slow cable on the Third Avenue Cable
Railroad at 10.10 o'clock this forenoon
caused a long and troublesome delay to
the public and the Company. The cars
were stopped all along the line, and the
Second avenue and East Broadway cars,
which run on the Third avenue tracks
south of Grand street, were also de-

layed.
The cable parted at the Cambers street

crossing, on the up track, and when the
break was found the ends ot the big
wire were hilt a block apart.

Tho break was quickly Indicated at the
Bayard street power-hous- e ot the com-
pany, where the cable became twisted
on the huge cylinders. The big engines
were quickly stopped, and Master Me-

chanic Samuel Berrian and a force of
ten men Jumped Into the repair wagon,
which la always In readiness at the
power-hous- e, and were rapidly driven
down to the bridge.

as the exact location ot the break
was not known, It required a close
search at the man-hole- s or shafts and
Into the narrow slot of the cable con-
duit. The search continued until Cham-bei- s

street was reached, when one of the
workmen discovered one end of a bro-
ken cable, and Mr. Berrian found the
other half way up the block.

"When a cable breaks the ends are
generally found 500 or flW yards apart."
xald Mr. Berrian. "We are fortunate
to find the broken ends of this one
Mich a short distance apart. It will
take several hours to haul this broken
wlro Into the power-hous- e and upllce It.
This cable Is used on the curves, and
Its parting will necesltat the use of
horses at the Post-Otilc- e terminus until
we can repair It. In the mean time,
the cars can be run by means of the
other two cables, the horses being re-
quired to draw tho cars where the
grips cannot take hold."

At 12.25 the broken cable was dropped
down Into the conduit, so that .t would
not Interfere with the operation of the
other cables, and the cars were started
all along the line. Horses were used to
make the transfer around the Park Row
curve, near the Post-Offic- e.
