Win Princely ffnnis.

Tne Futurity Stakes is essentially a
'lottery. Ill no other stake does the ele-

ment of chance enter so largely. Breed-
ers all over the country enter the produce
of theh mares by subscription of KQ

each.. and until the following yesr and
aftci the stake Is closed no one can tell
whether that produce will Uirh out good
or bad. An added value Is thus given
the oungsters at the yearling sales.

This stake originated In ' the fertile
brain qf J. G K. Lawrence, President of
the Coney Island Jockey Club, and It
mt with suci favor that at its first
running. In 1BS3, Its value to the winner
was HO 500

In lkM the stake was even more aiu- -
able, and In 1S30. when the late August
Belmont's Potomac and Master ran first
and second the winner received KS7.675.

This vear that amount will probably be
eatiallcl It Is estimated that the stake
will be worth at least JbJ.OOO

MOO CONOID k SUICIDE.

Hanged Himself While His Com-

panion Was Asleep Nearby.

He Was a BUltard-Ba- ll Polisher and
Had Been HavlnR Hard Luck.

Jacob Conrad, a despondent billiard-ba- ll

polisher, forty-si- x years old. was
discovered dead In his furnished room,

at 90 First avenue, this morning, about 6

o'clock, hanging by a small ccrd from a
hook Just over the door of his room.

Sick In bed with rheumatism, so poverty-

-stricken that he bed pawned all of

his valuables and a portion of the bed-

clothes with which to buy bread, Conrad
found the burden of living too great.

The dead man when sober and well
earned a good salary, but drink pre-

vailed and prosperity fled. He had a,

wife and several children In Germany,
and a son In this city. This son had left
the father.

I'nnrarl had been living at Mrs. Haas s
furnished room house tor some time. He
shared his bed with a man, a new
lodger, whose name Is not known to

The latter told the landlady to call
him at b o'clock this morning, when he
with Conrad retired early last evening.
When she knocked on the door at the
time mentioned, Conrad's roommate saw
the body of the former hanging against
the door, one foot resting on a chair, the
other a few Inches from the floor.

The yell of fright w hlch Issued from
the terrorized man nearly set Mrs. Haas
Into hysteria, and she ran wildly Into
the street, shouting for the police.

Officer Kranshan. of the East Fifth
street station, arrived and cut down the
body. It was cold, and showed that the

had been dead for hours. The
odk-e-r had been sleeping calmly, while

Conrad, evidently as calmly, put an end
to his life. The Coroner was notified.

BANDITS BESEI6ED.

Train Hebberi Kill a Teteotivo
and Wound Officers.

Finally Take Refuge in Woods

Near Chicago.

Alabama Convict Taken from n

Car and Lynched,

CHICAGO, Aug. SS.- -A northbound
freight on the Chicago, Milwaukee and
St. Paul road was held up at 1 o'clock
this morning by two masked men at
Deerrletd. a small station Just north of
the line between Cook and Lake coun-
ties. A railroad detective, of Chicago,
who wao rldlpg on the Haiti, was shot
and kilted, and the watch of Conductor
Larzent was taken from the latter.
This was the entire amount of plunder
secured bj the robbers.

The train had stopped to allow the
engineer to take water from a tank, and
within thirty seconds after It had come
to a stand-stil- l two marked men climbed
Into the caboose and ordered the conduc-
tor and one brakeman, who were In the
car. to throw up their hand. The rail-
road men were forced to obey, and the
tobbers had Just taken the conductor's
watch from him when the detective en-

tered and showed fight.
He was shot and Instantly killed by

ono of the bandits, both of whom
Jumped from the train and disappeared
In the darkness, A special train, cai rj --

Ing a number of policemen from the
Desplalnes street station was sent out
to run the robbers down If possible.

Trainmen who passed through Des- -

Rlalnes this morning declaied that they
at that village that two city po-

lice officers had bem shot by the bandits
'rl.e story was that the robbers had
stolen a farmer's wagon, but had been
cloeelv pressed by a patrjl wagon load
or nolle" between Jefferon and Norwood
Park, on the Maywood road. It was
said that the bandits flnnllq left the
wagon and took refuge under n bridge,
anf then when the ameers dashed up In
(he patrol wagon the fugitives opened
lire with revolver", and shot two of the
officers.

