It Is believed that Mrs Oould
spent considerable money In supporting
some poor relations In Detroit, Mich ,
and there In reason for uuipectln,; that
her four trunks of silverware and cloth-
ing, which were sent away from the
house a few minutes before Mrs Oould
shut herself In her room to kill herself,
were sent to her relatives In the Weat.
Th funeral will probably take place on
Monday. .
