child he adopts receives a bonus.

Florlan Is betrothed to Emma, daugh-
ter of Mme. Engclsteln, also a Caprl-
monte, and tho manageress of a mar-
riage bureau, styled the Temple of Hy-
men, of which Delia Fontana Is di-

rector. He Is also an Impresario,
Florlan loves Betta, but he wishes

her to receive the fine polish conferred
by education and manners, and pro-
poses that she should be sent to a con-
vent to be polished. Delia Fontana
approves, but with tho object of

her as prima donna for his opera
company, on account of her voice and
beauty.

Betta
Induced a friend to Impersonate her as
the Countess, and appears to Florlan In
her old garb as a fisher girl. Ho vows
he loves her, but she, to fool him. tells
him she Is married. All Is of course ex-

plained and ends, as a thousand times
before such a story has ended, hupplly.
