Unole Matthew Breen Fails to
Keep EiB Rolatire in Office.

Attempt Mntle tn Distort tha New
Law Cuni'rriiing Aliens.

Ii an min not an axeman?

Ii i .. ay and you have an uncle with
a pullilcal pull. That Is the way that
eminent legal authority Matthew p
Breen, counsel to the Department of
Street Improvements at $1,000 a year,
answers the question.

If Mr. Ureeit liuil the malting of the
laws, chapter 622 of the Laws of lWI
would probably not be on the statute
books now. Chapter 022 provides that
no alien Uboicr, mechanic or working-ma- n

shall be employed on public works
of any kind. Mr. Ureen had Imported
a nephew of his from Iieland who comes
under the ban of this law. But If Mr.
Hreen can't make laws, he can construe
and Interpret them.

Nephew John J. Rreen vns luckier
than most immigrants who land here.
Uncle Matt took care of him at once and
provided 111 in with a Job as axeman at
U.bO a day in the Department of Public
Works. When Uncle Matt learned that
John was marked for dismissal. In ac-
cordance witn the provisions of chapter
622, he waa not disturbed. Another
edually learned authority on law had
"What's a little thing like the constitu-
tion between friends?' Why then should
Mr. Dreeii ruin Ills peace of mind over
a mere act of the Legislature? Mr.
Hreen sat down andJfiought with hlmseir,
but for a momnt only. In that Instant
he declared that the law might be all
right and all th.it sort of thing, but It
did not refer to Nephew John.

That Idoa wa admirably carried out
by Mr. breen, as will be seen by the
documents on file In the Department of
Public Works. Mr. Hreen went to his
friend Daly, the Commissioner of Public
Works, who Is paid J8.000 to Vnbw
whether an axeman Is a laborer, but
Mr. Daly suddenly had his doubts and
required a legal opinion to settle them.
So he wrote to Corporation Counsel
Clark for a decision. In his letter to
Mr. Clark he said: "It is claimed the
duties of an axeman place him outside
of tne classification of a mechanic."

Accompanying this document were
seven letters from as many experts
expressing the opinion that an axeman
Is not an axeman. Here Is a sample of
one of the letters:

n axeman la this citr perfomiB. auiotlT
apeaklnc. no manual labor, and cannot ba called
a worklnsman or laborer. Tbe name of axeman
la not appropriate, aa be really tan'l an axetnau.
Ilia duttea are. to a great extent, technical. It
la tbe loweat (trade In the engineering; force, and
la, as It were, a preparatory acliool for promotion
Ut tbe blaber cradex ot tbe profesalon.

This note, In Mr. Breen's handwriting
and signed by him, accompanied the
foregoing:

"The Inclosed expressions of opinion
were obtained by me without my hav.ng
disclosed the particular case in point,
or without In any way attempting to
shape the Judgments of these gentle-
men The question was put to them In
a perfectly fair way, that the answers
given may be relied upon as their best
Judgment."

Mr. Breen, when he wrote that letter,
probably did not think that It would ap-
pear odd that all this expert testimony
which was obtained "without having

the case In- point." was wr.tten
on letter heads of the Department of
Street Improvements, and on the same
typewriter, and that all the letters bore
the Impress of the same master mind.
The language varied little. The other
letters are merely a pharaphrase of that
signed by Mr. Rlsse, and in some in-

stances the language Is Identical.
But Mr. Breen hail all his trouble for

nothing. The assistant to whom the
matter was referred by the Corporation
Counsel decided that an axeman was
Just. what his name Implied in law and
In fact, and that chapter 622 could not
be circumvented by subterfuges.

ALL COULD HIVE ESCAPED.

Timoly Warning Was Giroa of the
Fire in the Franklin Miie.

The Thirty-seve- n Wtio Perished
Triad to Kztlngiilih the Flames.

8KATTLK, Wash., Aug. 25. Prepara-"llon- s

are being mads to bury the thirty-seve- n

miners killed in the Franklin
mines veaterday. The town of Franklin
Is In mourning, and the disaster has hor-
rified the community.

There were sixty-tw- o men in the mine
when a fire broke out. Twenty-fiv- e men
made their escape In safety, but the re-

mainder, who tried to help their com-
panions to smother the flames, perished.

The fire started at IM o'clock. Smoke
was seen by some of the drivers on the
sixth north level and notice was given
to the men Inside, who were working
the different places.

Many of the men In the gangwas
rushed back to notify tbe miners fur-tn-

In. while others rushed out and
rrnched the main shaft.
. Breast 62 was soon burning fiercely,
and before the miners knew It the fire
had communicated to breasts 60 and 61.
Several of those who lingered at breast
62 took warning and fled, but all who
remained were overcome and asphyx-
iated.

It Is evident th.it all the men had time
to come out, for those who worked In
the further breast reached the shaft In
afetv, while those who were nearest

tbe shaft and consequently were removed
from the danger perished.

