PORTLAND, Ore., Aug, 25. The Port

Townsend steamer Chllcat, from Juneau,
Alaska, reports the steamship Queen
ashore on the rocks at Point Gordon,
Cormorant Islands. She went ashore
at 11.30 o'clock Tuesday night, In a
thick foe;. The steamer Is in a sheltered
position and Is In no danger of heavy
seas.

Capt. Carroll, of the Queen, said his
vretel was not making water, but the
crew and passengers of the Chllcat said
that the pumps were at work and that
the vessel's keel was certainly stove In.
The Queen had been on the rocks twenty-t-

wo hours when the Chllcot came
along, and her bow was then ten feet
out of the water, It being half tide.

Capt. Carroll said the vessel was In no
danger, and might get off at high tide.
If she did not, the steamer City of a,

due from the north one day later,
would afford all the assistance neces-
sary.

He said the Queen's excursionists ac-
cepted the situation and
were making the beat of the predicament.
A fassenger on theChllcat said the peo-
ple on the Queen were generally alarmed
for the safety of the vessel. The Queen

C. K. Lumbus, an agent for the Har-
lem Advertising Company, was arre-ite-

at 2 o'clock this afternoon for exposing
a sign advertising edition of
"The New York World."

There are two posts driven Into the
curb at the point of the "flat-Iron- " cor-
ner formed by the Intersection of Broad-
way, Fifth avenue and Twenty-thir- d

street.
One of these supports an electric light,

and about Its base on old woman has es-

tablished a newstand, wrapping her I-
llustrated papers by way of a sign a
considerable distance up the post.
Anotherpost, about ten feet to the right,

la a hollow Iron ventilator for the sub-
way, about as tall and very much re-

sembling a lamppost.
It was upon the latter that Lumbus

flxed his sign.
The sign Is one of the prevailing round

boards, with a colored cut and adver-
tising matter which the "Sunday

' World" commonly Issues. It Is about
the slxe of the one-she- boards with
which the theatres cover the streets
from time to time,

j This particular sign offers some ad-
vice of what morning's paper
will contain, and has pasled upon it the
flrst sheet of the colored supplement.
This bears one of McDougall's cartoons.Illustrating the Impending political har-
mony by picturing Thomas ('. l'latt and
Richard Croker as babes In the same
perambulator, trundled by a nurse who
Is railed New York,

Lumbus, who was out placing the
signs about town, aw that the ventilat-
ing post was convenient to his purpose,
and descending from his wagon, he took
one of his signs with a board backing
and began to affix It to the post.

Policeman Meyers, a large, smooth-
faced member of the Broadway squad,
who stood upon the corner, saw Lumbus
at his work, and Immediately pounced
upon him.

The advertising man protested, and
offered the argument that he was mak-
ing no greater obstruction than others
about the spot. A large crowd gathered,
snd many opinions were advanced by
cltlxens on the subject.

. Meyers remained obdurate In his po.
Hon. and declared that If Lumbus per-
sisted In putting up the sign he would
arrest him. Lumbus persisted and
bound the sign with rope to the post,
expostulating all tha while that he had

soon as he was through, Meyers took

, Broadway squad headquarters In Kast

the charge of violating a corporation
ordinance for obstructing the street. A
friend of the prisoner, who had heard

I of the arrest, earnestly remonstrated
against It, and argued that the allege 1

offense was no worse than that dnlly
practiced by all advertisers along
Broadway and In that particular spot.
The arresting officer and the Hergeant

I refused to listen to argument, and
Lumbus was transferred to the Nine-
teenth Precinct station to be locked up.
Ball was nxed at U0O. and friends called
later and furnished It

It was too late to take the prisoner to
court y and he will be brought up
for trial morning

The sign remained there In full view
after the arrest, and many stopped to
read It.

Those who had witnessed the arrest
were free In declaring- - the sentiment
that the law waa atretched on the point
as the sign actually obstructed nothing.

Owners of Lucky Tno-Year-Ol-

Win Prlnrely Same,
The Futurity Stakes Is essentially a

lotiery. In no other stake does the ele-
ment of chance enter so largely. Breed-
ers all over the country enter the produce
of tholr mares by subscription of 220

each, and until the following year and
utter the stake Is closed no one can tell
whether that produce will turn out good
or bad. An added value la thus given
the youngsters at the yearling sales.

This stake originated In the fertile
brain of J. CI. K. Lawrence, President of
the Coney Island Jockey Club, and It
met with such favor that at Its first
running. In ISIS, Its value to th'i winner
was 140,900.

In 1SN the stake was even more valu-
able, and In IK10, when the late August
Belmont's Potomac and Master ran flrst
and second, the winner received 1(7,0711,
This year that amount will probably be
enualled. It Is estimated that the stake
will he" worth at least 185.000.

During the nrst four runnings ot theFuturity the distance was three-quarte-

of a mile. This made the horses nnlsh
some yards below the Judges' stand. In
1RD2 this course was changed, and the
Futurity course, 1,2(3 yards, 1 foot, wax
substituted. This enabled the youngsters
to flnlsh In front of. the grand stand,
and It also prevented Jockeys from mak-
ing 'ostly mistakes by pulling up before
the real Hnlsh was reached.
