He solemnly averred that Ills only In-
tention was to kill himself at her feet,and that he meant no harm to her orher relatives.

He drew from his pocket a little fold-ing card, covered with gold bells, dovesand transfixed hearts. From a tiny en-
velope within this he drew a piece ofcanl as large as a postage stamp, on
which he had written a German fare-well.

He also handed the Judge a letter In
German which announced his inten-
tion to die for love.

Justice Qulgley turned upon Mrs.
Clauss with a Tew pointed questions
about her relations with the prisoner.
She denied everything except the trip
to Milwaukee, and this sho said shecould not explain, as sho was complete
ly unaer his domination at that time.

She declared that Snlckly was In-
sane, and she wanted him held for an
examination Into his mental condition.

"It Is my opinion," said the Judge,
sternly regarding the woman, "that you
are largely responsible for this trouble
and this man's condition of mind."

Snlckly then made the stubbornly-repeate- d

declaration that he had nothing
to live for. and would kill himself at
the first opportunity.

"It Is as much for this man's sake ln
his present excitement, whether or not
he Is Insane, that I hold him awhile,"
added the Judge, "and I will do so In
ll.noo ball until next Trlday, when I
will resume the examination'

Snlckly was taken to Raymond Street
Jail.

Mra Gully's Pistol Call for Pro-

tection from Hor Husband,

The Captain Had Triid to Break

Into Her Flat.

She Wants a Divorce, but He Won't
heave Her.

Five pistol shots and hjsterlcal cries
fur help In a piercing feminine voice
aroused the neighborhood and created
no end of excitement near Third avenue
and Twenty-thir- d street, Brooklyn, at
about il.r.O o'clock last night.

A policeman who finally appeared on
the scene found Mrs. John Cully with
her hair filing In the wind and a re-

volver In her band, behaving In a most
extraordinary manner, on top ot a shed
In the rear of 724 Third avenue. She
was eiy much agitated and nervous,
nnd apparently frightened half to death.
Her confidence returned as the brass
buttons of the bluecoat drew nearer,
and she was Induced to descend from
her perch and exfllatn matters.

Mis. Gully, It seems, has not lived with
her husband, Capt. John Gully, since the
beginning of last month, nnd has an ac-
tion for divorce pending against him ln
the courts. She was away from the city
last week. It seems, and during her ab-
sence the Captain, so the nelshhors said.
called at her flat about twenty times.

Last night he dropped around again.
In answer to his knock for admission,
Mrs. Gully asked who was 'at the door.
Ill a disguised voice the Captain asked
about a friend of Mrs. Gully, and said
he wanted to speak to her a few min-
utes. Mrs. Gully recognized her hus-
band's voice. Bhe told him to go away;
that she would not open the door. The
Captain got angry. He beat on the
door with his fist and split one of the
panels.

Mrs. Gully became frightened. Taking
a revolver, which she kept close at
hand, she climbed out of the window tn
a shed In the rear of the house and fired
several shots to attrict attention.

When Capt. Gully heard the shots
he jumped down the stairs three at a
time and disappeared up Third avenue.
The police were unable to find him ln
the neighborhood. At Mrs Gully's sug-
gestion a visit was paid to Tebo's
dock, where Capt. Gully is employed,
but he wo not there.

Mrs. Gully, who works In this city. Is
badtV frightened over the affair, nnd
fears the Captain may repeat his visits.
If the police can catch him, he will be
locked up.

THUGS AND THIEVES.

Police Arrest Two Alleged High-

waymen and Many Burglars.

Long Record of Recent Robberies

In Brooklyn.

Storekeepers and Householders Slake
Reports of Iyosses.

Two men were prisoners of the Brook-
lyn police this morning charged with
highway robbery. They were Charles
Dorsch, twenty-fou- r years old, and Dan-

iel Ilussell, twenty-thre- e years old, both
living ln Newark, N. J. The complaints
on which they were arrested were made
by Harry Wygant, of Arcade Walk,
Coney Island, and Ilobert Boland, who
lives In New York City.

On Thursday afternoon they engaged
Dorsch ln front of Chambers drug store,
on Surf avenue. Coney Island, to drive
them to Hamlin's hotel, on the Boule-
vard. Russell sat on the box alongside
the driver. They were returning to the
Island later In the day and were crossing
Neck Tload. when, they say, Dorsch
Jumped from his seat, threw off his
coat Biid. rolling up Ills sleeves, com-
manded them to throw up their hands.
The driver, they declare, then searched
their poikets and relieved Wygant of
i" nnl Boland of a small amount of
money and a gold watch and i haln val-
ued at JIW. The case was reported to
the police of the Coney Island station,
and Policemen Harris and Clougher

the prisoners last night. They
both deny the charges.

Frank Morris, of l'S Bridge street,
Brooklyn, was awakened shortly after
midnight this morning by the noise of
burglars moving about In the basement.
He crept downstairs, and saw two men
rummaging In a closet.

Morris notified the police, and
nu Investigation showed that the bur-
glars had entered the house by remov-
ing u pane of glass ln a rear window
and shoving back the catch.

When taken Into custody by th officer
Prendergast remarked that ho would
have shot Cowell. hut wns unable to
take aim while running.

Young Cowell went to court this morn-
ing, accompanied by his mother, two
sisters nnd on aunt, while the Prender-
gast family was also well represented.

All the women endeavored tu talk at
onc, and there was so much confusion
that the magistrate adjourned the case.

By thin time the first visitor was be-
hind the touutei, going through the
cash drawer. His companion Joined
him, and then Wlndolf thought It was
about time to repel hoarders.

Just to
draw tho burglars on, and the ruse suc-
ceeded.

Phillips advanced to the prescription

Without a word, he let all of It fly at
the burglar. It caught him between theeyes, covering his face.

Ills companion In crime made a rush
from behind the counter.

Wlndolf was at his heels, and covered
the back of the fellow's head with theextra dose of ammonia he had prepared
for him. On reaching the door, theman dived through the hole raada by
Phillips.

curb with Phillips. McGlnnls was

Druggist Wlndolf was seen at his
store by nn "Uvenlng World" reporter
this morning.

"I guess, said Mr. Wlndolf, "that
Phillips thinks now that as the pen Is
mightier than the sword, so Is a bottle
of concentrated ammonia mightier than
a club."

Mr. Wlndolf believes that his pres-enc- e

of mind saved his life, tor both
burglars were desperate.

The concentrated ammonia, Mr. Wln-
dolf said, which he used on the bur-
glars Is about eight times as strong as
the ordinary household ammonia. A
person who Inhales It Is completely over-
come for a moment. If. when the bur-
glar had dropped to the floor struggling
for breath, Mr. Wlndolph hod thrown a
coat over the man's head he would
have died of suffocation In a few sec-
onds.

Mr. Wlndolf says that he proposes
hereafter, Instead of carrying a pistol,
to arm himself with an atomiser ar-
rangement filled with ammonia, and
spray It In the face of an assailant or
highwayman.
