HER SWEETHEURT DIDN'T CftRE

Went on Eating When Tola Tillie

Meyer Was Dying.

So One Knows Just Why She Trlrd
to Kill Herself.

Exactly why Tlllle Meyer, of 197 East
Fouh street, tried to kill herself last
night Is not quite clear. In the absence
of a statement from the young woman
herself, but that she made a desperate
effort to do so is evidenced from the
quantity of Paris green she took.

Tlllle Is a- - pretty, buiom young Ger-

man girl of twenty-on- e years, and she
has been living recently with her mother,
sister Lizzie and stepfather In the third
story of the tenement In East Fourth
street. Sho and her sister, who Is seven-

teen vears old, have until lately worked
as domestics. The last place they
worked was at 125 East Houston street
for O. Hausser, a baker.

It was said at the bakery y that
the girls had been well liked and hod
given satisfaction when they worked
there, but that their mother was the
lause of them lealng.

"The mother came here so often after
her daughters' money," said Mr. Haus-se- r,

"and scolded them so and made
such a furs that 1 had to discharge
them to get rid of he'. THIIh hud a
sweetheart, a painter, whom she ueed to
see once u week and every other Sun-
day. She said sho was going to marry
him, but not for four or live years, as
she wanted to give all her money to her
mother."

Last night Tlllle s mother, who Is n
stout German woman of forty-fiv- e

years, scolded the girl for souie trilling
household matter, and finally. It Is
said, struck her. Tlllle went Into her
bedroom and called to Lizzie to come
to her, but Lizzie did not pay much
attention and did not go.

At about 9.30 o'clock the mother heard
Tlllle groaning, and, on going to her
room, found the girl writhing with
pain, and a lot of Paris green strewed
on the floor and bed near her.

Dr. P. T Leyendecker, of 114 First
street, was called, and he promptly ad-
ministered an emetic and later an anti-
dote for the poison. The girl was taken
a half hour later to Bellevue Hospital,
where she now lies In a critical condi-
tion. Although conscious, she may not
be out of danger for a week.

Lizzie .Meyer said this morning to nn
"Evening World" reporter:

"I cannot tell why my sister tried to
kill herself. Last Saturday night she
said laughingly to me: "Let us take
poison and die,' but I only thought It
wns a Joke. My mother struck her last
night, but she had often done that be-

fore. Tillie had a sweetheart named
Traukot, and mother did not approve of
him. Maybe that was why she wanted
to die."

The neighbors In the tenement say
th.it the mother often beat the girls cru-
elly. The mother called at Bellevuo this
morning to Inquire about Tlllle, and
seemed much affected nt her condition.

While the girl was suffering last night
the mother went to 149 East Fourth
street, where the girl's sweetheart lives.
He was not at home and she left word
to tell him that Tlllle Meyer was dying
and wanted to see him.

The young man, whose name Is Trau-
kot Ludwlg, and who Is only nineteen
years old, was told by his landlady at
the breakfast table about the message.
He did not answer and went on eating
his breakfast, after which he went to
work.

"Why, Ludwlg never cared for any
girl," uld Mrs. LleB, his landlady, this
morning. "He often said that he had
no use for them, and was going to be
un old bachelor. He la sober and Indus-
trious and saves his money, but he Is
only a bay."

Mrs. Lles's daughter said that young
Ludwlg did have a sweetheart about a
year ago, but that Bhe threw him over-boar- d,

and that since then he has fore-
sworn girls' society.

Dr. Leyendecker said he thinks that
Tillie simply tried to kill herself be-

cause she thought It would be a ro-

mantic thing to do.

ROSETTA'S LATEST STORY.

Soya a Woman Forced Her to Take
Carbolic Arid.

Itosetta Czelsler, the fifteen-year-ol- d

girl who attempted suicide on Aug. 20

by taking a dose of carbolic acid In front
of tS Sheriff street, was well enough to
leave Bellevue Hospital and was
arraigned before Justice llyan In the
Essex Market Police Court to answer
for making an attempt to end her life.

