Two weeks after the wedding Dlamon-
steln left at night with his new wife's
J100 and JIG worth of clothing. He wentto Philadelphia, according to his ownaccount, where he Intended to set up an-
other establishment, where he could livewith his first wife.

He returned to New York on Monday
and called upon Mrs. Dlamonsteln No. 1

at her home, "06 Cheny street. Beerwas ordered, and the celebration be-
came so noisy that the police arrested
Dlamonsteln.

Details of the Shooting of His
Child Eeoeived Here.

Well Known In Williamsburg, Where
He Formerly Lived.

Despatches from San Antonio, Tex.,
detail the killing by Dr. Andrew O'M al-
ley, formerly of Williamsburg, of his

son. The doctor fancied bur-
glars were In his house, and he searched
the rooms with a loadM revolver In his
hande. Wh'n he returned to his cham-
ber h found the Infant In an uncomfort-
able position, and In turning him over
With the revolver In his hand It exploded,
Inflicting a fatal wound. Dr. O'Malley
then put a second bullet through the
child's bead, ending Its suffering.

Much interest wus expressed In the
case by the people of Williamsburg, for
the doctor was born and raised there.
He graduated from Wilson street
school, studied medicine at Bcllevue
College, and was married four years
ago, when he was barely twenty years
old Dr. O'Malley, although the names
are spelled differently, was a first cousin
of the Malley boys, who figured in the
Jennie Cramer murder case.

O'Malley wai accompanied to Texas
by his wife and child, his sister-in-la-

Mrs. Charles Munear, und the tatter's
child. There was considerable scandal
caused, for Mrs. Munear refused to
have anything to do with her husband,
but coolly left him and went away
with her sister and the latter's hut-ban- d.

The last place Dr. O'Malley lived In
Williamsburg was in the flat-hou- 22
Penn street. From there he went South
two years ago, and since then has not
been seen by any of his friends.

About eighteen months ago report
reached Williamsburg that O'Malley had
shot a man In Houston, Tex.

"I Killed Her nml Wnpt to Sutler
for It,' Ho Says In Court.

Paul Ocnz, the fourth engineer of the
steamship New York, who Bhot and
killed Ills pretty sweetheiirt, Clara
Arnlm, In Iloboken yesterday afternoon.
Is locked up In the County Jull at Jer-
sey City Heights.

When arreiteiT yesterday Immediately
after the shooting of his sweetheart
and taken before Recorder McUonough
at Police Headquarters, Iloboken, he
was under the Influence of liquor and
was greatly agitated. Tho Recorder
tried to explain to Gens that he need
not plead guilty, but the prisoner kept
exclaiming:

"Yes, ves; I am guilty. I killed her."
Last evening Oenz had quieted down,

and it 7 o'clock he was taken before
the Recorder again. Again It was ex-

plained to him that he need not say any-
thing III answer to the charge of murder,
and that whatever he did say might bo
used against him at his trial. Oenz
listened quietly to this, and then an
swtred: '

"1 don't want to make any statement,
or defense. I killed her, and I want
to suffer for It."

He was then committed to the county
Jail to await the .action of the Grand.

The body of the murdered girl still
lay In her room at 1U7 Hudson street,
this morning. Coroner Volk had not
yet decided when to hold an Inquest,
and no arrangements had been made for
the funeral, although It was said that
the girl's relatives In this city would at-
tend to the matter
