This Is also a tale of justice as ulio Is
dispensed In New York Clly.

Cjn Sept. S last year Adam Cotler, a
Russian, thlrty-tlv- e years old, living with
his wife ut HI Forsyth street, was work-
ing at the forge In John Hunklnn's shop.
ICO Lcroy street. During the noon hour
a man whom he had never Been beforo
called ufltn him.

This man was short, stout,
and wore u full black beard.He was shabbily dressed but for a huge,blazing diamond In a ring on the fore-

finger of his right hand.
, This man had n fawning, Ingratiating
manner that, with a smile from time to
time, gait him an aspect that might
have led the knowing ones In a bargain
to be careful. Colter, however, Is notamong the knowing ones, and he listenedto the man, who addressed him In hisown dlulect.

The man was a Jewelry peddler, Jo-
seph Somberg, of 105 Clinton street.
Ilefore he left the shop he Induced Cot-lo- r

to buy a gold watch for SHI. payable
115 down und the bulunue at S1.C0 a
week. Somberg made Cotler u solemnpromise, Cotler claims, to keep the
watch In repair und to take It back
Inside of two years nnd refund themoney If It did not run well. Romberg
gave these obligations by word of
mouth, but he made sure to have Cot-
ler sign a contract with him. However,
there Is a limit to even Homberg's cun-
ning, and the Instrument by which he
sought to hold Cotler would probably
not do so before the veriest penny
squire who would sit on a case withun eye single to justice.

on July 12, 1878, and on July Is of the
eame yeir, Sir Garnet Wtolsley as-
sumed the om e of Lord High Commls-Blefe- r.

The Sultan of Turkey retainedthe sovereignty of the Island, receivingan auruil payment of money In place ofItJ revenues, up to 1887, when It wasformally ceded to Great Britain.

.CATHEDRAL IN LONDON.

Plana Completed for an UdMec to
Coat 250,000.

(By Aiaoclated Pren )

LONDON, Aup. 29. The Times an-
nounces that a scheme, which has been
under discussion for thirty years,
has practically matured to build a Ro-
man Catholic cathedral In London on a
site In Westminster, purchased by the
late Cardinal Manning for 53,000. The
total cost ot the edifice, it Is estimated,
will be 250,000. Nearly half of that amount
has already been subscribed. The whole
of Catholic Christendom will be invited
to subscribe, and each pemon who gives
a thousand pound will have, his or her
name Inscribed upon the cathedral as a
founder.

Liberal donations, the Times says, are
expected from the United States and the
British colonies. Tho architect Dentlcy
has been Intrusted with the work of
drawing the plans. The structure will
be of ancient baqlllcan Btyle, which Is
unique In London. It will be 350 feet
long. 270 feet wide and 100 feet hlli.
There will be an Internal seating ca-
pacity of 8,000 perbons. The plans will
also include a lecture hall, a monastery
for thirty monks und forty-liv- e lay
brethren, and other buildings. The
model Is Constantlne'a Church of St.
Peter at Home. The foundation will
probably be laid next June.

Only Nine Offlcera Killed.

AM8TERDAM, Aug. 29,-- The Dutch
