LODGING - HOUSES IN PERIL

The Inmates Carried Out Their
Clothing and Dressed In
the Street.

Two big fires kept Brooklyn firemen
busy early this morning.

The frst alarm sent in was for a fire
in several stables In Ashland place, at
1050 o'clock, which was qulckly fol-
lowed by second and third alarms.

Nine horses were smothered, one
stable completely gutted and two others
badly damaged. The total losa on
bulldinge, horses and carrluges in es-
timated at more than §16,000.

The second fire broke out at 2 o'clock
In the new factory of the Brooklyn
Hincuit Company, ut 4548 Fulton street,

There are a numher of cheap lodging-
housss adjoining the fuctory, and the
Intates dashed into the street with thelr
clothing in thelr arms and dressed on
the sldewalk.

The fire did not spread to the lodging-
housesy as the firemen devoted most of
their efforts (o maving udjoining prop-
eriy,

The loss of the Biscuit Company la
placed at §40,000, :

NINE HORSES SMOTHERED.

£16,000 Damage by Fire in Ashe
innd Place Stables.

Nine horses were smothered to Aeath
In & fire In several stables in Ashland
place, Brooklyn, at 1 v'clock this morn-
Ing.  One bullding was gutted, two
others whre' Ladly damaged and a
Inrge number ' of cearrfoges and olther
property Were hurned,

The fird was discovered at 1260 o'clock
in Jamea McCaall's livery stable, a low
brick  bullding at 117 Ashland place,
The fire was burning in & corner In
the rear of the bu))ding. It had galned
considerable headway, and the watch-
tan ran ocut and rang In 4o slarm. He
then summoned help, opened the stable
duors and rescued several horses,

The unimals were stabled In a rear
Lullding, and before the work of saving
the horges was half completed the
rescuers were shut off by the fire, and
they turned their attentlon to saviog
rome of the wagons and carriages,

The firomen arrived promptly, but be-
fore they got falrly to work the entire
siructure was ablaze, and they saw that
they were golng to have a hard fight to
save the ad)olning properiy.

MceCaull's stable, at 115, was a two-
story briek bullding, used by the Ever-
ard Brewing Company as a bottling es-
tablishment. A house of the sams de-
scription -at 118, was occupled as a
dwelling-house, The row stands be-
tween Lafayette avenue and Hanson
Flage, The flames, therefore, were in
the rear of the severul hundsome resi-
dencea which line both of these streets,
The stable In which the fire etarted
was stored with hay and feed, und it
blazed flercely, Ans It broke through
the roof, firebrands were ulu fiyi
over the housetops In the vic nllz a:!
Chief Dale, who had responded fo the
first mlarm, sent in a second summons
for asaistance.

Meanwhile several streams of water

n directed on the flames, and
the firemen attempted to reach the
harses, wh were {mprisoned Iin the
rear bullding, but the fire and oke
beld them back. The animals could be
heard nelgh! with Mth and pawing
the floor of their stalls in an endeavor
to break loope.

While the filremen wers direc the
treams on the stable, the adjolning
ulldings caught Are, but u;uorl us other
firemen arlved on the second alarm they
poured water upon these structures and
saved them from deatruction, *

The material stored In the stable was
of such an Inflammable character that
the fire burned Inself out before 2
o'clock, rx.:uu- were as follows:

The firemen notliied the
rmrlrts'mn to turn out thelr guests,
Ul most of them hud rushed Into the
ktreet upon the arrival of the first en-
uine. Many of them, thinking thelr
place waa on fire, rushed into the street
