MjBtorious Robbery at Mrs. Mao
Vaugh's Brooklyn Home.

Money and Other Articles Untouched
by the Thieves.

Mts. William T. MacVaugh, of Z2 De
Kalb avenue, Brooklyn, was completely
mystified this morning over a during
robbery of her vuluuble diamond rings.
When the robbery took place, or how It
happened, she Is at a loss to Imagine.

She Is a member of ono of Brooklyn's
most select social circles. Her husband
is In the commission business In White
street, New York.

In telling of the loss of her Jewels to
nn "Evening World" reporter, Mrs,
MacVuugh said:

"This Is the most remarkable case of
robbery 1 over heard of. There does not
seem to be the slightest foundutlou on
which to base a clue. As you see, the
house Is of brown-ston- The basement
windows are tightly barred. There are
but four means of. ingress uiiIcbs
through the windows, namely, the two
basement doors, front and rear; the
main front door, and the scuttle-hol- e on
the roof,

"I returned from the country only last
week with my two children, a boy and
girl. Mr. MacVaugh was at the house
nearly every day during the Bummer,
and our old servant, Maggie, wus here
all the time.

"On Sunday evening I took off my fiverings and pluced them on u ring treo on
my dresser. I placed my watch near
the rings. Monday morning about 10.30
o'clock I took my little girl downtown
with me. The little boy and Muggle re-
mained at home.

"I returned about 1 o'clock, but paid
no attention to my rings until Tuesday
evening, when I wanted to use them,
but 1 could not find them anywhere. My
husband notified the police of the C'as-sJ- n

avenue station, am a detective railed.It was only while he waa here that t
discovered that my watch was gone a'.su.

"An Investigation showed that the scut-
tle cover had not been opened. I do not
believe Maggie touched the rings, us she
Is an o.d ana trustful servant.

"While I was nwuy my little boy went
out with his bicycle and did not close
the basement gate. It must have been
opened some twenty minutes.

"On leaving homo I noticed a large
number of rough-lookin- g men in front
of tho house. The only theory I have Is
that one of them slipped In and took the
rlugs. But, on the other hand. It seems
strange to me that nothing but the rings
and watch were taken.

"Klght In plain sight was a bag ofmoney, a diamond pendant, diamond
studs and many other things of value.
The dresser Is .overed with toilet ar-
ticles and not one of them wus dis-
placed.

"In the parlor there Is a quantity of
small brlc-a-bra- c that could easily have
been taken. The rings and watch are
worth about $1,009. I do not value them

o much for their Intrinsic value as 1

do for the associations connected with
them.

"It the thief will bring them back I
will reward him handsomely, and ask no
questions."

"I cannot understand It nt all. Wc
have had to ttiin people away every
night this week. Men romc In here nt
11 and 12 o'clock nt night und say that
they cannot find any hotel Mint Isn't full.
In all my experience, and I have hadthirty years of It. 1 have never seen
such n sudden Influx of people unless
something extraordinary wus going on In
town tu attract them. They are nearly
ull drummers or buyers or merchants.

"I am at a loss to account for It, un-
less It Is because the tariff question Is
settled and business is picking up. If
that Is the explanation then business
ought to be booming soon, for I never
saw ho many business men In the hotel
before, unless a convention or something
of the kind was in progress."
