SHEWANTEDTO DIE FDH LOVE.

For the Fifth Time Doretta Heit-ma-sn

Swallowed Poison.

She Had Bean Very Wild and Was
Remorseful.

Doretta Hettmann, a pretty seventeen--

year-old girl, Is In St. Catherine's
Hospital, Williamsburg, to-d- suffer-
ing from the effects of a dose of poison
which she took last night with suicidal
Intent. The hospital physicians believe
she will recover.

The girl had been employed as a do-

mestic by Marrls Epstein, of S26 Broad-
way. Last evening she went to call on
her sister at 590 Hart street, where she
took the poison.

Her sister, Mrs. Walsh, told an "Even-
ing World' reporter this morning that
Doretta had made four attempts to
suicide before, but In each case the
attempt waa ao slight that there was
no neceslty to call In the police.

"My sister has been a very wlld.glri,"
explained Mrs. Walsh, "and she has fre-
quently suffered from remorse. She
told me last night before she took the
poison that she thought her shame
would cause her to kill herself aome
time."

The police hare a letter that the girl
had In her hand when she was taken to
the hospital, but the Sergeant at the
Twentieth Precinct refused to let It be
copied. He said, however, that It was
addressed to one Sam Woolsey, and went
on to say that she killed herself for love
of htm.

TRIED SUICIDE FOR LOVE.

Paul Fallorla, a Rejeoted Suitor,
Shoots Himself at Hoboken.

Paul Fal'.orls, thirty-tw-o years old, of
252 Park avenue, Hoboken, N. J at-
tempted to commit suicide at 1 o'clock
this morning at the corner of Third and
Washington streets.

Fallorls was standing on the sidewalk,
when he suddenly pulled a re-
volver from his pocket, placed It to his
right temple and fired. The bullet glanced
oft without doing serious Injury.

WAS CRAZY WITH GRIEF.

Mrs. Lonler'e Explanation of Her
Attempt nt Snlclde.

"I was crazy with grief," said Mrs.

NOVEL ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE.

Joseph Schlmback, of 63 Moore street,
was held In the Ewen Street Court,
Williamsburg, to-d- on a charge of at-

tempted suicide. At about 2 o'clock this
morning a policeman noticed Schlmback
sitting on the stoop of 218 Montrose ave-
nue. He had a box of parlor matrhes In
his hand and was calmly sucking the
phosphorus from the matches.

HONG KONG, Aug. 31.- -A terrible Ore

occurred on the Canton River. A flower
boat caught Are, and the flames spread
rapidly until hundreds of these craft
were destroyed and at least one thousand
natives perished In the flames.

The flower boats were moored stern to
stern In rone, and large numbers of
natives lived upon them. The spread of
the conflagration from one boat to an-
other was so rapid that the unfortunate
Chinese had no time to cut them from
their moorings, a strong wind materially
helping to spread the fierce Are.

Many hundreds of the persons aboard
the flower boats leaped overboard and
were drowned, while several hundred
others remained on board the doomed
oraft and perished In the flames.

Before daybreak this morning the sea
was smooth, and a paltry north wind
was blowing, with little promise of In-

creasing In strength or of furnishing
material for a good day's racing. Ac-
cording to the British yachtsmen, this
was Just the kind of weather to suit
Vigilant, and they commenced predict-
ing that she would easily defeat Sa-
tanita.

As a curious coincidence, the last time
Britannia was entered In the regatta of
the Royal Dart Yacht Club, on Aug. 25,

last year, she was also unable to start
on account of the death of the Duke of

.The race y Is for yachts exceed-
ing the first prize Is 1250, and
the second prize Is 1100. Th course Is a
triangular one, from Dartmouth Range
to the bell buoy off the Skerries, thence
to a mark-bo- oft the East Blackstone
and back to the starting line; four times
around to complete the total distance of
forty miles.

Last year Satanita, Navahoe and Cal-lu-

competed In the race, and Satanita
won by 7m. . ; Navahoe took the sec-
ond prize and Calluna withdrew.

Dartmouth harbor this morning pre-
sented a beautiful spectacle. The visit-
ing yachts of the squadron were drawn
up In lines, and the water was alive with
small craft. At various spots about the
hills, which rise 800 to o feet about the
harbor, were gathered parties of pic-
nickers. It Is probable, however, that
the most Interested spectators of the
race y, were the Royal Naval
Cadets of the training ships Britannia
and Hlndostan, who were given a holl-ds- y.

When the hour for startlnr the main
event arrived the wind bad not strength-
ened. When the yachts finally started
Satanita luffed up and tried to drive
Vigilant to leeward, but Vigilant quickly
passed her to windward.

It Is alleged,
when the money was demanded
Wldmayer said that T check for the
amount had been sent to Mr. Boas.
