More Desirable.

Plan Sabmltted for a 8,100-Fo- ot

Span to Cost $30,743,000.

WASHINGTON, Aug. SL The War

Department to-d- furnished a snopsls
of the report of the commission ap-
pointed to investigate and recommend
what length of span, not less that 2,ff)
feet, would be safe and practicable for
a railroad bridge over the Hudson Illver
between New York and Jersey City. It
Is as follows;

The Commission finds that a I.Oofoot
span cantilever brlige, with a pier In
the centre of the river, would be safe
und practicable, and that Its cost. In-

cluding viaduct, would be 126,723,000, the
cost of the centre pier being estimated
at J3,T10.0A

The depth to rock foundation within
the limits of the bridge location Is 2C0

feet, nearly 100 feet deeper than any ex-

isting foundation.
A 3,100-fo- clear span cantilever from

shore to shore Is found to be poslble
but Impracticable, on acount of Its ex-

pense,
The Hoard reports that Investigation

satisfies It that a
single span suspension bridge would be
safe and practicable and would. In cer-
tain constructions wer adopted, cost
tE.iST.CTl. Such a bridge would carry
six maximum freight trains moving side
by side at full speed.

A plan Is worked out and submitted
fcr a lighter structure suspension bridge,
which the Hoard believes would meetevery possible demand with absolute
rafety, at a cost of 130,7,OCO.

Thu Hoard says It "feels that the con-
tingency iittedlng the construction of the
deep river foundations of the cantilever
bridge Is enough to balance a part of the
gi eater cost of the suspension bridge."

The report Iss Igned by al the mem-
bers of the Commission, Major C. W,
Raymond of the United States En-
gineer Corps; C. nouserareu.CE ; Prof.
Wm H llurr. of Columbia College;
Theodore Cooper, C. 12., and George 8.
.M irrlson, C K.

The lun which the Hoard has worked
out for a bridge with a span 3,100 feet
In length, probably will meet with the
approval of the Engineer Corps.
