pCKED HIM IN II CELLAR.

Oarej'u Blrall Praotnred in a Bow

with a Gang.

John Donnelly Suspected of Infllctlns;
Dangerous Wo und.

As a result of Injuries received tn a
fight over his alleged refusal to buy a
tu t sf br lor a ciowd of you g to ghs,
Richard Carey, forty-tw- o years old, of
K3 East Thlrty-flft-h street, lies In a
precarious condition at Bellevue Hos-
pital with a. frncturcd skull. The police
are now looking for John Donnelly,
alios "Commodore," who Is said to have
struck the blow that Injured Carey.

The victim Is a laborer and lives with
his wife and two children at the above
Uddrjess. He bears the reputation of
being an Inoffensive, hard working man,
and ,1s well liked by his neighbors. On
account of the hard times he has been
out of employment for some time.

According to the story told by Carey's
wife, Margaret, her son and daughter,
and a number of witnesses, Carey and
his thirteen-year-ol- d son, Daniel, startedout about 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon
to look for work.

When Carey reached the premises at 315
East Thlrty-flft- h street, he was hailed by
an acquaintance, who asked him to come
down Into the cellar of the house. Fred
Simpson, a plumber, of 3tS East Thirty.
fifth street, was at work fixing some
water pipes In the cel'.ar. Thinking that
he might secure employment Carey went
down, leaving his son outside.

In the cellar he says he saw a gang
of toughs, Including "Commodore" Don-
nelly, Tom Fnrrer. and others, whose
names arc not known. Carey alleges that
the men attacked him when he refused
to buy them beer.

Carey's cries attracted a crowd, and
then the toughs stopped beating him,
but not until he was badly hurt. Several
bystanders helped him home, where his
wounds were dressed to the best of her
ability by Mrs. Carey.

During the night, however, the pains
tn his head became bo severe that about
1 o'clock, In company with his wife, he
walked to Bellevue Hospital, where It
was found that the base or his skull
was fractured. The police were notified,
and arrested Farrell, but as Carey could
not, identify him at the hospital this
morning he was discharged when ar-
raigned In Yorkvllle Court.

Plumber Simpson,, who witnessed the
whole affair, said this morning that
Carey was as much to blame as Don-
nelly. His side of the story was as
follows:

"I was working In the cellar of the
house, at 315 East Thlrty-flft-h street, all
day yesterday.

"This crowd of young fellows, one of
whom lives In the house, were hanging
about the cellar all day. About 4 o'clock
Carey came Into the cellar, and had a
drink of beer with them, and they asked
him to 'fill the can.' An altercation
arose, and I told Carey to get out of the
place. He refused, and Donnelly and he
began to fight. They clinched, and dur-
ing the scuffle they fell, Carey striking
bin head on a beam.

"Carey then got up, seized a ladle of
molten and threw It at Donnelly.
It missed the mark, but If any of the
molten stuff had struck either of us.. It
viculd have burned frightfully. Donnelly
bftrs a very bad reputation, and I do
not employ him often on that account."

Other witnesses, who saw the fight
say, however, that Donnelly was the ag- -

and that Carey only tried to?ressor, Mrs. Qutnn. who keeps a
candy store next to the place, says that
the whole crowd were beating Carey.

TOUGHS ASSAULT AN OFFICER

The "nappy Home" Ctannr Tries to
Rescue a Thlevlnsr Member.

Joseph McQulre. twenty-tw- o yeans old,
was held for trial on a charge of larceny
at Jefferson Market Police Court
McQulro Is a member of the notorious
"Happy Home" gang of petty thieves.

Yesterday afternoon he went Into Her-
man Levy's clothing store, at 406 Hudson
street, made a pretense of trying on
clothes, and mhen Levy's back was
turned felled him to the floor with a
blow behind the ear, and grabbing sev-
eral pairs of tiousers and a coat and
waistcoat ran out of the shop.

Levy recovered In time to cry "Stop
thief." and Policeman Forrester, of the
Charles street station, captured McQulre
after three blocks, run.

On his way to the station-hous- e three
other members of the "Happy Home"
gang tried to rescue McQulre from For-
rester. They tripped the officer up on a
preconcerted signal. Forrester. In fall-
ing, held on to McQulre and pulled him
down, too

The gang then kicked and beat For-
rester, ana the latter had to summon
help. Another Charles street' policeman
came tip at the time, and Forrester
was helped to the station.

She and Her Husband Wire Once
Berlin Society People.

Ills Slother Bald t Ds Worth Over
a Million Dollars.

Judge MoAdam, of the Superior Court,
last Tuesday granted Lena Kllllsch Von
Horn an absolute divorce on the statu-
tory grounds from George Kllllsch Von
Horn, hnd awarded her the sole cus-
tody ot their daughter Ilka, a charming
little ld child.

George Von Horn belongs to one of
the richest families in Berlin, Germany.
When his father died his mother In-

herited over a million dollars, and Is
now one of the leading society ladles
In Berlin.'

He was for a time employed at a large

Von Horn Is well known about town,
and was quite .prominent as a wine-opener

at Koster & Rial's old variety re-
sort on Twenty-thir- d street.

Mrs. Von Horn is a remarkably hand-
some brunette, of a charming figure,
and Is about thirty-tw- o years old. She
also Is a .native of Berlin, where she
moved In the best society. Von Horn
married her In Brooklyn In 18SC They
have but one child, little Ilka. -

Von Horn's disposition made life for
his wife Impossible with him, and she
left him to go to. Chicago. There she
opened a fashionable dressmaking es-
tablishment, and under the name of
"Mme. Caroline " Is the leader In her
line, and rapidly acquiring a fortune.

Mrs. Von Horn commenced her suit
for divorce on June 28 last, after discov-
ering that her husband was living with
a woman who passed off as his wife at
2G3 West Sixtpenth street, this city.

Von Horn did not contest the suit. Ha,
however, has notified Attorney Kdwln
F. Stern, of 608 Temple Court. Mrs. Von
Horn s counsel, since the decree was
awarded, that when he Inherits his
mother's fortune he will fettle a large
sum of money on his daughter. Mrs.
Von Horn has returned to Chicago with
her daughter.
