Desata pulled u revoUer mid filed one
shot at I'anz, but inNsed him. l'olke-ma- n

Scully, of the Fifth avenue sta-
tion, beard the Mlot und rushed around
to Tweuty-llrs- t street. He found such
a crowd III the stieel that he had to
club his way to the spot where the men
were lighting. Befoie he arrived De-
sata and his friends had clubbed I'anz
with bale sticks.

Scully caught Desata and found l'auz
lying on the sidewalk, his face und head
covered with blood and liliiUes.

Scully called an ambulance and turned
In an alaim for the leserves.. Panz re-
fused to go to tne hospital and Am-
bulance Surgton Taylor, of the Kenoy
Hospital removed him to the statlon-bois- e

and dtessed his wuuuds thele
Dcata was bioiight 111 ami I'anz

Identllled him. Detectives McCoriulik
and Dcnuedy went out after Fiank ami
Joun and brought them In. They were
also Identllled by Panz.

I'anz was In such bad condition this
moinlug that be was iemoed to the
hospital. It is feared that bis skull Is
fractured und that be will die.

HER UNCLE HER CHAMPION.

They were
to have been married laat July, but a
day or two beforehand, young Schmidt-disappeared- .

Vesterdny Mrs, Helper attended the
Schwabenlcsl at ltldgewood Park, ac-
companied by her uncle, who Is quite
uu athlete.

"Why, there Is Willie."
She pointed, as she spoke, to a fashion-

ably-dressed young man who had
a lady on his arm. Mlis Helper rushed
over to talk to him, but Schmidt dropped
his companion and ran una),

The unknown young woman quietly
fainted, but no attention was liald to
her, for Mies Helper was pursuing her
betrayer while her uncle kept close be-

hind her. Finally the girl caught
Schmidt, but, with an oath, he stunk
her In the face, and then loiu her clothes
Into tatters.

This only occupied a few seconds, und
then the uncle ai lived on the tccne of
action, ami iUlckl tinned the tables.
He Jumped for oung Schmidt, punched
and kicked him, and when he dually
