Number of Sportsmen Knewn to
Have Been in the Burned

CHICAGO, Sept. 3. The Herald sum-
marises as follows: "Six towns wiped
out and more than five hundred dead Is
the record made by the forest Jlre In
Minnesota In the last twenty-fou- r hours.
In Hln6kley,Sandstone, Pokgama,8and-ston- e

Junction, Skunk Lake and Mission
Creek there are 355 known dead. In addi-
tion several hundred are missing;, while
from ISO to 200 people are scattered on
farms throughout the district burned
over.

I "The destruction was complete In
I most of the towns named, but some ofI the forest land escaped. The loss, how- -
I ever, will be In the millions, and the

loss of life will not be definitely known
for several days. If ever. The relief
trains carried supplies sent out from

a St. Paul, Minneapolis, Duluth and other
Minnesota towns, and the sufferers are
being handsomely cared for at Pine
City and other points."

P The Record summarizes as follows:
"Western Minnesota has suffered In the
last twenty-fou- r hours from a horror
never equalled In this country except at
Johnstown, Pa., May 31, 18S9. Nearly
4U0 persons are known to be dead, over

.Ouv.OOO worth of property Is destroyed
and hundreds of families are homeless
In Pine City and adjoining counties."

The Times estimates at least half a
thousand persons dead, as follows:
Hinckley, 250: Sandstone, 40; Sandstone
Junction, 25; Pokegama, 25; Skunk Lake,
29; Plnetown, 12; Mission Creek, 9; Part-
ridge, 8: Kettle River Junction, 6; Carl-
ton, 3; Rutledge, 2; miscellaneous, SO.

The Inter-Ocea- n says 500 are dead and
the total may reach 1,000.

A Woman Came Turontrh the Fire.
MINNEAPOLIS, Sept. S.-- The first

train over the St. Paul and Duluth
road reaching Minneapolis direct from
the scene of the great forest Are had
only about a dosen persons on board. In- -
eluding Mrs. Lawrence, the only one of
the passengers on the limited which
started Saturday afternoon from Duluth
who has yet reached Minneapolis. The
passengers from this end of the line, find-
ing that they could go no further,

1 stopped at Pine City and returned to
Minneapolis on the first train coming
this way.

Mrs. Lawrence says the first evidence
of the fire was noticeable about ten
miles the other side of Hinckley, when
the air became almost suffocating. One
mile the other side of Hinckley about
fifty persons rushed towards the train
screaming frantically. The engineer, see-
ing the danger they were In if they re- -.

malned, stopped the train to let them
aboard. The heat became Intense and
the whole volcano of fire seemed to burst
out In a mighty effort to wipe the train
and Its occupants off the face of the
earth.

Panto on n Train.
At the first rush of the flames towardH

the cars, the window panes went out
with a crash, and the train began slow-
ly to return towards Skunk Lake
People screamed and men Jumped
through the s. The wild
scramble was horrible. Every person
was for himself and did not care how
he got out of the swirling, rushing mass
of flames. Mrs. Lawrence's dress caught
on fire, but she extinguished the flames.

"I saw two Chinamen," Bhe said, "who
were paralyzed by fright, and made no
effort to get away, but simply hid their
heads under the seats and were burned
to death. I stood It as long as I could

I and then I rushed out of the car. Jump- -

J lng over one or two persons that were
I lying on the ground Injured. Some of
a the people ran Into Skunk Lake, but I

simply ran along the ties, and after
keeping It up until my strength gave
out I fell down between the rails.
I expected every moment my dress
would be burned from my body."

Found Where She Fell.
Sunday morning Mrs. Lawrence was

picked up In the middle of the track,
about two miles the other side of Hinck-
ley, by a relief party out of Duluth that
had made the trip on a hand-ca- r. About
a doaen persons, according to her story,
were Injured In the melee which re-

sulted when the people tried to leave
the car. Some jumped through

others rushed to the platform
and Jumped oft while the train was mov-
ing, while others fought their way
through the maBs of passengers In an
effort to get awav from the crowd.
The result was that many persons suf-
fered severe Injuries, such as broken
bones and limbs.

Mayor Eustls has received a telegram
from the Citizens' Committee at Rush
City, Minn., stating that 150 live had
been lost at Hinckley and the situation
was terrible. A carload of provisions
was procured. It went out this morn-
ing, and to-d- meetings of the big men
of Minneapolis will be held to provide
relief.

Klsrhty Dead Within Six Miles.
WHITE BEAR, Minn., Sept.

thirty people have Just arrived here
from Hinckley and other
towns. They report the loss of life as
appalling. The six members of one fam-
ilyI took refuge In a cellar at Hinckley
and the bodies are there In a heap,
burned to a crisp. On the wagon road
leading northeast from Hinckley eighty
bodies are lying dead within six miles
of the village.

