ROIKLM'S PLIGUETf IIGS.

Caterpillars and Other Insects
Working Havoo with Foliage.

Dry Weather and Absence or Spar-nm- s

Itegponslble Tor It.

Hrookljn Is In the throes of a plague
of bugs caterpillars and Insects of all
kinds During the past few months, or
In fact, since the latter part of Spring,
the trees and plants throughout the elty
have sufftred from the Influx ot Insects
to such an extent that the foliage has
been almost completely destroed. Old
residents say that for thlrt ears they
have never seen so many bugs

The plague Is partly accounted for by
the drjness of the atmosphere and the
drought. Aside from the destruction
of trees, the people of Brooklyn havebeen particularly annoyed by the large
numbers of caterpillars

Brooklyn Is truly a illy of homes, andIts ttreets ale shadid by long lines of
treis. A large number of the houses
have piazzas where It Is the custom of
the residents to sit and enjoy the
breeze.

This ear, however, the caterpillars
have driven the people from their piazzas
'I hey drop from the overhanging foliage,
the roofs of the plnzzas or from thetwlnltg lnes onto persons' clothes andcreep about their necks

Heal ctte intn say that the Influx of
caterpillars this jear has driven into the
oounttj people who would otherwise
have remained In the city during the
Summer.

In every portion of the cltv the trees,
plants and fences are covered with thesecreepers or their cocoons

Wh'le everjbody Is talking about the
plague of Insects few persons are doing
anything ti exterminate them

Some of the trees have a band of cot-
ton about the trunks and are smeared
ovet for several feet under the lower
brnnche' with axle grease. This Is sup-
posed to prevent the bjgs from crawling
back Into the foliage w len washed down
by a heavy rainstorm,

As thire have been but one or two
storms In two months this scheme Is
almost alueless

Along Fourth avenue an "I'vcnlng
World" reporter counted fifteen trees In
a dozen blocks dvlng from the attacks
of the insects The were no longer ot
any use us means of shading the street.

One reason given fot the great num-
bers of Injects, and especially the cater-
pillar, Is the disappearance this vear
of the Hngllsh sparrow. About the only
place In the city where they are to be
found Is In Prospect Park.

The trolle). It Is said, Is responsible
for their exodus. As to Just how elec-
tric locomotion affects the sparrow
opinions differ. One theory Is that the
birds have been killed by the overhead
wires, while another Is that the cats
have frightened them from the city.

However, there Is no doubt that the
sparrow has practically gone from
Brookl n

About the only person In the city who
is taking ,ny pains to rid the trees of
Insects (not excepting the members of
the Tree Planting Society) Is Mr. Ulrlch,
Superintendent of Prospect Park

Ills men, aimed with wire brushes
on long handles, mcke dally rounds
among the trees In the park, brushing
down the bug". One of the latest ad-
ditions to the plague is a small fly which
devotes Its destructive ability almost ex-
clusively to the Scotch elm.

Scientists, Mr. Ulrlch sas, have as
et been unable to Identlfv the an-

cestors of the new discovery. It re-
sembles th horsefly, and kills trees
bv drawing the sap from the blanches
