MISHAP TO VIGILANT.

Hor Centreboard Carries Away

Again Off tho Needles.

A Flying Crank Just Misses Howard

Gould and a Guest.

She Is Withdrawn from tho Cape

Slay Trophy Hacc.

COWES, Isle of Wight, Sept. 4 --It Is

probable thut Vigilant may not start to-

morrow In the race for the Cape May
Cup, owing to another accident causing
the loss of her centreboard gear, which
occurred yesterday near the Needles.

The Gould yacht wus proceeding to
this port from Portland, and had passed
Inside the Needles, near Hathergood
l'olnt, when a sudden shock was felt.

Howard Gould and Mr. Bovd were at
luncheon at the time. The centreboard
winch seemed to fly asunder simulta-
neously with the shock, and the crank
by which it was manipulated was hurled
through the cabin with force, narrowly
missing them and shattering the table
at which they sat.

The gear wheels of the centreboard
hoist were torn out nnd the entire
mechanism badly disarranged. The
casting had broken and thrown all the
weight of the heavy plate upon the

Whether Vigilant had struck a rock
or not, Capt. Haff could not say, but
an obstruction of some sort must have
caused the accident.

Without a centroboird Vigilant will
not be sailed against Britannia for the
(ape May cup The race was set down
to be started at 8 o'clock
morning. The course is to Cherbourg
and return, a distance of 12! miles.
