Pmteus ventures Dr. Cook nnd his
party did not leave their bones to whiten
In the Arctic region.

The Miranda took from New York a
large force of scientists and sportsmen,
and Important results for science were
expected from the expedition. Hut once
more it wus found that the wcr of the

region was too great to be
overcome by ambitious navigators, and
the adventurers were fortunate to es-

cape with their lives.
It Is time these expeditions should

cease. Whether undertaken by scientific
enthusiasts or uk newspaper advertise-
ments, they are useless sacrifices of val-
uable- Uvea, and It Is to be hoped that the
Cook expedition will be the last heard of
for some time to come. It can scarcely
be hoped that folly und Indifference tu
human life will cense nltogether.

In fact the legislative authorities
whose duty It should be to secure the
rights of the private citizen against the
encroachment of corporations created b
the State seem to have wholly
neglected the matter In this case, and
have permitted the etrcct railroad com-
panies to treat passengers Just as they
please. All that they are compelled to do
Is to tun their cars without Intermis-
sion, and pa) their taxes, but there the
supervision of the government ends.

There Is no law or regulation which
provides that the companies shall run a
certain number of cars or that they shall
not allow more than a certain number of
passengers to ride upon u particular car.

The result Is that these corporations, In
tneir Inordinate greed for wealth, their
continued effort to increase their enor-
mous profits, nnd their titter disregard
of public opinion and public comfort In
acompiismng this end, will only operate
the fewest number ot cars possible, that
by crowding them to their utmost ca-
pacity they can reap the greatest finan-
cial harvest.

They have brought this system down
to such a line point, it would seem. In
Ne.v Vork that they can calculate, al-
most with absolute exactness, their
profits from week to week, and by run-
ning a car or two less at one time of
das and pacMn- - In tne pissengers a lit-
tle more lightly at another they are able
lo keep up the average without any trou-
ble.

In the public omnibuses and street-railwa- y

cars ot London nnd I'arls not
a single pnssenger beond the regular
carrying capacity of such a bus or car
Is permitted to get aboard

Kvery passenger who pays his fare Is
entltledajto a seat, and he gets It. Ifevery scat is occupied, the car will stop
for no one, and no matter how fran-tically he may hall It, neither the con-
ductor nor driver will take the sMghtest
notice of him.

The only way to remedy the evil here
would he to adopt a similar practice.
Those who have obtained seats In apublic conveyance and paid for their
accommodation have a right to enjoy
the ordinary comforts of travel, and not
to be bruised nnd trampled upon by
the mob which Is permitted to occupy
every Inch of standing-roo- almost as
soon as the car has left Its startingpoint.

The discomforts of riding In the cablecars in Hroadway are greatly aggravat-
ed during the rush hours. In addition to
those which result dltectly from over-
crowding.

The motormen seem to take delight In
starting up the earn with a Jerk whenthey are packed, nnd ever time thev do
It the mass Inside will surge backward
and then forward in a manner that
threatens to crowd those In the rear over
the platform tall and send those forwardcrashing through the glass doorway In
front.

The worst place of all is at the double
curve at Fourteenth street, where the
tracks round the southern end of Fnlonsquare. If those who are seated are
wise they will get their knees well up
anil be prepared to defend themselves
ns best they can from the avalanche of
humanity that will be precipitated upon
them as soon as the wheels strike the
first curve.

Those who are nursing favorite corns
will have lo put their toes In theirpockets If they wish to escape a painful
disaster. The shock Is something tre-
mendous, and seems almost severe
enough to throw the car from the track.
It Is succeeded by a second one, which
Is more severe than the first, when the
revcrrc curve Is reached, for no one ls
able to regain his equilibrium In time to
prepare himself for the second close.

On the Third Avenue cable road there
has been some effort made to give great-
er accommodation to passengers by run-
ning double cats at intervale. Hut these
are evidently Insufficient, nnd both
morning and night passengers are al-
lowed to board Ihe cars by the score
after- - all the scan are filled, ard are
permitted to stand In the spaces between
the ctoss seata until every Inch of
loom Is occupied, and those who have
secured senls nrj doubled up ln:o the
most uncomfortable anil cramped posi-
tions during the entire trip.
