Ree88 Williams's Sister Telh of
HiB Disappearance-- ,

Known to Have Left Ansonla with
$000 In Ills Possession.

tint If he met foul play, it was
In this cltv, and not In Williamsburg.

Mrs Head, when seen at her home
this morning, expressed a firm convic-
tion that her brother had been mur-deie- d.

"Iteese lived at Perrj, la., up to
three months ugo " she said. "HIb wife
died In May, and the following month
our father died at Battle Creek. Mich.
Keese brought father's body on Uast.
Intending to bury him bj the side of
our mother in Cj press Hills Cemetery.
