No. 300 was running slowly, owing to
the heavy fog, when the coupling be-
tween the engine and the baggage car
pulled out. The engine ran on ahead
some dlstacc. The train hands mannedthe breaks and the train had beenbrought nearly to a standstill when the

shock from the rear.
There was much excitement for a few

moments among the hundred or so per-
sons on board the train and severalwomen fainted. Fortunately none of thepassengers wns seriously hurt.

Conductor Mulford ran back and foundthat Central Bnllroad engine 1E0, whichwas running light a short distance be-
hind the passenger train, had crashedInto the express car, smashing the rear
end of the car and throwing tne express
matter about promiscuously. The engi-
neer and tlreman of engine 180- escaped
with a few slight cuts and bruises, butthe engine was badly battered up.

The wreck was cleared up and the en-
gine of the passenger train backed downto hitch on again. In trying to coupleup the engine Baggage Master Ben-jamin Burns, of Manasquan, had hishand crushed between the buffers. Hewas taken to St. Michael's Hospital,Newark, where It was said that he
would probably lose his hand.
.Train 300 was running ten minutesbehind Khedule time when the collision
occurred and this, together with- - thebreaking of the coupling and the densefog. which prevented the engineer of 180seeing the stalled train until within a
few feet of It, waB the cause of the ac-
cident.

An eighth of a mile from the scene ofthe accident the train passed two Cen-
tral Railroad box cars burning fiercely
on a side track. The cause of the fire Is
not known.

He is a
widower, his wife having died some threeyears ago.

It Coat the Life of a Farmer, Ilia
Son and Two Others.

MAGNOLIA; Ark., Sept. 7. A sensa-
tional tragedy occurred near Dykesvllle,
La., a small town Just across the Ar-
kansas State line, yesterday. Clinton
Thompson, a farmer, has a fine melon
crop. The raids of the boys became so
frequent that the old man decided to
put a stop to the depredations. He put
poison In some of the finest melons and
awaited the results. This morning his
son, Felix; George Brlges, a neighbor's
son, and a man named Jacob Mulr were
found dead In the patch.

Brlges's father discovered the dead
bodies, and called Thompson out to show
him the corpses. When Brlges saw that
Thompson had poisoned the melons and
caused the death of his son, he drew &
revolver and shot him dead In his
tracks. The murderer escaped.

SHOT AND KILLED HIS RIVAL.

Veach shot and killed Charles Morris
near Waldron on the eve of his marriage
to Miss Jane Jones.

When Veach heard that Morris and Miss
Jones were to be married, he procured
a shotgun and going to the house of
F. M.-- Kearns, where Morris was stop-
ping, called the latter to the door and
deliberately shot him. Morris died al-
most Instantly. He was thirty years old
and a widower. Veach Is thirty yearB
old.

HERMN, Sept. 7. Emperor William
made a sensational speech yesterday
evening, at the state banquet which

the military manoeuvres abju;
South Altenberg, at which entertainment
the King of Wurtemberg was the prlncl-pa- l

guest.
His Imperial Majesty had Mrutk from

the list of guests tne names of Count von
Mlrbach and Count von Kanltz, as well
as those of Gens. KUtzulg nnd Bandltltn.
But their names .vere subsequently re-
placed.

Emperor William's act plainly muiked
Us displeasure at the attitude ot the
persons named upon the Agarrlan ques-
tion.

The guests at last night's banquet
were members of the highest nobility,
and Included among them all the great
civil and military officers of the prov-
ince.

After the Emperor had toasted the
King of Wurtemberg, and the latter
had responded, His Imperial Majesty be-
gan his speech. After a few words of
thanks for his reception, he said:

"When I was here four years ago I
emphasized the fact that in East Prus-
sia, where the people are chiefly farmers,
you must, before all, preserve and main-
tain a capabl peasantry, and that, as
such, they would be a pillar of support
to monarchy. Hence my constant en-

deavor, whenever the opportunity arises,
to foster the welfare and economic im-
provement of East Prussia.

"The past four years of grievous cares
have weighed upon the farmer nnd it ap-
pears to me that, under this Influence,
doubt hah arisen In regard to my
promises and as to whether I should be
able to keep them. I found myself com-
pelled to observe, with a sore heart,
that In the circles of the nobility stand-
ing near the throne my best Intentions
were misunderstood and, to a certain
extent, combatted.

