stiect. Crossett hurried there,and found 416 to he a vacant brown-ston- e
house. In the lotc'-.e- ho found die
woman ftlth the biby In her arms. On
catching sight of him she became hyster-
ical.

Hhe soon revived, and then excitedly
hurried out of the room, still holding
on to her baby, and beckoned tu thepoliceman to follow her. On reaching
the parlor she pointed to a loaded re-
volver on the table and then fell again
Into a lit.

Crossett brought her back to her
senses and asked her what the trouble
wan.

"I wanted to kill noself. but I did
not dare for baby's sake," she sobbed

After awhile she told the officer that
her husband was older than she wan
and that her sister llessle had often
tantalized her about having married
such an old man She and her husband
nre caretakers of the house, which Is atpresent to let.

Since her baby was born, she has not
been In good health, nnd, being ulone In
the house all day, brooded over things
r.nd became despondent. After her hus-
band left her yesterday morning to go to
his shop on Ninth avenue the Idea struck
her to take het life.

fehe knew her husband had a revolver
In his trunk, and taking It out, she ex-
amined It nnd found It was loaded. She
then sat down and wrote two notes In
lead pencil to her husband. They were
as follows:

Dear rapa Forgive me for doing; uch an art.
t am worried Pit th little one mvay In aome
place where It will be cared for. Tell Beaale I
am upaet In ray n Ind alnca I came from the
hospital. OoM by, Pop dear.

The second letter tai;
Dear Pop! He a, rood boy. Do not abuae tht

little one, Send for Deiile. fiht wlll-ee- e to raa
Good by, Pop. If you can burr me In a decent
place do ao

Neither of the letter was-ehrne-d, but
both concluded with a lot of xs, which
evidently representedjclsses. They were
found In her pockeU ' "

"After they were written," she said, "I
wanted to give baby a.lait kiss and then
shoot tmself, but baby begin to cry,
and for bab)'s sake I decided to live."

She added that she had fired two shots
Into the mantelpiece and fearing that
the Idea of suicide would possess her
again, she sent the two boys for the
policeman.

Crossett told the two boys to rush for
assistance. They returned with two
more policemen, and Mrs McCurdy with
her baby were taken to the station-hous- e

and given Into the care of a matron.
This morning she was quite calm when

arraigned before Justice McMahon. Her
sister. Bessie, and another sister named
Mrs. Maud Pratt, of 118 East Thirteenth
street, were present Justice McMuhon
committed Mrs. McCurdy for examina-
tion, and ordered Agent King, of Mr.
ficiry's Society, to make un investlgi-tlo- n.

TOOK HER LIFE IN THE PARK.

Mrs, Small Made Desperate by Her
Ilnaband's Suffering;'.

Mrs Nellie Small told a policeman
with her last breath that she had killed
herself because she could not bear to
witness her consumptive husband's
agonies.

Mr. Small was found this morning In
a barber shop adjoining his home nt 321

Adams street, Brooklyn. He was strong
enough to declare himself pretty vigor-
ously against press inquiries, and was
left alone with his griet.

Mrs. Small, who was plump, attractive
and only twentv-flv- e years old, went
Into one of the Summer-house- s In Cen-
tral Park, near Sixty-sevent- h street and
Fifth avenue, last evening and Bwal-lowe- d

10 cents' worth of carbolic acid.
Her agonized cries attracted a citizen,

who called a policeman. She confessed
her attempt on her life, und gave the
reasons therefor.

She was taken to the Arsenal In the
Park and transferred thence to the
Presbyterian Hospital, where she died
In a few minutes.

Mrs Cresson, according to Mrs. Jones,
Is very wealthy, and would not nllow
her husband, who Is a graduate of the
University of Pennsylvania, to practice
his profession.

James Demarest, a lawyer, of 132 Nas-
sau street, said to-d- that he bad
known Dr. Cresson for about two'years.
Since July It, according to Mr. Dem-
arest, the doctor has been living at
BHmar, N. J.

There was some excitement early In the
day, due to the fact that the suicide's
bodv could not bo found.

Park Policemen i:gin and Hnptlste
said they had taken It to the Morgue,
whereas the officials of that place said
they had received only iin empty box
which was greatly bloodstained.

Inquiries were made In various parts
of the city, but nobody knew anything
about It, and the disappearance was
rapidly developing Into a sensation when
the body was finally located.

Dr. w K. Cuff, Coroner's physician,
of 219 West Thirty-sixt- h street, arrived
at the Coroner's ofllce at 1 o'clock.

He said that he had been applied to
about 1 o'clock this morning while he
was In the Marlborough Hotel for a
permit to remove the suicide's body to
wlnterhottom's undertaking shop, at
Thirty-sevent- h street and Sixth avenue.

The doctor gave the permit, und was
Informed that the body had been taken
to the arsenal. In Central Park, from
there to the n at Union
Square, and thence to the morgue

Wlnterbottom's men called later nt the
Morgue and took the body to the under-
taking establishment.

At Wlntei bottom's establishment It
was said that the undertaker's wagon
overtook the police wagon In front of the
main entrance to Helievue Hospital, at
about 2 30 o clock, and the boy wis re-
move from one wagon to the other it
that time, on Dr. Cuff's permit.

Dr. Cresson's brother Is expected to
arrive here from PhlMdelphli this after-
noon to take charge of the bodv.

K. S Spencer, of 3S.! Van Huron street,
Brookhn. called nt the Coronet's ollhe
this afternoon and said that he was a
brother of Dr. Cresson.

. Defer to tbe leiow Committee.

President Martin Asks the Sen-

ator's Advice in the Matter.

The Question Will Ho Decided by
tho Committee 011 Blonday.
