stroyed

Daniel McClrath owns
the finest stloon In the Fourteenth
Ward. It Is located on the ground
floor of the four-sto- rj brick building at
1S3 Bedford avenue, the apartments
above being occupied by families

At C o'clock this morning smoke was
seen Issuing from the cellar, and the
barkeeper went to the corner and
turned in an alarm. The engines rat-
tled up, and the people in the upper
floors leaned out of the windows, won-
dering where the fire was
