ILLINOIS LANDMARK GONE.

Fire DcstrojM it Hoimc Identified
with nn Iiidlnn MniiNiicre.

(Dy Associated Frets )

PrtlNCnTON, III.. Sept. 12.-- One of the
old landmarks of Northern Illinois was
destroyed by fire early this morning.
It was situated nine miles north of this
city and was the first house erected
by white men in the northern half of
the State. It was located on the old
Dlkon Trail, once the principal highway
to the Northwest. Near this site, before
the Hlackhawk war, lived John Dlm-mlc- k

and his family. They were warned
by the old Chief Shobbona to flee to the
block-hous- e at Princeton, and saved
their IIvcb.

The family of Itcv. John Hall, who
lived in the old house, laughed at the
old chief, and when the raid came were
all massacred, except a little girl. She
fought so desperately and bravely for a
hair ornament which she possessed that
the Indians were struck with her cour-
age and spared her life. The father,
mother and another daughter wero taken
to the edge of the timber, one mile north
of Princeton, where they were turned
at tho stake. A cemetery was later lo-

cated at the spot In honor of their mem-
ory.

The old house was afterwards owned
by Dr. Collins, but has not been inhab-
ited, except by a few woodchonpers for
a few months, since old Mr. Collins was
found detd there about ten years ago.
The Harly Settlers' Association may
mark the place with a monument.

Shu was helped up the hospital steps
by the driver of the cab, and when the
latter mounted to his seat again a
voice from Inside the vehicle called out:
"Drive to Llbetty street ferry."

Tho attention of Policemen Kearney
and Quirk was called to the cab by
some ono who saw the episode at the
hospital entrance. The all was stopped
and Its occupant, a d young
man, was placed under arrest. He said
he was Charles W. Vreeland, of W3 Gar-
field avenue, Jersey City.

At the Church street station Vreeland
said that his companion was Miss Katie
lirown. of 328 Grand street, Jersey City
They had met with an accident, he
Bald.
