Early this morning, Watchman John
Conklln, employed on a brick barge at
the foot of East Third street, Baw a man
he did not know bathing In the river.
Some time afterwards a man's clothing
waa found on a dock near by, and as no
one claimed It, It was concluded that the
unknown man had been drowned.

riCTURE FOUND IN HIS POCKET.
The clothing found was of good mate-

rial and not very old. The buttons on
the trousers were stamped "Finest Be-
yond Question," and on the Inside of the
coat collar were the Initials of the
maker, "Z. n. Q."

The only thing found that may lead
to the Identity of the victim was a tin-
type of a man wearing clothes which
correspond with those found on the
dock, Indicating that the picture was
that of the man supposed to have been
drowned.

THE RIVER'S DEAD.

An unknown man was found drowned

this morning In the North River at the
foot of Cedar street. The body was that
of a man about forty-fiv- e years old, with
sandy mustache and hair. It was with-
out a coat and dressed In black trousers
and vest, a striped shirt, white under-
wear, white Btocklngs and gaiters, and a
black necktie.

The body of an unknown man was
fished out of the East River, near Old
Slip, at 11 o'clock this morning, and taken
to the Morgue. The body was that of a
man aDout forty years old. He wore a
black vest and black trousers. On the
shirt were the Initials "A. J."

The body of a man found drowned yes-
terday at tho Penitentiary dock, on
Blackwell's Island, has been Identified
as that of Joseph Fisher, sixty-seve- n

years old, an Inmate of the Almshouse,
who had been missing since Sept. 10. It
Is not known whether he commuted sui-
cide or accidentally fell Into the river. ,

Tho Pugilistic Manager Says Blows

Wero Evenly Divided.

Hissed Dl Dlo, Ho Declares, Because
Her Souks Woro Immodest.

"Baron" Hammersteln and "Count"
Kessler, the two nobles of the local beau
monde. who converted Koster & Hlal's
concert hall Into a temporary field of
Mars last night, were arraigned In Jef-
ferson Market Polico Court this morn-
ing.

Mr. Hammersteln was accused of as-
sault by Mr. Kessler, while Mr. Ham-
mersteln made the less severe complaint
of disorderly conduct against Mr.
Kessler. The terms of the charges are
unimportant, as both prisoners were
discharged.

The trial brought to court a crowd ot
men well known In the lamplight life
of the city. Both Messrs. Koster and
Blal, and their business manager, Mr.
Cllne, wero present. The defendants
wero promptly on hand accompanied by
their counsel, Mr. WJse for Mr. Hammer-
steln, and Mr. Isaac Fromme for Mr.
Kessler.

The bare facts of the case are that
Oscar Hammersteln sat In his private
box In the theatre of Koster & Blal,
which he owns, and hissed the per-
formance of Mile. Dl Dlo, a German
chanteuse electrlque, as she Is billed.
George Kessler, wine agent and n,

sat in his own box and,
approving of the singing and hearing
the hisses, came forth and collided with
Mr. Hammersteln.

After a series of nuarrels and fisticuffs
covering the lapse of about an hour,
both men were arrested and later bailed
out.

Mr. Hammersteln w9 first Interro-
gated by the Court. He said that ho
hissed Dl Dlo's singing because he didn't
like It. Mr. Kessler came Into his box
and rudely berated him for hissing. He
replied to Mr. Kessler In like tone, and
then went for a policeman. Later Mr.
Kessler came Into Ills private office and
lenewed his abuse.

"How about the blows?" asked Justice
Voorhls.

"I have no complaint on that score,"
replied Mr. Hammersteln. "That was a
fair exchange."

