Two of the greatest three-year-ol-

this country ever Baw will battle for a
purse of $5,000 over a mile and a fur-
long of ground at Gravesend this af-
ternoon. The contest will be hotly
fought from start to finish and any man
with a drop of sporting blood In hlB
veins, who Is not present to see the
great struggle, will miss one of the
sights of his life.

The thoroughbreds are royal race-
horses in action, looks and breeding.
Both are game, and will fight to the
last ounce. Roth are possessed of won-
derful (lights of speed, and each will
have on his back a Jockey who will
know how to get every bit of speed from
his mount.

Domino, the superb black son of Hlm-ja- r,

has only been beaten once In his
career. Henry of Navarre, a true knight,
has been beaten more than once, but
only nhen struggling against mighty
odds. He has met and defeated the best
horses In training. His victories have
betn won purely on merit, and he has
raced In all kinds of weather and on dry
and heavy tracks since early Spring.

This hard campaign has not hurt him
a particle. He It a colt of Iron constitu-
tion, and his hard races hae only
served to temper the material that Is In
him.

DoTiIno, on the other hand, has found
easy places. His legs are not the best
In the world for a race, horse,, and
when he struck the flint-lik- e track at
Washington Park, Chicago, last Spring,
his first defeat was chronicled. Ho Is
a whirlwind In Bpeed, and there Is prob-

ably no horse In the world that can
lhe six furlongs with htm. He has
rounded to In excellent shape, and Is
tit to race for a man's life.

The only time this pair met was at
Morris Park In the early Spring. Each
carried Ui pounds in the Withers
Stakes. Domino won by a head In a
furious drive. The race was not satis-
fying to the majority of turfmen, Inas-muc- n

as Garrison lode Henry of Na-
varre In Just the fashion to beat him.

Since that time Domino has secured
four victories, beating among others
Ducat, Clifford and StonenelL Henry
of Navarre has won eleven out of sev-
enteen starts this year. He was sec-
ond In the Urooklyn Handicap, second
In the Fort Hamilton Handicap, and
third In the Metropolitan Handicap.
Barring his defeat In the Suburban and
his race with Domino, his second since
his defeat In the WltherB's Stakes, has
been a series of unbroken victories.

The race Is no cinch for either horse,
t will be a hard fought battle, and the
best horse will be entitled tn the title
of champion three-year-ol- d The race Is
the fifth on the card, and will be run
about 5 o'clock.

KENTUCKY'S RIG FIGHT

Breokinridge-Owon- s Oontost in the
Primaries Opens Sharply.

Fears that There'll Bo Bloodshed
Before the Polls Close.

Women Electioneering; L atonln
Horsemen on Hand.

(By Aasoclated Preaa )

Frankfort, Ky , Sept 15 --An estimate
of the vote at the primaries In this city
up to this hour Is: Owens, 352! Breckin-
ridge, 51; Settle, 22.

At 11 o'clock Breckinridge was run-

ning ahead In Woodford County, and
reported as carrying Lexington by two
to one over Owens.

LEXINGTON, Ky.. Sept. 15.-- The polls
opened at 7 A. M. for the most hotly con-
tested primary election ever knonn In
this or any Kentucky Congressional dis-
trict. If not In the country, The can-
didates for the Democratic nomination
for Congress are W. C, P. Breckinridge,
of Lexington, W. C. Owens, of George-
town, and Evan Settle, of Owenton.
They have been speaking for months at
all points in the eight counties. During
the past few weeks the contest has been

ery bitter, and within the past forty-eig- ht

hours charges hac been made by
candidates' ugalnst their opponents
which many predict will result In a re-

sort to the code or bloodshed of some
kind.

The primary election y will name
the nominee, but It is feared It will not
settle some other Issues. Besides the
feeling between the contestants, life-
long friends nnd neighbors are at
swords' points. Wives, mothers and
others are apprehensive that those they
love may become involved In serious
conflicts before the polls close, at 4 I".
M. Some women are tnklug a more
active part and are out electioneering
against Breckinridge. Many are at the
prayer-meeting- s called for supplications
during the election, for the ptotectlon
of the honor of homes, &c.

This Is due to the Pollard-Brecklnrld-

scandal. Long before the Pollnrd suitwas brought at Washington the scandal
had the district stirred up. Tho min-
isters and churchmen are
with the women In their cnnvaBa for
"the protection of honor."

While there havt been nil sorts of
mornl and other movements against
Breckinridge, he end his friends have
maintained a perfect organization
throughout the district, and they lined
up like veteran politicians everywhere
at the opening of the polls

The Federal officers, distillers, rail-
roads and other powerful Interests ar
with Breckinridge. All whom hp hae
favored during his ten years' service In
Congress are fighting hard for him
Senators Lindsay at Frankfort, and
Blackburn, nt Versailles, are both resi-
dents of this dUtrlct, and both are quiet-
ly, but earnestly against Breckinridge,
but the wnrd and township politicians
are with tho Congressman.

The district Is composed of Rourbon,
Tayette. Franklin, Henry, Oldham,
Owen, Scott and Woodford counties. As
the returns from many voting places
must be carried long distances on horse-
back to telegraph offices, If the result is
close it is not likely that the successful
nominee will be known before Monday
The headquarters of Breckinridge nnd
Owens are both here. Settle's head-
quarters are at Owenton.

Dr. Irving J. Cook Arro3tod on a
Ohargo of Manslaughter.

Accused of Causing tho Death ol

Lulu Moore.

Has n Letter Which Ho Clnlms Will
1'rovo Ills Innocence.

Detective Von Gerlchtcn this morning
arrested Dr. Irving J. Cook nt his resi-
dence. 182 West Ninety-fourt- h street, on
a warrant Issued by Police Justice Grady
jestcrJay.

Dr. Cook Is accused by Snlly Booker, of
191 Union street, Rrooklvn, with having
c.tiis-,- th death of i.i i Moore about
two months ago, through a criminal
operation. He told the detective when
he was arrested that It was a case of
blackmnll.

Dr. Cook Is a joung man with an In-

cipient mustache and very long, straight
hair, which he parts In the middle. He
wore a high silk hat, which had the
effect of emphasizing his youthful ap-
pearance. He was accompnnled by his
wife, a refined-lookin- g and pretty oung
woman, on hlB way to tho Tombs Police
Court

Mrs. Cook stood up at the bar with
her husband before Justice Grady when
he was arraigned. He told Justice
Grady that It was a blackmailing
scheme, nnd showed n letter to the
Court to back up this statement. He
declined to let the reporters see this
letter, however, his wife exclaiming

"Don't let the reporter know any-
thing "

Dr. Cook was held In J2.500 ball, which
