SCOW MEN ON STRIKE.

SoYoral Oity Dumping Grounds

Without Laborers.

Drivers and Swcopors Wait on

Commissioner Andrews.

They Demand tho $50,000 Inoreutd
I'ny Due The in.

Demoralization prevails In Ihe Street-Cleanin- g

Depuitment While
the drivers and hostlers and sweepers
ore clamoring for the advance of S10 a
month per man, under tho law of April
it, last, some of the laborers on the
mud scows on the North and Kast
Rivera havo struck, and several of the
dumping grounds are without workmen.

About fifty of the night sweepers
assembled at the corner of Worth strtt
and Broadway at 10 o'clock this morn-
ing, along with a committee of five from
the Drivers' and Hostlers' I'rotectlve
Union, preparatory to calling upon
Commissioner Andrews nt his office In
the new Criminal Court lluildlng nd
demanding their back pay, which
amounts to the snug total of loG.OOO up
to the present time.

The portly Commissioner was not ex-

pected until 12 o'clock, noon, and the
poor laborers and their committee had
to wait about the neighborhood In the
heavy rain until they woro all drenched
to the skin Some of the comments
passed by these ha-d- y tollers were very
uncomplimentary to the fastidious head
of the Btreet-Cleanln- g Department.

It was said at the Street-Cleanin- g De- -
offices that the men were toofiartment certain forma must be gone

through before they could get their
money under the new law, and that
there was no money for them unless It
was taken from the "Judgment Fund "

The men on strike y Included
thirteen captains and as many mates In
the employ of the Rarney Dumping-Iloa- t

Company, whose offices are at 310
Ilroadway. The captains were receiv-
ing 115 a week and mates 112

The Company notified the captains that
their wages would be reduced from 1H
to 111 a week. The captains struck, and
the mates went out In sympathy with
thsm

Ths only reason given by the Company
for the reduction of wages woa on the
score of economy, that the labor was
simple, not at all responsible and not
dangerous, and that $13 a week was
ample for the work.

Five trips out to sea each week were
required of the men

i ne nuperintenaeni or tne uompany
said that new men hod been engaged
In ths placea of ths strikers, and several
warrants had been Issued for strikers
who had assaulted the new employees
at the dumping grounds at the font of
West Nineteenth street and West Forty-sevent- h

street.
Up to latest advlcea, none of the men

accuted had been arrested
A representative of Commissioner An-

drews was sent to Treasurer Kennedy,
of the Drivers' nnd Hostlers' Union,
this afternoon, at the font of Hast Sev-
enteenth street, to arrange for a settle-
ment of the back-pa- y trouble

The Commissioners agent said that
the necessary papers hsd been drawn up
for the purpose of enabling him to begin
a friendly suit against the city, and thus
obtain Judgment upon which bonds could
then be Issued, and the money necessary
to pay claims could be obtained

This arrangement, the representative
said, had ben the outcome of a tonfer-enc- e

between the Commissioner and the
union men. Mr. Kennedy said ho would
notify the drivers, hosters and sweepers
at once, and a representative would be
appointed to meet the Commissioner andarrange for the suit against the city.

RAILROAD BOYCOTT TO STOP.

"There Is something mysterious In the
whole affair," was the manner In which
C D. Bell began his conversation with
an "livening World" reporter In the
New York Hotel this morning.

The New York Hotel officials still re-
fuse to give up the 17B and valuables
found They say they have no power
to do so without an order from the Cor-
oner or the Public Administrator.

"That Is the only thing I am dissatisf-
ied with." Mr. Bell said "I wanted to
go back to Cleveland last nlgtft, but could
not. There seems is be a misunder-
standing all around. The Coroner can-
not give me an order, he says, becaute
he never had the money or articles In
his possession. Neither can the admin-
istrator, and I am between two fires

"I have no complaint to make about
the hotel people, I consider thorn fair
and straight. I also believe the under-
taker Is perfectly honest. Still there Is
a mystery. I may stay In town until I
get to the bottom of It.
