SWEATER SHOPS IDLE

Most of “Ozar” Rsiss’s Bhirt-
makers Join the Strikers.

Picket Charles Weinberg Fined $5
on His Cemplaint,

Thres Thousand Hands Refuse to
Work for Starvation Wages.

The shirtmakers' strike began In grim
tarnest this mornlng, 1t Is & battle royval
Agninst starvation wuges and long ht\;ll‘l
of overwork In unhealthy, pent-up shops,
Walhalls Hall, 48 Orhard street, re-
sounded with a babel of volees this morn-
Ing. mand Hood's famous “Song of the
Bhirt"” was mors popular with the east
slde women, who fully appreciate it, than
ever before.

Walhalla Hall 1s the general ren-
dezvoun for the male contingent of the
ftrikers, at 69 East Broadway, the

headquarters of the Shirtmakers' Tnlon,
I8 reserved for the women and wirls and

the Executive Committes of the organl-
zitlon,

There are 8,000 shirtmakers In this city,
And about 3,000 of them, who are now on
atrike, have labored for the men known
RN “sweaters' or contractors—men who
bargain with wholesale dealers and Job-
bers to furnish stocks of shirts of any
style and then make thelr own profits
out of men and women who tull twelve
and fourteen hours a day at sewing mn-
chines for a pittance that does not aver-
u? a4 week each.

he largest of these “‘aweater’' ocon-
tractors nre thus enabled 1o clear a
profit of §76 and even 310 n week, and
the smullest are content to make from
525 to 80 n week ecach.
The main object of attack this morn-
Ing on the part of the mtrikers wan the
shop of Ellan Reliss, 300 Monroe street,
where 150 hands were employed until to-
day, when all but twenty of them
struck. It (s one of the largest. If not
ll::; largest, “sweater’” shopa in the
city;

Mr. Relss s known am the *“Czar"
among the strikers, because of the ex-
tremely mtrict rules he enforces in his
shop and the system of esplonage which
he places upon his i-mrluyl_-rn or fear,
It la_ alleged, they will join the union
and force him to pay higher wages,

For these reasons telan's workers
have hitherto not hesn organized, but
starvation wages, overwork and bad
surroundings are sald by his employees

WAS HE POISONED?

Meore Died in Convulgions After
Drinking Bitter Tea.

He Evidently Suspected Designs
Upen His Life.

Mrs. Hubbs Arrested and the Beve
orage to I3e Analyzed.

Last night, as usual, his supper was
sent to the wtables from Mra. Hubbs's
house, At 10,30 o'clock Moore, Joseph
Masset and Edward Hoansen, other em-
ployees of the Company, sat down to
eut thelr lunch, Moore's supper con-
alsted of sandwiches, ple and tea.

After eating some of the sindwiches
Moore took up the pull in which the tea
was and tasted It. He remarked that
it seemed very bitter and had a pecullar

taste. Moore told Masset to taste |t
which he did, and sald (L nppeared to
him to be very bitter. Moore, how-

ever, drank some more of the tea,
About ten minutes afterwards Moore

got up and went Into an |ulj--i|||m1
room. He was heard by Masselp #ns
Hensen falling to the floor. They found
Moore writhing In convulslons, and did
everything they could for him, but he
died. Hefore he expired Moore said, 1

BOLD THUGS AT WORK

Two Men Robbed on a Well-
Lighted, Crowded Btreet.

Strangled by the Highwaymen with
Twisted Silk Handkerchiefs.

The Vietims Left Dazed and Noarly
Choked, While the Thugs Escaped.

The Hoboken police are Investigating
to-day the most garing bhold-up and rob-
bery that has been reported here in many
yoars. Up to the present time no one
has explained just how the thing oe-
curred, so daring was the attempt upon
the lives and the property of the two
men atlacked,

Acalde Churer, of 433 Spring street, and
Lewla Robaceo, of 467 Bpring street, two
expert Itallans, employed in the silk mills
us foremen, were walking with thelr
wives last nlght through West Hoboken,
und were passing out Maple strest when
they dropped behind their wives for a
moment.

Suddenly three men sprang out from
behind w tree and quick as lightning
threw what seemed to be n cord around
the necks of both men, The silk weavers
were unable W utter a sound, so rapidly
was It accomplished. Twisting the cords
tighter and tghter It seemed as though
the victima were choking to death,

Completely duzed and almost suffocated
by the unexpected and unique asssulis,
they offered no reslstance, while the
three strangers went through thelr pock-
ets and robbed them of all their valua-
bles. They succeeded In getting about
8, a knife, o watch, aus wel as other
little trinkets from the pockets of Ho-

bacco. The amount secured from Churer
wus lewa, but he also lost & watch and
u knife

As soon as the thieves had disap-
peared the two men rejolned thelr
wives, und for the fArst Ume It was
discovered that the cords which were
hanging about thelr necks were new
silk handkerchlefs of a plain pattern.
The men were allghtly Injured by blows
recelved on the back of the head.

The matter was at onve reported to
the paolice. 8o far the authorities have
no clew, save the handkerchlefs left
by the thleves.  From the pattern, as
well as from the mthods employed by
the robbers, It Is thought that the men
who miude the assaowlt are from the
South of France, or from Italy

The sudacity of the thugs can best
be understood when 1t Is known that
the streets were crowded ut the time,
and that It was  comparatively  well
Ughted In the place where the hold-up
oecurred. The escape of the robbers un-
der those curcumstinces cian only be
explained by the fact that becmuse of
the pecullar methods of attack the men
made no outery.

The roblers ssemed to work In per-
fect hurm -ui' Two of them attended
1o the strangling part of the programme,

while the third ransacked the pockets of
Lhe man.
