He wir too sick to move, and whennn attache of the hotel brought him
some whiskey ho drank It. and ngaln
went to sleep for an Indefinite period.

To get back to the admissions made by
the habitues of tho Van Dyke House,
there Is but little question that Mr. Cllftwas drugged. This query, addressed

"The Evening World" reporter, In tho
little box-roo- back of the Van Dyke
Mr. by a man known to be a thief, andthe answer given by Eddy, would seemto show that "knock-outs- '' are not un-
common there:'"Why don't you give the guy Inroom 21 n good ntlfT one, take his stuffand get rid of him?" asked the thief.

Last night "The livening World" re-
porter ascertained from Cllft, through
tho medium of a third person who will
be used as a witness against the pris-
oners, that Cllft'H addrcs was 1721

Twentieth street, North Philadelphia,
A dnespatch to that address brought thefollowing Immediate response:

"My son, James W. Cllft, has been
missing for three weeks. Do not know
how much money he had. What Is the
trouble. Am almost distracted.

"LIZZIE CLIFT."
A second dispatch gave HiIb descrip-

tion of Mrs. Cliffs missing son.
"Height five feet six inches; black hair,

mustache; scar behind the left ear."
This description, barring the fact that

Cllft has a three-week- s' growth of beard
on his face, (Its Cllfts very well.

Another despatch, asking Mrs. Clift
to send some one to take charge of her
son, brought the response that his
brother would Btart at once for New
York.

The following letter from a friend of

Mrs. Cllft stated that James W Cllft
had been Injured by a trolley car In
Philadelphia, and that It was feared
that ho had become deranged and wan-
dered away without knowing or caring
where he was going.

One of the prisoners under arrest on
suspicion of having assisted In robbing
Clift Is May Woods, a street-walke- r.

She was In room 24 with Cllft soon after
he was taken upstnlrs, and Is reported
to have told the men in the place that
Cllft had a "roll."

Clift was subsequently removed to
room 20, whero he was found by an
"Evening World" reporter.

Late this afternoon Cllft was removed
from Chambers Street Hospital to Belle-vu- e

Hospital. He Is In a very critical
condition.

The scene when Cllft was taken oft
to the hospital y nan more than
pitiful. At 3 o'clock In the morning he
was heard groaning In his room. Then
there was the sound of a fall, and after
that silence. A few of the Inmates of
the Van Dyke House, who had been
muttering at the treatment given the
man, crowded around his door and tried
to arouse him by knocking. No reply
of any kind was received, and then the

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cry was In everybody's lips that tne
man was dead.

It did not seem to worry any of the
attachei of the place whether Cllft was
dead or not, as no of any kind
was made to see him. or Inquire after
his condition until after 9 o'clock. At
that hour, the woman "Maggie, who

lo her knocking, she on the door
being broken open.

Cleft was found lying on the floor and
blood seemed to be everywhere. It was
evident he had fallen some time

TO ACCEPT.

Democratic State Convention
Goes to Him in a Wild

Stampede.

L0CKW00D FOR SECOND PLACE.

And Judge William J. Gaynor
Named by Acclamation for the

Court of Appeals.

EXCITING SCENES AT SARATOGA.

Bourke Cockran Tells the Delegates Not
to Heed Hill's Words of

Declination.

SAItATOC-A-. Sept. 20. United States
Serator David II. Hill was nominated
for Governor of New York State, by the
Democratic Convention, under
circumstances almost unparalelled In po-

litical history.
He was named first by acclamation

and then by unnnlmous vote of the dele-Kat- es

assembled.
And this In the face of his own re-

peated declaration that he would not be
the party candidate.

John Hoyd Thacher had been agreed
upon at a conference of party leaders
as the slate candidate to head the ticket.

The party platform had been presented
and adopted.

Galen It. HItt, of Albany, had pre-

sented the name of Mr. Thacher,
Then the storm broke.
A delegate from Allegany County,

arose and moved the nomination of

Hill by acclamation.
The effect waa wonderful. The dele-

gates arose as one man, and a cheer
started which grew and grew and rolled
and rolled until It seemed It would burst
the walls of the building.

Senator Hill, as Chairman, stood with
pale face and compressed lips awaiting
an opportunity to be heard. When his
chance came, he spoke to thank the
Convention, but to Insist that he could'
not be a candidate.

The next Instant Uourke Cockran was
on his feet, telling the Convention to
disregard Hill's declination and to make
him the candidate.

Cockran finished by putting the ques-

tion to the Convention, and the motion
to nomlnntn Hill was carried as with
one volco.

Then the cheering broke forth again,
louder than before.

The Tammany delegation went wilder
than the rest. 'Men lost their voices
with shouting and then stamped their
feet.

Senator Hill again stood unmoved,
watting until the cheering subsided, then
he said calmly:

The secretary will proceed with the
call of the roll."

Senator Martin McMahon made the
point that the Conentlon had made
the nomination by acclamation, and
that suspended the roll-cal- l.

"Unanimous consent Is not sufficient
to suspend a roll-cal- l. Proceed with the
call," said Senator Hill quietly.

Mr. HItt, said Mr. Hill, If he accepted,
would poll tho full strength of the
party.

Senator Cantor got the floor and
moved to make Senator Hill's nomina-

tion by acclamation. More cheers fol-

lowed.

It became apparent, by this time, that
Tammany waa In tbe scheme to stam-

pede the Convention for Hill.
Mayor Ollroy took tho platform, and

i .u.v. o. .. ..or-- . -

touched the popular chord by saying
that Senator Hill had never failed In
his duty to the Democratic party, and
added:

"I have no doubt. If the nomination
Is conveyed to him In the proper way,
he will take It. I now move that the
roll be called over again by counties.
Let every county, or Assembly dis-
trict, vote, and then It cannot bo said
that the Convention was stampeded."

The suggestion was promptly adopted.
Still Senator Hill said nothing.

George Italnej, of Rochester, reminded
Senator Hill of his famous saying: "I
am a Democrat," and called upon him
to live up to It now.

That settled It.
The roll waa called, and every dele-

gate voted for Hill. Clerk De Freest
then declared the Senator the nominee.

Sheehan did not give Mr. Hill time to
change his mind. He rjrung the name
of Congressman Daniel N. Lockwood
for Lieutenant Governor, and before
Mr. Lockwood could say one, two, three
he was the nominee by acclamation.

Mr. Lockwood said he would accept
with HIU on the ticket.

James D. Hell, of Brooklyn, mounted
the platform, He said since Hill would
make the sacrifice he expected Judge
Gaynor to do so, and he nominated him
for Judge of the Court of Appeals.

Amid shouts and cheers Mr, Gaynor
was made the unanimous choice of the
Convention.

Senator Hill, without making a
speech, declared the Convention, which
he said, " appeared to be running Itself,"
adjourned sine die.
