Webb lighted a candle and went with
him. anil sure enough there lay Mrs
Wlcklaw dead on the floor of the
cellar underneath the alrshafl. She had
fallen on her head and the skull had
burst and scattered Its contents.

Wlcklnw was unable to explain how-sh-

had fallen, nnd so he was turned
over to Policeman Detour, of the East
One Hundred and Fourth Street Station.
At the station-hous- e he sa'd that he
and his wife had been on the roof, he
would not tell why. and she had acci-
dentally fallen down the airshaft.

Whit-
ney told Messrs. Cram nnd lieattle
could not be learned, but there was no
Indecision In his announcement to the
reporters who were waiting for hlm.

Mr. Whitney Is apparently In the best
of health, and says he has enjoyed him-

self Immenbely while abroad. He was
accompanied by his daughter. After he
had Mulshed his breakfast Mr. Whitney
adjourned to the smoking-room- , and,
seating himself in a corner, prepared to
be Interviewed by some twenty reporters.

"In the first place," he said, "I will
