48 HOURS OF LIGHTNING.

Tough Experience of the El Dornilo
Off the Florltla Coast.

The Morgan liner El Dorado, from
New Orleans, arrived ln port at dusk
last evening, just twelve hours over-

due. The delay was caused by a tussle
with the cyclone which has whipped
along nlmost the entire Atlantic coast
from Cape Henry to tho extreme south
coast of Florida.

Capt. Percy stated this morning, while
breakfasting on board his ship at pier 37,

that he ran Into the terrific gale last
Sunday night, off the southern coast of
Florida. He had been warned of the
approaching storm by an unusual drop
ln the barometer.

The skipper had every confidence ln
his vessel, which he declares Is one of
the stanchest ln the coast service, nnd
made up his mind to hold to his courso.

Sunday night was a fearful experience,
and one of the worst the old skipper has
ever been through. The wind howled
through the rigging at a fifty-kn- clip,
and evervthlnir movable about tne
decks had to be doubly lashed.

There was not a soul on board who
made any effort to sleep. Capt. Percy
kept the noble ship ploughing through
the enormous seas, which broke over
her continuously, and never changed
her course The ra! came down ln
torrents, nnd without cessation.

At daylight next morning the worst
of the storm had been weathered, and
Cnpt. Percy found that he was on the
edge of the cyclone. At this point,
however. It veered to the northward,
nnd followed along In the wake of tho
Hying steamship.

"It kept right along with us, though,"
said the captain, "and followed us right
to the Highlands. We kept on the
verge of It, however, and It simply
flirted with us all the way up, but we
managed to kep out of trie vortex. The
torrents of rain continued to fall until
we were off the Highlands.

"I have been In storms before where
tho velocity of the wind was as high,
but never experienced such a continuous
fall of rain.

"It was like a cloudburst.
"Just before reaching Hatterns it be-

gan lightning, nnd the flashes continued
without cessation for forty-eig- hours.

"At times tho jagged streaks came so
close that I feared we would be struck,The passengers had a sorry five days of
It. They were housed most of the time,
nnd many were seasick throughout thepassage."

The captnln was highly commended by
the passengers for his able handling of
the vessel.

Capt. Percy says that anv vessels thatwere twenty-fou- r hours behind him must
havo fared very badly, for they would
be In tho very centre of the storm.

He says he passed an exceptionallylarge fleet of vessels anchored In the
lower bay. waiting for the storm topass. The Ward line steamer Clenfuegos,
which went to S5a yesterday afternoon,only ventured as far as the lightship,
and then put nbout and dropped anchor
In Oravesend liny.

Steamship Seminole, from Jackson-
ville; ship Hnlnaut, from Antwerp, and
bails Lillian, from Paulllac, arrived to-
day and all encountered n severe gale,
with wind veering from west to south.
They sustained no damage.
