On the same day the Campania broke
the eastward record withn § days 10
hours and 47 minutes, which stood until
fourteen days Ilater when the Lucanla
capped them all by mnking the passage
to ueenstown in 6 days § hours and I8
minutes, the exact time of the west-
wiird record,

The Lucania thus holds the transatian-
tle records both ways, and has probably
lowersd her own western time In this
voyige by the better part of an hour.
