Directors of Orosstown Linos
Claim to Bo Losing Monoy.

This Is Given as an Excuse (or Not

Providing Proper Facilities.

Number or Cars Decreases ns Patron-
age Increnscs.

The cable ronds of New York City
are not, by any means, the only ones
which nre reiplng a. rich harvest evpry
year from public pitronnge, nnd which
nro doing nothing In the way of Im-

proving their facilities for taking enro
of nn Increased traffic.

Take, for example, tho Central Cross-tow- n

Railroad Company, which
the Christopher and Tenth street

railway. This road, in tho last four
years, has more than doubled the num-
ber of Its passengers, the number car-
ried for the year ending Juno 30, 1S.93,

having been 10,707,650, according to its
own stntcment.

Yet, In spite of this enormous growth
In the trnlllc, the Company wns nctually
running fewer cars last jear than it did
In 1890.

In the last named year it had 113 cars
In operation, while In 1894 the number
wns only M. The gross receipts for the
car, according to the last annual re-

port of the Company, were $539,380, while
tho operating expe'iises nnd taxes arc
put down nt $107,224. leaving a net In-

come of J132.IG2 ns the profit on scarcely
more thnn two miles of rondwny.

It Is llgurcd out that the surplus, after
palng Interest, dividends and rentals,
nmounted to little more thnn tlO.000,
while the stntcments for 1S8G nnd 1SS8

show that there was a deflcltln both
of those j ears It would be hard to
make any Intelligent and observing
citizen believe tint this Company had
ever failed to mako a handsome profit
In Itn business, but the statements of
railroad companies nte not Infrequently
wonderful and mysterious affairs By
a little Juggling they enn be made to
show thnt the best piling property In
the world Is on the verge of bankruptcy.
If not already n complete wreck, ond

vice-vers- a, according to tho whim of
Its directors.

According to the statement of the Dry
Dock, Bast Broadway and Battery Rail-
road, that Company Is doing less busi-
ness than It did eight jenrs ngo. Its
financial history shows some of the most
remarkable ups and downs which ore
not explained at all In the reports, jet
this line Is supposed to be one of the
most profitable street railroad proper-
ties in the city.

For example, In 1SSC this road ope-
rated 1S5 cars, carried 17,154,001 passen-
gers nt five cents each, nnd et Its
statement for that year showed a de-
ficit of $51,931. Tho following year
17,577,703 passengers were carried, nnd
there wns a surplus of $31,728, after
FaIng Interest, dividends nnd rentals,

the equipment Included only 181
cars, the number of passengers car-
ried was 14 573,141, and there wns a
surplus of $133, while the year pre-
vious, although something like 2O0 0O0
more passengers paid their fares thnn
In 1893, the statement shows a deficit
of $25,042 Tho managers of this Com-
pany would apparently find It to theiradvantage to give up trlng to run a
railroad, for the more business they
do the more they seem to lose, but no
one ever hears of them selling theirstock nnd getting out.

The overcrowding of the cars of both
of these companies during tho rush
hours of morning nnd evening Is noto-
rious, for the chief patrons of both linesare working men and women who live
either In Brooklyn, or across the North
River in Jersey City and Hoboken, or
along the crowded thoroughfares of the
far east side, and who are obliged to
use these cars In going to and returning
from their places of employment.

There was a time when trunk manu-
facturers depended upon foreign ami
domestic bujers. Importers nnd commer-
cial travellers for support Now society
and the stage are the lungs of trade

Tho life of a trunk depends upon the
progress of the owner. Sot lets women
nre ns hnrd on trunks ns drummers
Those who go nbroad regulnrlj or keep
up a country place wear out ns many
"boxes" as the actresses who
twinkle In a different town every night

Dressmnkors, like the butlers In (rrcnt
houses, nre Invaluable agents of trade.
They not only buy dress trunks for their
own use, but order them for their be st
customers. French, English nnd Vienna
gowns, wraps nnd robes come ovei In
basket trunks. They are designed ex-
pressly foi this purpose, nnd being light
weight save the Importer luggnge rales
Usually they are padded, cotton lined
covered with enamelled or varnished
cloth, and fitted with adjustable trnjs
Tho sen Is hard on llncr. In picking,
core Is tnken to prevent creases, for tho
reaonthut the dampness lines them In,
which with the mildew destroys the ma-
terial.

These dress trunks nre cheap enough
nbroad, but when they leave the Custom
House the United States baggage bri-
gade mikes short work of their useful-
ness When a big order Is finished for
nn . customer the dress-
maker or ladles' tailor expresses It In
a trunk.
