The Superintendent ordered the
precinct commnnders to close up nil
saloons found doing business and to ar-
rest nil those found violating the law.

Iso Informed the captains, nnd
since then up until this week, President
Mnrtln's order hns been obeyed."

"Then tho Superintendent's statement
that, under the resolution as Interpreted
Martin, policemen were compelled to get
evidence only while In uniform, was
true?"

"Yes, sir: most positively. I know
what Mr. Mnrtln told me and I know
what wan done at his orders, anil those
orders were ln forco until dlsobcytJ this
week."

TEKULSKY TO TEST THE LAW.

Tho Slnllite Prohibits Ilien the
Hnle of ClKnra In u .Saloon.

Morris Tekulsky, formerly President
of the Liquor Dealers' Association, has
declared his Intention to keep his saloon
open In defiance of the ICxclse
laws and Supt. llyrnes. He says he
will sell "soft drinks" and cigars, and
that tho police cun find no excuse for
Interfering with him.

Tho police have repeatedly arrested
small shopkeepers fur selling goods on
Sunday, nnd the same luw applies to
saloon-keepers- .! Assistant District-Attorne- y

Osborne, when asked about the
statute relating to Sunday closing, said:

"All manner of public selling Is pro-

hibited on Sunday, excepting articles of
food, drugs and a few other articles
specified by statute. There Is a section
which expressly prohibits the sale ot
tobacco In places where wines, spirits
and liquors are kept or offered for sale.

"A saloon Is n place where wines and
llquurs arc kept, ami no saloon-keepe- r
may sell cigars or tobacco on Sunday
and keep within the law Neither could
it s iloon-keep- nell "soft" ill Inks, for
they are not mentioned ln tho statute
and niu not considered us necessary
articles of food.

"The statute expressly states, that
perhuns who, fiom lellglous motives,

another day In the we k, may keep
open on Sunday: but how ninny
are closed on a week dav? None, that
I hno ever heard of.

"So strict to the Sunday law that even
fishing on Sunday Is prohibited. There
Is a case no pending In the Court of
Appeals of a. man who was Indicted for
fishing In a private pond. Ills defense
w is that be was not Interrupting the
public ie ise as prnlilbltel by statute,
hlnce he was on private ground: but theCourt held that he had violated then.itiitp, an deelaied ngilnst him."

Supt. Ityrnes, when told of Tekulsky's
Intention to keep open shook
his head slgnllleantly and said:

"A general election Is a certainty ln
the near future, und even were It
tho avowed policy of tho Irish nllles of
the Government to continue the present
moribund ministry In olllce, they are
too demoralized and divided by deadly
Internal strife to be useful even to their
Hrltlsh paymaster. We may expect,
therefore, before the date of dissolution
Individual appeals to tho constituencies
from out of tho ranks of tho Irish
ullles themselves."
