Nothing peculiar was noticed about
Mrs. Lewis until about 10 o'clock last
night. When she and Mrs. Herrman
were alone, Mr. Herrman having gone
to work In Washington Market, Mrs
Lewis suddenly began to talk about
religious matters, and said there was n
devil In her and It must come out. She
grew wors-- as the hours went by Mrs
Herrman was too 111 to leave her bed,
anj was too much frightened to cnll out

At 2 o'clock this morning, when Herr-
man reached his rooms, and wns about
to open his door, he heard u frightful
scream. Rushing Into the room he
found his wife sitting up In bed, and ut
the open window Mrs Lewis was stand-
ing holding his new-bor- n baby out of
the window,

Herrman seized tho woman and dragged
her Into the room, and put the child In

a safe plice. Then some of the neigh-

bor sent for Policeman Perkins, an am-

bulance was called, and the woman
taken away.

Mrs Lauberk repeated the statement
that she had renson to believe her hus-
band used tho knock-ou- t drops on his
Ignorant countrymen, whom he met ns
they landed una robbed or swindled,

.Mrs Laubeik's lips were burned, she
said, by the stuff her husband tried to
force her to swallow Policeman Ter-
hune took the few remaining drops to a
druggist and n physician lloth declared
tho stuff wus undoubtedly what Is
known as knock-ou- t drops

Lauberk was greatly excited when ar-
raigned In court He said thnt the drug
was nothing moro than toothache medi-
cine. He was unable to explain, how-
ever, why he wanted his wife to take
thn drops when she hnd no toothache.

He denied the nssault, but the marks
on Mrs Lauberk and the testimony of
the neighbors told against him He Is
Mrs Lnuberk's second husband, nnd Is
said to he very Jealous of her She re-
ceives an Income of 110 per week, with
which she keeps herself and three chil-
dren, two of whom are by her first hus-
band.