In the confusion which resulted after
the Rtfil fire the robbers are said to have
escaped to the woods, where they were
soon surrounded M the police. Messen-
gers were despatched to Jefferson for
physicians, and brought the news of the
shooting to that village. ,

Another report was that the train
robbers, after leaving Deerfleld, on the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Rail-
road, rut across the countrj to Ma j fair.
The depot, at MayfMr Is on Holcomb
avenue. Sitting at the depot was a.

Railroad police-
man, wtvd hud, been apprised of the. dead
of violence at Pecrflela, He was on the
lookout for any suspicious charactesr.

The watcher taw the men approachlnt,
and was heot when be started to Inter-
cept them. It Is said that his woundsmay prove fatal. After this bit of
bloody work the bandits are reported
to have met a farmer in a wagon on
the way to tho citj. It was but a mo-
ment's work to throw him out and take
possession of his vehicle. With horses
to draw them the thieves made better
time, and were soon on theli wa
through Lawrence avenue to Milwaukee
u riiur,

By this time that part of the coun-
try was In turmoil. Bojs and men on
ponies and horses hastily saddled were
In the rhasp after the desperadoes. Out
Milwaukee avenue galloped the robbers
In tht wagon, while behind them at a
respectful distance clattered th horses
of the pursuers. B ehlnd these again
came a patrol wagon at full speed, In
whlqh were four policemen.

The pursued men kept on out Maj-nar- d

road and took refuge to Orchard
place woods, on the Desplalnes River.

MONTGOMERY. Ala. Aug. 25 At
Mltchell'r Station last night a band of
marked men took Riley Walker and
Richard Jordan off the Central train
and lnchcd them bv hanging them to a
tree and afterwards perforated their
bodies with buckshot The prisoners
had been convicted of murder, and
Walker was sentenced to the peniten-
tiary for life and Jordan for twelve ear.

Last Fobmary the agent at Suspen-
sion was shot dead In his store. Two
weeks later Mr. Hall was shot at the
same place, but was not killed. Tiie
crimes were traced to a gang of mur-
derers and robbers, of which Walker
was the leader and Jordan a member.

Crouch swears
that for the past eight months his wife
has treated him with much coldness,
and hus refused to go out on pleasure
trips with him, whereas before she was
pleuucd to go. He sas that without
reason his wife has bhow n a desire to
keep away from him when she had
alwavs been most affectionate.

The change In Mrs. Crouch's de-

meanor tow aids her husband, the latter
alleges, began snortl after he csnsented,
nt the request ot his nephew, to take
Into liU house to board Addison W. llojt,
the voting man who Is now a prisoner In
Ludlow ritreet Jail.

Birth of the Heir to the Throne
Galled Unprecedented.

Necessary Steps Taken to Give Effect

to the Behring Sea Award.

Strict Neutrality to Be Observed In
the Cblna-Jaiia- u War,

LONDON, Aug. 23 -- Parliament was
prorogued to.da. The Queen's speech,
which was read from the throne In the
House of Loids by the Lord High Chan-
cellor, Lord Hcrschell commences.

"My Lords and Gentlemen I am grati-
fied nt the fact that our libore, though
exhausting, have been fruitful, and I am
confident that jou share the Joy at the
birth of an heir. In the third generation,
to the throne. The event Is not merely
propitious, but It Is unprecedented In the
hlstor of the countrj.

"My relations with foreign power., are
frlendlj, but I regret that a variety of
African questions with France are not

et settled."
The speech continues. "In concert with

the President of the United States I

have taken tho steps necessar,v to give
effect to the Behring Sea award and
have assented to an act of Parliament
for this purpose, similar to an act pas,ed
b the Congress of the .United States.
The Governments of the two countries
are also In communication with the prin-

cipal foreign powers with the view of
obtaining their adhesion to th regula-
tions prescribed by the award

"I regret to nlate that war has broken
out between China and Japan. After en-

deavoring. In concert with Russia and
other powers, to prevent an outbreak of
hostilities 1 have taken steps to pre-

serve strict neutrality.
I have learned with satisfaction

that the proceedings at the Ottawa con-

ference were of a character calculated
to strengthen the union of the colonies
crncerned. both among themselves and
with the mother countrj'."

Referring to the budget, the Queen's
speech says: "Though I lament the