Seveiui men wero badly bruised, and
one colored man was taken out with a
broken neck, their wounds Indicating
that they bad thrown themselves against
lats and timbers ot the gangway In a
wild and desperate endeavor to escape.
But the majority of the bodies bear no
marks at all, not even a scratch, and
their features were In quiet repose, In-

dicating that their death had been a
spnedy and painless one.

As soon as the alarm whistle sounded
from the engine-hom- people began to
crowd around the mouth of the slope,
and the cry "The mine Ii on flreP'
quickly spread throughout the town.

Among the first to reach the scene was
Bupt. Ramsey. The first to volunteer
was George Hmalley, a negro, who. with
two others, was lowered down the 1,100-fo- ot

slope to the sixth level. There he
met men from the sixth level south, who
were doing all they could to rescue men
from the north end.

Others went down from the surface
and found the body of the first man
In the gangway about 1.000 feet in from
the slope. The body was that of John
O. Anderson, and was pulled to the top
of the slope. Its arrival on the surface
was the nrst Intimation that any one
had been killed.

The fan keeping air In the mine had
been stopped at the first Indication of
fire, but when the rescuers went to work
the fan was started again.

M. D. Storey, one of the rescuers who
went In from the surface, proceeded
along the gangway after finding the
first body. Then the first of the miners
were found scattered along In a row.
At one place eight men were lying to-
gether, and In another one man was
found under a mule, five mules In
all being dead. Storey says that the
men were all lying In the middle of the
gangway with their hair In the mud as
If they had tried to bury their heads
completely and thus escape the smoke
and gas.

He,could not believe they were dead,
and Turned them over so they could
breathe. He was soon satisfied, how- -'

ever, that they were really dead.
John C. Storey, brother of M. D. Sto-

rey, was at work tn the sixth level,
south, when a boy named Chapman gave
the alarm that breast 2 was on fire.
Storey says he tried to escape via the
Ureen River or auxiliary slope, but
finding this Impossible, he returned,
making up his mind that he would go
out via the May slope.

Reaching the May slope he met others
from the sixth level south who were
going on to the north level to do what
they could to rescue their Imprisoned
comrades, and he Joined them, working
steadily for two and a half hours before
coming to the surface. He thinks that
every man In line with the deadly
smoke was killed In two minutes.

As the bodies began to arrive at the
surface of the mine slope, the excite-
ment of the wives and mothers and, for
that matter, the whole populace, became
almost uncontrollable.

At 3 P. M. the last of the thirty-seve- n

bodies was brought out, and then they
began to quiet down. Many of them
were completely prostrated with their
violent grief.

The origin of the fire is supposed to be
due to spontaneous combustion, caused
by refuse and screenings at the bottom
of the breast slacking and catching fire.
It Is suggested that possibly the fire had
been burning for some time, and from a
smouldering blase It all at once became
a burning Are.

The breast Is about 300 feet high, and
Is now all on Are. The fire has also
communicated to breasts 60 and 61 of the
same level, and the fifth level Is threat-
ened. It Is believed, with the active
measures which will at once be
taken that In tnree months the fire will
have become completely extinguished.

ALL THREE WERE DROWNED.

Canoe Containing; Tiro Men and a
nor Capslsed.

The three were paddling up the river,
and when near the Moody street bridge
the men attempted to throw a large dog
overboard.

In the effort the canoe was capslsed
and all went down. The boy was pulled
out, but died soon after. The bodies of
the men were recovered an hour later.

Chicago Bankers in Charge of
Goods in Bond.

New Yorkers to Loan Between Four
nnd Five Millions.

(ny Aaaoclated Frees.)
CHICAGO, Aug. 25.-- The IlUnota Trust

and Savings Bank, of Ih's city, took pos-

session y of $6,000,000 worth of
whiskey of the Distillers and Cattle
Feeding Company, the corporate nam of
the Whiskey Trust, In bond In Peoria
and Pekln. This nctton was accom-
plished by placing custodians In charge
of all goods In store In the two cities.
Nothing was done with the product of
the Trust In Chicago, as none of the
whiskey here will bo taken out now.

"We have done our part In the trans-
action," said John J, Mitchell, President
of the Illinois Trust and Savings Bank,
"and have taken possession of the whis-
key under Instructions from tho Dis-
tillers' Company and the New York par-
ties who have advanced the money.
The amount loaned Is between $1,500,000
and $5,000,000.

"1 do not know the conditions of the
loan. All our instructions came
through one of the largest brokerage
houes In New York City. There was no
trust deed, the goods were assigned to
us and the New York part'es, ar.d the
Distillers Company are to agree on In-

structions to us as to how the (roods are
' to be handled the money paid back and

all other detail.
"Trie whiskey Is simply held by us as

trustees. The Distillers Compuny has
until Monday afternoon to pay the tax,
and. arrangements we.-- e made for theputting up of the money at 2 o'clock this
afternoon."