The girl lived with her parents at 192

Stanton Btreet, and for some unknown
reason disappeared from home about
three weekH ago. Her parents believed
that her head was turned by reading too
many novels. When Policeman Har-
vey, of the Delancey street station, found
the girl, she claimed that a young man
compelled her to take the poison.

In court y she said that It was
nn unknown woman who made her take
the carbolic acid. She met the strange
woman at Broadway and Broome
streets, BHe said, and, after walking
with her for over an hour, they reached
the Sheriff street house. The strange
woman there pulled out a bottle, so she
tells the story, and compelled her to
take a drink. She refused at first,
and the woman became very gruff
and threatened her with violence
unless she did. That Is all sht

.remembers, and when she came to her
senses again she found herself In a hos-
pital. She said that she had no reason
for wanting to die, and never made nny
attempt to end her life.

I Ilosetta's parents were In court. They
said she was foolish, but not bad.

I Justice llyan dlscharsed her with a
warning. She thanked the Court and
left with her parents.

Mentally deranged by long suffering
from Illness, Mrs. Elizabeth Burbach,
sixty-fiv- e years old, committed suicide

Haughey's Mea Trj to Starve
Out Nowsmnn Weinberg.

Drovo Him from His Stand for No

Apparent Reason.

I'ntrolinen Put on Guard to Seo He
Does Not Get Hack.

A policeman stood Just as one
has stood for the past three months, at
tho northwest corner of Blxth avenue
and Forty-secon- d street, for the sole
and only purpose of preventing S. Wein-
berg from placing n news-stan- d under
the Elevated stairs at that point.

As the newsdeallng day covers two
details of police the city Is paying a fair
uvernge of (200 a month to prevent S.
Weinberg from conducting Ills business.

There are two newsstands In the cor-
responding spot on the opposite corner
ucross tho avenue In front of Jimmy
Wnkely's saloon. There Is a soundly
established fruit stand under the stairs
across the Btreet on tho southwest cor-
ner.

Still the people of New York are pay-
ing (2,400 a year to keep a newsstand
nway from the north west comer under
the stairs.

Weinberg Is pormltted to run a small
stand of two tables against the Imag-
inary stoop Hue of the building on the
corner, and the only business of the po-

liceman Is to see that he does not move
under tho stairs.

There must be, at least there should
be, some natural cause for this distinc-
tion drawn to the prejudice of the north-
west corner. Here Is a chance to draw
conclusions as to the reason, for here
Is the story, or a part of It, as tho
whole Is so diversified, ramified and
various that It would take a fair-size- d

book to tell It.
There Is a newspaper advertising office

In the area basement at that corner. It
la conducted in behnlf of the advertising
patrons of all the newspapers. It was
formerly managed by a man named o.

It is said that he had a girl In
his employ who had a friend or relative
named John J. Walsh In the Elmlrj

Kae persuaded Ilelasco to get
Walsh out of the reformatory, which he
Is said to have done, and then Riven him
employment at V a week. In addition to
his advertising business, Belasca had a
news-stan- d under the Elevated stairs In
front of his place. Walsh was put In
charge of It. .

It IS further said that during a tempo-
rary absence of his employer about two
years ago, Walsh took possession in
his own name of the news stand, und
then defied Belasco to recover It He
Is alleged to have succeeded In hit de-
fiance. However that may be, Walsh
fcoou got control of the news stand nnd
the advertising business, and Belasco
vanished from the scene,
news-stan- d and sold out to a. man
named Levin for (1,400, but he still re-

tained the advertising business.
Just as soon as Levin bought the

ttand he found himself In a peck of
trouble. He waB repeatedly arrested for
keeping the stand and ws on the verge
of despair when S. Weinberg, a young
man who supports his mother and a
large family at 739 Sixth avenue, came
along nd bought the stand from Levin
for (1,400, wholly unaware of the troubles
that attended Its maintenance.