Among the Injured here art Christopher
p. O'Drlen. of St. Paul, who
! quit painfully burned about the eyes

and head, Ills son was also badly
burned.

United Calls for Help.
ST. PAUL. Minn., Sept. S.-- Nel-

son. Mayor Smith, of St. Paul, and
Mavor Etntls. of Minneapolis, have all
Issued proclamations calling on the peo-
ple for help. Anything In the line of
provisions, clothing or money will be
acceptable, as the need Is very great.
All the churches In this city, as the re-
lief societies, have been throwing open
their places for contributions, and sev-
eral responses have been made.

Kesri for St. Paul Sportsmen
It Is feared that many n res-

idents of St. Paul have perished In the
forest fires of Hinckley and vicinity
since Saturday night. Large numbers
of sportsmen have left St. Paul within
the last ten days to hunt prairie chick-
ens near Hinckley, Mora, Sandstone and
other points In that vicinity, and few of
these have escaped the fierce flames.
The fire covers a wide stretch of terri-tory, and If these sportsmen were In the
forests, no power on earth could save
them unless they were close to some
large body of water.

A great many St. Paul families areuneasy, fearing the worst has happened
to their loved ones who went gunning
last week. President George Freeman,
of the Minnesota Shoe Company, and
Lumberman Cuslck, a prominent resi-
dent of Stillwater, went hunting In the
forests near Hinckley last Friday.

Mrs. Freeman said last night that her
husband's address was Mora, Minn.,
about twenty-fiv- e milts this side of
Hinckley, so, in all probability. Free-
man Is safe, though nothing has been
heard from him.

Flichtlnsr Fire at Grantsbnrsr.
QRANTBBURQ, Wis., Sept. J.-- The

fires that have been burning here for thepast month broke out afresh yesterday
morning, and the entire male force of theplace was called out to prevent them
from burning the village.

The usual Sunday services were dis-
pensed with, and church members fought
fire like demons. The Council had taken
precautions and hired a crew of men to
wat?h the fire.

Heavy fires raged west of the St. Croix
River Saturday night and destroyed mill-
ions of feet of standing pine. Logging
outfits and hundreds of oxen have been
destroyed by the forest fires. The hay
croo Is almost entirely destroyed.

IlcfiiKep at Dulnth,
DULUTH, Minn., Sept. 3.-- Thls city Is

the refuge for hundreds of survivors of
the great foreU Ares. A train bearing
nearly GOO, who escaped from Hinckley,
reached Duluth at 9.20 o'clock last night.

At 2.45 yesterday morning, the first re-
lief train sent down the line by the St.
Paul and Duluth arrived with about 300
settlers, and probably 200 more came In
on the second St. Paul and Duluth re-
lief train, which left nere at 3 o'clock
yesterday morning, and returned at 12.30

in the afternoon.
The refugees presented a most pitiful

sight. All were poor people. Fsw of
the men had hats or coats, and the
women were not more fully clad.
Women with babies In arms were there,
accompanied by from two to five other
tots, homeless and friendless, except
for a charitable public. Many of the
women were without thslr husbands, as
the latter remained to see if something
could not be saved. In the grimy,

crowd were many children with-
out parents.

A park's Work at Washburn, Wis,
ASKLAND, Wis., Sept. S.- -At Wash-

burn a spark from a forest fire south of
the town alighted iifone of the piles of
lumber on the dock, and soon all was
a mass of flames. The flames spread to
Blgelow's four docks and leaped from
one dock to the other with the rapidity
of a racehorse. The firemen immedi-
ately directed their attention to saving
Blgelow's mammoth mill. In spite of
their good work, however, the losses
will be very heavy.

Many riacea In Dancer.
MARQUETTE. Mich., Sept. 3. The

Western Division of the Duluth. South
Bhore and Atlantic road Is crippled by
the loss of bridges In forest fifes. Sev-
eral other roads have suffered serious
loss. Reports from all the lumber towns
between Nestorla and the Wisconsin
State line are that all are safe so far,
but that many are fighting fire danger-
ously near.

At Ewen many people have loaded
their effects on a train which the South
Shore officials are keeping ready to
move out If necessary. Borne buildings
'n the outskirts have been burned. The
imoke Is still heavy and the fog whistles
are sounding.

Barronett, Wis., Destroyed.

struction of Barronett was complo'.e. One
lone building Is left of a cty of 00 In-

habitants. One man was burned. The
total loss Is a quarter of a million.

surance.

llaln at IHneltley To-Da- y.

HINCKLEY. Minn., Bent. 8.- -A gentle
rain Is falling to-d- and quenching the
burning embers of the Immense forest
fires that did so much damage In this
city Saturday afternoon and night. The
blackened ruins of two. or three brick
buildings ar all that remain standing of
the once prosperous town of Hinckley,
with Its 900 people and Its busy railroad
and lumbering Interests.