PK11TH AM HOY, N. J., Sept. 7. The

large stables on the stock farm of
Charles Whitehead, at Month Hlver, were
destroyed by fire at 3 o'clock this morn-Inf-

l'our aluable trotting horses per-
ished in the flames.

The tire was without doubt the wprk
of incendiaries, as the stables were fired
In three places. Suspicion points to two
men who were discharged by Mr. White-
head a week ago.

Mr. Whitehead Is a breeder of trot-
ting horses and owner of .the famous
Lady Hug, which is at Waverly Kuir
now.

There were thirty-fou- r horses In the
stables, all thoroughbred trotting stock.
Thirty were rescued by the stablemen
with great difficulty. The remaining
four, all promising colts, perished.

The loss on the horses alone will
reach $6,000, while that on the build-
ings will foot up to several thousand
dollars more.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 7, Mrs Ho-
ward Jones, of 1344 South Seventeenth
street, was seen to-d- In regard to the
suicide of Dr. li. T. Cresson In Bryant
Park, New York, last night. Mrs. Jones
Is a sister-in-la- of the suicide.

She said the doctor had always
excellent health and she could

assign no motive for his act. His rela-
tions with his family were of the most
pleasant. He had a quiet, unassuming
disposition, and never divulged any of
his transactions.

Dr. Cresson was married, and has two
grown sons, one living in this city and
the other nt present with his mother,
who Is visiting in Paris, where the doc-
tor had been for about three years, re-
turning to America nbout a year ago.

He was a graduate in medicine from
the University of Pennsylvania, but had

practised. His wife Inherited a
fortune after his graduation, and she
would not have him work.

He left this city tn June last for Bel-ma- r,

N, J., to spend the Summet, as
was his custom. Since then Mrs. Jonti
had not heard from him. Her husband
left immediately for New York to claim
the remains.

A park policeman went to the Cor-
oner's office this morning with the
effects found on the body and In the
satchel of Dr. II, T, Cresson, who com-
mitted suicide last night Jn Bryant
Park.

The property was receipted for, and Is
held by the Coroner to await a claim-
ant.

But Mm MoCurdy Changed Her

Mind When Baby Criod.

Sent Boys for a Policeman to Savo

Her from HenoK.

Has Suffered from Melancholia Since
ilrr Child Wits Horn,

A youna; woman, twenty-on- e

years old. suffering with melancholia,
who gave her name as Hllcn Mulvey, but
who, it Is B.iU, Is the wife of Thomas
.McCurdy, a stage carpenter, was com-
mitted to prison foi further examination

by Jutlcp .Mc.Mahin, at the
Yorkvllle Police Court on a cturge
of having attempted to commit suicide.
She U the mother of u
baby, which she carried In her arms and
klsed almostc entlnuo.y, while tears
coursed down her cheeks.

She has a sister nntned lltssle
wtio Is at work at 5 Kist Twenty-sev-

enth street
At 5o 'clock last evening two boys

rushed up to Policeman Crosnclt, of the
Kast Flfty-nra- t street station, and told
him he was wantcJ at 416 Kast Fifty-eigh- th

street. Crossett hurried there,
nnd found 416 to be a vacant brown-ton- e

house. In the kitchen he found Hie
woman with the baby In her arms. On
catching sight of him she became hyster-
ical.

She soon revived, nnd then excitedly
hurried out of the room, still holding
on to her baby, nnd beckoned to the
policeman to follow her. On reaching
the parlor she pointed to a loaded re-
volver on the table and then fell again
Into a fir.

Crossett brought her back to her
senses and asked her what the trouble
was.

"I wanted to kill myself, but I did
not daje for baby's sake," Bhe sobbed.

After awhile she told the officer that
her huBband was older than she was
and that her sister Bessie had often
tantalized her about having married
such an old man. She nnd her fcutband
are caretakers of the house, which Is atpresent to let.

Since her baby was born, she has not
been In good health, and, being alone In
the house all clay, brooded over things
and became despondent. After her hus-
band left her yesteray morning to go to
his shop on Ninth avenue, the Idea struck
her to take het life.

She knew her husband had a revolver
in his trunk, nnd taking It nut, she ex-
amined It and found It was loaded. She
then sat down and wrote two notes In
lead pencil to her husband. They were
as follows:

Dear Pap. Forslve rae for doing such an art
I am worried. Fit the little one away In some
place where It will be cared for. Tell Deeal. 1

am upset In my mind sines 1 csme from the
hospital. Oood.by, rop desr.