Mr. Kessler then testified that he did
not enter Mr. Hammersteln's box, but
met him In the gallery behind the boxes,
where he politely remonstrated with
him for his unseemly disturbance. Mr.
Hammersteln replied hotly and In In-
elegant language. A policeman, called
by Mr. Hammersteln, would not Inter-
fere. Later he Baw Dl Dlo In Mr. Ham-
mersteln's office, giving him a red-h-

German tongue-lashin-

Mr Kessler came to the door and was
again vllllfled by Mr. Hammersteln. A
few minutes later, at the street door,
Mr, Hammersteln struck him, and he
Btruck back, very much to his advan-
tage In the swapping of honors, as he
said.

Neither man was hurt, nnd the Judge
did not think that the public Interest
demanded the punishment of the priso-
ners.

"It Is the right and the privilege of a
playgoer," said the Judge, delivering his
op'nlon, "to express his a) proval of a
performance by some reasonable and

demonstration It Is also
as much his light to evince his

Itapproval If he It so moved. But In
either case, tho applause or disapproval
must be expressed In an orderly man-
ner, and If It Is so done, no one has
the right to challenge him for that

"The hissing of the one defendant
seems to have been the Inspiring cause
of the trouble that succeeded, but I
think that Inconvenience and publicity
to which you have both been subjected
already Is sufficient punishment, and I
dismiss you with a warning not to come
before me again In this light."

Mr. Hammersteln made off with his
lawyer, while Mr. Kessler lingered a
few minutes with the Koster & Blal
crowd. Both men said they would pro-
ceed no furthar In the matter.

Mr. Hammersteln was asked by an
"Evening World" reporter why he had
hissed Dl Dlo He replied It was be-
cause her songs wero Indecent.

He was determined, he said, that If he
could possibly prevent It he would not
have that sort of thing In his house.

It Is apparent that relations are
strained between Messrs. Koster & Blal
and Mr. Hammersteln. The two show-
men and Manager Cllne were grouped
together upon one side of the court,
while Mr. Hammersteln sat alone with
his lawyer. There was no exchange of
recognition between the two sides. Mr.
Hammersteln admitted guardedly that
he did not altogether approve of the
police of Koster & Blal, while Mr. Cllne
wculd not talk about the differences.

It was said that owing to the strained
relations between Koster & Blal and
Mr. Hammersteln, action for the ap-

pointment of a receiver of the muslo
hall's affairs would be begun.

At the office of Fromme Bros , Mr. Her-
man Fromme said ,to an "Evening
World" reporter y that they had
received no Instructions from Koster &
Blal to begin such action.

KILL HIMSELF?

Adolpli Marsily Seat a Pistol

Ballet Crashing Through

His Brain.

NO REASON CBN BE LEARNED.

Bernard Vogel Went to Central
Fark and Also Shot Hia

Lifo Away.

KNOT WANTED FIVE DOLLARS.

Becauso His Wifo Would Not Give

It to Him He Took

His Life.

"This shooting Is a mystery to me. It
has a Btrange look," said Policeman
Hall, of the Twenty-fift- h ireclnct, who
stood guard this morning over the dead
body of Ferdinand Adolpli Marsily, In
the second-stor- y brick room of the
brown-ston- e front house 116 East Sevent-

y-fourth street.
The story of the tragedy as thus far

gleaned does not differ In salient fea-

tures from many other suicides.
As Policeman Edgar V. Campbell was

patrolling his post on East Seventy-fourt- h

street at 5.15 o'clock this morn-
ing, n girl, greatly agitated, rushed up
to him. Baying:

"Come quick, officer, the master has
shot himself In our house I"

At the door Campbell waa met by a
handsome woman about thirty years
old, who was evidently laboring under
great excitement.

"My husband has shot himself!" she
exclaimed, as she hurried up tbe stair
way In front of the policeman.

There In the rear room Campbell
'Howt iq uo SuX saK puno)
while the blood trickled slowly from a
pistol shot wound In the left temple. A
revolver was on the floor near by.

Dr. H. B. Conrad, who lives a few
doors away, was sent for, but Marsily
was dead when he arrived.