A little while after a complaint which
Is sail to have been traced to WalRh was
filed before the Bureau of Encumbrancer
and the stand was removed.

Wernberg attempted to It
and was arrested. Then he secured the
permission of the corner property-owne- r
to put up the present little stand. Ho
declares that the combined pursuit of
Walsh and the police has still been nt
his heelx. He has been arrested and
fined a dozen times In the past yar. He
says that his stock has been thrown Into
the street by policemen. His papers have
been stolen, he haB been followed at
night and hounded, as he says, by Walsh
and his emissaries In eery conceivable
munner.

Stll he has doggedly held on, and,
protected by the owners of the bulla. i.g,
runs his little stand. Fearful that
Weinberg might move back unler the
stairs. Capt. Haughty, of that precinct,
placed a policeman on il.e orner to pre-
vent It, nnd has. h-- up 'he waich
ever since.

A little while ago Walsh, finding that
the advertising busl.ii vns unprofit-
able wltnout the stun 1. gave thit up.
Weinberg took the ibund-ni'- oflloo and
now continues the ad ertlslng iuslness
along with his little elind not undtr

Weinberg said this morning that his
venture had within the r cos: him

complains of being perrcruted, and all
the neighbors say that his trealmu.t
Is on outrage.

Nicaraguans Consider All Whlte,Men
Their Enemies.

Mosquito Chief Clarence Esoapea to
Klsgston, Jamaica.

The steamship Alene, from Central
American and West Indian ports,
reached this port y and docked at
the foot of Hector street. She was at
Colon and Port LImon when the trouble
between the residents and the

Government occurred, and
among her passengers from Port Llmon
to Kingston were the Mosquito chief,
Clarence, and half a hundred refugees.
They hud escaped from Blueflelds on
board the British cruiser Mohawk,
which, in conjunction with the United
States gunboat Marblehcad, has been
protecting the foreign residents of the
Mosquito territory.

Chief Clarence und his followers were
transferred to Jamaica at the expense
of the British Government.

On board the Alene the Mosquito chief
proed a source of Interest and much
umusement to the other passengers.
Chief Clarence, according to the story
of one of the New York passengers on
the ship, would strut about the saloon
deck arrayed In gay attire, made up of
a navy oftlcer's trousers and an army
olllcer's coat. He Is described by the
passenger us being a young man of
about twenty, with a very dark skin anda pronounced negro type of face, and
possessed of mure than the average
Intelligence of the natives of the Mos-
quito coast.

While the Lnlled States Marblehead
was at Port Llmon with Engllth and
American refugees on board, thu British
cruiser Mohawk ran down the coast,
chasing Kchooncr on which were sup-
posed to be some refugees made prison-
ers by the Nicaragua!! Government,

The Mohuwk overhauled three coast-
ing essels ami boarded them, but did
not find any prisoners. The Mohawk
then returned to Port Llmon. This was
utter the Nlcaruguans hnd arrested the
American and British reperesentatlves
and merchants.

The refugees were transferred from
the I'lilt'd States gunboat to the

and were ont to Jamaica by the
Alene. us above Btated.

It was the opinion of the Dicers nnd
passengers of tho Alene that but for
the prompt measures taken by the Com-
mander of tho two war vessels would
have been lct, ns the llcaraguan nfflclals
showed a disposition to deal with those
who opposed them In the customary
Central American manner n mere form
of trial, nnd then the machete or rifle
lull made of execution.

"Thei have a rapid transit method of
dealing with polltlcul prisoners down
there.'' said one of the passengers on
the Alene, "The Nlcaraguau soldiers are
very little belter than the Indians. They
are very handy with the machete and
can lop off the head of an enemy at
one blow Thev do not stand on cere-
mony, und would ns soon kill a man as
they would eat their breakfast. The
only thing that destralned them was
the presence of the men-of-w- and the
fear of the consequences should any ex-

treme measures be reported to by them."