This Is y a place of mourning,
and the burial of the charred and un-
recognizable bodies of the hundreds of
Uctlms has saddened the survivors even
more than the disaster Itself,

Most of the survivors went to Pine
City yesterday for food and shelter,
and the women and children are still
there, but many of the men have re-

turned to their ruined homes to see It
by. any possibility anything remains.

The telegraph operator here, Otis
Green, remained at his post until all but
three buildings In Hinckley had been
burned. When the depot took fire he
ran to the safe and took therefrom
35,000 In greenbacks and fled to the river.
He remained In the river several hours,
when he Joined a number of refugees In
their trip to Pine City.

Heroism of a Train Crerr.
The limited train that left Duluth at 1

o'clock Saturday afternoon had an ex- -

The train came to within a mile

and a half of this place through
the smoke, although Engineer Root
could not see a hundred feet
awav. and the going forward was a good
deal of guesswork. The fires were bear-
ing down on them from every side, and
Were seemed no chance for thelrllves
but to go ahead. The number of fleeing
homesteaders and residents of this place
along the track was so great that finally
the engine was stopped and as many as
could get aboard the train were taken
on.

Mnglnerr nnd Fireman on Fire.
In the mean time the engineer's clothes

caught Are, as did also those of his fire-

man, and both seemed likely to be over-com- e

by the fury of the flames which
had seized on the engine. Fireman Mc
Gowan put out the fire on his own
clothes by Jumping Into the water lank,
and then threw water on Engineer Root,
who stayed at his post holding the throt-
tle and nerving himself to stand to his
duty though he perished.

He told the watch-
man on pier 38 that he had Jumped In
after the swimmer to save him, and
then disappeared. He has not since been
seen.

30,000 MEN

STRIKE TO-DA- Y.

Gloakmakers Demand an In-

crease in Their

Wages.

EAGLE COMPANY ACQUIESCES.

BrownBville Workmen to the
Numbor of 8,000 Expected

to Join the Strike.

BIG PARADE ON WEDNESDAY.

Monster Mass-Meeti- of Strikers
to Be Held at New Irving

Hall This Afternoon.

The coat operators, who strike
represent one-thir- d of the sum total of
sweatshop tollers engaged In the manu-
facture of coats.

At a mass-meetin- g set down hl.i after-
noon at New Irving Hall, oh Broome
street, near Essex street, they expected
to get the coat baiters and finishers to
Join them. There are In all about 30,000

coatmakers of the three classes In this
city. It Is supposed that nearly half of
this number will be out on strike. Their
demand is higher pay and a ten-ho-

work-da-

The cloak cutters have also decided
to strike. At the meeting of the Cen-
tral Labor Union last night, the repre-
sentatives of this frade drew up a
scale of wages calling for an Increase
of from 15 to 30 cents on each cloak.
Unless the big cloak firms yield to this
demand by many thousand
cloakmakers will strike.

Jacob Herman, of 324 Canal street, who
employs about five hundred men, says
that h would be willing to give the men
what they demand. To a delegation of
cloakmakers who called on him yester-
day he said that he Is aware that men
cannot live and support families on thepay they are getting in the sweat-shop- s.

He told them that as lar as he was
concerned he would willingly Increase
the pay to th extent of even several
dollar on each cloak, but that If he
were to take the first '"ten In :lmt. di-
rection his business could not exist un-
less other firms Immediately Joined him.

The Eagle Cloak Company, of Broad-
way, which employ! over 2,000 men. In-
creased the wages last night In accord-
ance with the terms of the new
schedule.

The General Executive Committee of
the United Garment Workers has been
ordered to support the Impending
strikes

Twenty contractors on the east side
have agreed to accept the terma of the
striking finishers, but the acceptance of
the offer was delayed by the men until
Brooklyn and Brownsville finishers were
heard from.

The strikers Intend parading next
Wednesday, and It Is expected that
about 10,000 men will be In line.

The number of the strikers In Browns-
ville Is 600, In Brooklyn 1,100. Next
Wednesday the strikers propose to pa-
rade, and they expect that by that time
1,000 men will be out.

1,500 ORDERED OUT.

Carpenter to Muke a Fight Against
the " "Lumping System.

Fifteen hundred carpenters who have
been working for 150 on
numerous buildings all over the city
have been ordered by delegates cf the
several unions of carpenters and Joiners
to go on strike morning.

The movement Is the beginning of or-

ganized efforts to break up what is
known ai the "lumping" system. Small
contractors, who take sections of the
carpenter and Joiner work on buildings,
employ workmen at a less rate than
13.50 a day, the union rate of wages,
upon which their contracts are based,
the difference between the rate at whloh
their men are employed and the Union
rate enabling them to make a profit.