The second letter was:
Dsar Pop: lie a good boy. Do not abuss tht

llttls one. Send for Dessle. She will see tn ms.
(tood by, pop. It you csn burr m la A decent
plac. do so.

Neither of the letters was signed, but
both concluded with a lot of x's, which
evidently represented kisses. They were
found in her pockets.

"After they were written." he said, "I
wanted to give baby a last kiss nnd then
shoot myself, but baby began to cry,
and for baby's sake I decided to live."

She added that she had fired two shots
into the mantel piece and fearing that
the Idea of suicide would possess her
again, she sent the two boys for the
policeman.

Crossett told the two boys to rush for
assistance. They returned with two
more policemen, and Mrs. McCurdy with
her baby were taken to the station-hous- e

and given Into the care of a matron.
This morning she was quite calm when

arraigned before Justice McMahon. Her
sister, Bessie, and another sister named
Mrs. Maude Pratt, of 118 East Thirteenthstreet, were present. Justice McMahon
committed Mrs. McCurdy for examina-
tion, and ordered Agent King, of Mr.
Qerry's Society, to make an Investiga-
tion.

TOOK HER LIFE IN THE PARK.

Mm. Small .Made Desperate by Her
llnalmnd'a Suffering.

Mrs Nellie Small told a policeman
with her last breath that she had killed
herself because she could not bear to
witness her consumptive husband's
agonies.

Mr. Small was found this morning In
a barber shop adjoining his home at !24
Adams street, Brooklyn. Ho was strong
enough to declnre himself pretty vigor-
ously against press Inquiries, anil was
left alone with hln grief,

Mrs. Small, who was plump, attractive
and only twenty-fiv- e years old, went
Into one of the Summer-house- s In Cen-
tral Park, near Sixty-sevent- h street ami
Fifth avenue, last evening and swal-
lowed 10 cents' worth of carbolic acid.

Her agonized cries attracted a citizen,
who called n policeman She confessed
her attempt on her life, and gave the
reasons therefor.

SI e was taken to the Arsenal In the
Park nnd transferred thence to the
Presbyterian Hospital, where she died
In a few minutes.

TOOK MORPHINE AND DIED.

End of the Career of Col, Tnlnder,
inventor nml

ifiy Assoclsted I'nss )

FnKEPOBT, III., Sept. C. W.
Taladee, an Inventor of National repu-
tation, died in this city last night from
the effects of an overdose of morphine
administered by his own hand. Col,
Taladee was born In Ohio sixty-fou- r
years ago, and settled In Texas when
still a young man. He entered the Con-
federate army at the breaking out of the
war and served as Colonel of a regi-
ment of Texns rangers.

Alleged Prediction of a Dig General
Strike Discountenanced,

The rloakmnkers' strike against thetask
r)stt'm Is remoter from settlement to-

day than at any time before. The Ex-

ecutive Board of the Brotherhood of
Tailors has decided to reject the terms
of settlement proffered yesterday by
twenty of the 300 contractors, who con-

stitute the Clothing Contractors' Mutual
Protective Association, because the Ex-

ecutive Board clsltm to hae obtained
Information that the contractors contem-
plate treachery,

Abraham Harrison, a member of the
Executive Board Of the Drolherhood of
Tailors, said this morning that onlv
twenty contractors had so fsr agreed to
sign the schedule of hours and wages
submitted by ths strikers, and that
these twenty Intended merely to yield
in order that they might get the goods
which tl.ey have on hand made over
lntc coats for the coming season.

"As soon as the season's work Is done,"
said Harrison, "th contractors will drift
back Into the old condition of affairs,
and If we then strike, they can look on
for months without suffering any loss.
In that event we would, of course, have
to succumb. It Is sufficient proof of the
contractois' perfidy that they refuse to
sign any bonds as a guarantee of good
falih." We demand now that the contrac-
tors shall sign such a bond, say for liuo
on each machine, as collateral security
for the faithful performance of the
agreement for one year. And each bond
will have to be countersigned by the
manufacturer whose work the respec-
tive contractors perform."

It Is said that the manufacturers are
opposed to any such agreement, or. In-

deed, to any agreement at all that will
raise the present prices which they pay
to the contractors.

Another conference will take place to-
day at 200 East Broadway between the
strikers of the Brotherhood and the
contractors. The result of this will be,
It Is said, that the contractors will be
forced Into either withdrawing from the
light altogether or else making common
cause with the strikers against the manu-
facturers.