Mrs. Marsily had managed to main-
tain a sort of control over herself up to
the time of the physician's arrival.
When she learned that her husband was
dead, however, she gave way to an at-
tack of hynterla, and had to be led from
the room. Dr. Conrad prescribed some
southing remodles and left.

Concerning the causes which prompted
Mr. Marsily to end his life nothing could
be gleaned In the stricken household.
He was a merchant, apparently In pros-- ,
perous circumstances, and although
fifty-eig- yearB old. had no physical
ailment of a serious character so far as
known.

He had, It Is said, sold the house In
which the deed was committed only a
few days ago. Everything of value,
from the garret to the cellar, hod been
packed up ready for removal. The only
exception was a miscellaneous collec-
tion of books and pamphlets,, which
cumbered the parlor floor.

Marsily was a native of Belgium, and
had Intended Balling for the country of
his birth In a few days. Whether
Mrs. Marsily was to sail with him could
not be ascertained from the servant-gir- l,

and the lady herself was suffering
too greatly from shock to be seen. It
was said.

When asked how long Mr. and Mrs.
Marsily had been married the servant
said:
, "Five or six years."

"Had they any children?"
"I don't know; I can't say anything"
"Have you any Idea why Mr, Marally

killed himself?"
"I don't know,"
She said that Mrs. Marsily was the

dead man's second wife, and that they
hnd lled In 116 East Seventy-fourt- h

street Ave or six years, but she Bpoke
with eldent reluctance.

Inquiry In the neighborhood elicited
the Information that Mrs. Marally did
not associate with her neighbors on
terms of very great Intimacy. Indeed,
little or nothing was known concerning
their home life there.

At 8 o'clock Policeman Campbell, who
had remained In the house from the
time he heard of the shooting, waB re-

lieved by Policeman Hall, who seemed
to be grt.itly mystified by the reticence
of the servant.

"When the Coroner comes the whole
matter may be cleared up," he said,

He, as Etta Graemer, told a pitiful
tale of how his father was killed and
about the sulcldn of his mother. He
said that he had been Induced by a com-
panion named Clara to wear boys' cloth-
ing and sell papers. The role of a news-
boy did not suit him, and he redonned
girls' clothes and went to work for Mm.
Skinner.

The
child refused. The matron remained In
the room nnd ordered the supposed girl
to strip for a bath. As soon us the
shlld's waist was removed the matron
noticed the muscles of the arms and her

Mrs. FoBtenzo Confosses that She

Killed Salvator Delia.

Ho Grabbed Her by tho Throat and

She Stabbed Him.

Flvo Men Arrested for Complicity
In the Crime.

PATEHSON, N. J., Sept

Giordano Fostenzo made a voluntary
statement before Recorder Stewart to-

day, confessing that she murdered
Delia on Sunday night In the

Donohue flats.
Mrs. Fostenro came here from New

York at midnight and gave herself up
to the authorities. Her husband had
been arrested for the murder, and she
had made up her mind that he should
not be punished for her crime.

Mrs. Postenzo's sworn statement Is as
follows:

"Delia Insulted me. When I went
Into the cellar on Sunday afternoon he
wits there. He caught me by the throat
and threatened to kill me if 1 did not
submit to his wishes,

"I tried to get away from him, nnd
when I found this Impossible I pulled
a clasp-knif- e from my pocket. The
blade opened as I pulled it out, and I
plunged It Into his breast. Then I ran
out of the cellar and he followed me,
holding hl.s hand over the wound

"I went Into the yard nnd called for
my husband, but he was not there.
Then 1 heard some one say that Delia
was dying, and I hurried to the Sandy
Hill Cemetery nnd burled the knife in
a clump uf bushes."

The Knife was found this morning
where Mrs. l'ostenzo had placed it.

There are five men In the county Jail
suspected of knowing something about
the murder and her husband was direct-- 1

charged Kith It.
Mrs. Fustengo Is a small woman, with

snapping black eyes. She said Delia had
frequently Insultded her, but she said
nothing to her husband because she knew
he would kill her.