The Christian Poles of this city who
are engaged In the coatmaklng trade
under the task system, are nlso begin-
ning to strike. Ninety of them, who
worked In a shop at SOU East Broadway,
struck this morning and applied for
membership In. the Brotherhood ot
Tailors.

General Secretary John W. Hayes, of
the Knights of Labor, who has been In
Montreal for several days, was expected
at the Astor House but at latest
advices had not put In an appearance
there.

A telegram from Montreal stated that
Mr. Hayes had said In an Interview that
there would be another extensive strike
In the United States, which he believed
would be the last for a long time. He
was reported as having said that every
labor organization In the United States
would stop work at the same hour and
block the wheels of production to such
an extent that the demands ot labor
would have to be compiled with.

Preparations for the strike had already
been made, according to the Interview,
but Mr. Hayes could not say when It
would take place. The strike would
also extend to Canada, he Is alleged to
have said.

When seen y about the matter
Genera! Secretary Evans, of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, said he knew
nothing about It, and that no con-
ference had been had between the
Knights ot Labor and the Federation.

"The report Is too Indefinite," said Mr.
Evans, "to warrant me In expressing
an opinion, but I would want something
more tangible as to the cause for a
general strike before I would believe It
was contemplated."

Knights of Iabor wno were Inter-
viewed said they knew nothing of a
general strike such as that reported.

REAL GDLPRITS FREE.

Dr. Farkhurst Bays Discharging
Captains Is Not Purification.

Martin, Sheehan and McClave, He

Deolares, Aro the Guilty Ones.

He Promises to Glvo (ho Lcxow
Committee More Start'ng Facts.

Without the least sign of haste, Bev.
Dr. Charles II. Tarkhurst and his wife,
walked ashore from the steamship Ger-
manic, which reached her dock this
morning. They were the very last of
the cabin passengers to go ashore. The
doctor and his wife bore evidence In
their tanned faces of the beneflclent
effect of their three months' vacation
In Switzerland.

Once ashore th doctor was surround-
ed and heartily welcomed home by a
number of friend's. Then he tslked free-
ly with reporters who were waiting for
him.

He took up the recent actions ot the
Police Commissioners al once, and snld:

"When I left London they were Just
preparing to start Capt. Devery's trial.
I did not know ot his dismissal from
the force until we took the pilot on
board yesterday.

"He told me of the captains who hsd
been dismissed. I heard ot Devery's
discharge with a good deal f satisfaction,
because when I first found It neceasnry
to show how corrupt he was the entire
Department, It seemed, rose up In arms
to defend him."

"Do you think It Is sufficient to dis-
cipline these captains? Will It have the
effect of putting a stop, to the evils In
the department of which you have com-
plained?" he was asked.

"No. What good will It do to cut off
a few captains, sergeants and ward
men now? was his reply. "If a body Is
thoroughly diseased what good will It
do to cut off an arm or a leg? The
poison still remains In the system.

"Bo It Is with the Police Department.
The poison Is still there. Of course, ns
a vindication of the attitude of the So-
ciety, of which I have the honor to be
President, I am glad that these corrupt
captains and sergeants have been dis-
missed. But, mind you, I do not think
that they are the most guilty ones In
the Department.

"You refer now to the Police Commis-
sioners, do you not?" he was askel.

"1 do," he replied. "I think that they
are the Of course I do
not refer to the Commlsslcaers who have
been recently apoplnted. I speak direct-
ly, though, df Martin. Shehan and

McClave."
Those men must have known of the

corrupt practices of the captains they
have now disciplined long before I did.
If they did not they were negligent In
the performance of their duty. If they
did they were acting In collusion with
those captains and should be disci-
plined themselves."

"Are you ready to furnish more evi-

dence when the Lexow Committee con-
venes again?"

"Yes, Indeed," the doctor replied, smil-
ingly. "The nature of It I am not pre-
pared to disclose now, but you may say
that I think It will be more startling
than any heretofore brought out."

"Did you read the report which Bupt.
Byrnes submitted to the Commissioner
yesterday?"

"I Just glanced over It. It seems to
have been carefully prepared. I did not
read It carefully enough to express an
opinion on It Just at present."

"I would not accept It under any con-
ditions. I am not a politician. I know
nothing of politics. My duties lie In
another direction. I am satisfied with
the work I am doing now."

Bpeaklng of the nbollshment of the
rank of ward detective, Dr Pnrkhurst
said he thought It was a good reform,
and one that was much needed. He
did not give the Commissioners much
credit for taking the action they did
however, declaring that they were
obliged to do something.
