combination. The took up the tatter's
candidate, John W, Golf, and while not
pres'lni, him for Major, gave him that
whloh he himself longed for the nomi-
nation foi Recorder. With two excep-
tions It gave Mr. Grace every other
place on the local ticket. Still the lat-
ter was not satisfied.

Now the LXX. looka upon the Grace-Falrcht-

crowd as bolters und pro-
poses to treat them as such

The Grace-Falrchl- ld people will hold
their convention night and
nominate a ticket. The leaders will
meet thlB afternoon to fix up a slate.

The LXX. will go ahead now and
Ignore" all that the Urace-Fatrchl- men
may do.

There was an Informal gathering of
some members of the LXX. y at
the Cnambcr of Commerce rooms on
Nassau street. Some of the morning
papors had announced a meeting there,
but that was a mistake.

Chairman Charles Stewart Smith was
however, on hand, and when William
Travors Jerome, Gustav H Schwab,
Qen. Roome and Lawyer Joseph
Larocque dropped In It was decided to
send out for a few more of the Execu-
tive Committee. Gen. Horace Porter
and one or two others were summoned

The Executive Committee, or a quo-
rum of It, got together, and for nearly
two hours debated the situation.
Then the meeting adjourned, and Chair-
man Smith made this announcement:

"We have done nothing; we know
nothing, in fact, nor will we, until 11
o'clock morning At that
hour we will all get together and make
a last effort to select a ticket that will
be acceptable.

"I do not wish to discuss the action of
Mr Grace or the gentleman acting with
him at the present time,"

Charles Steckler and Julius Harvler,
of the Independent County Organization,
and James O'Brien, called at

O'Brien, who hnd separately
seen every member of the Executive)
Committee present, made no attempt to
hide his feelings. He said he had urged
upon all the necessity of dropping

the Grace-Falrchll- d names from the
ticket below that of Recorder. He was
satisfied that he had carried his point.

Gustav Schwab, when seen Immediately
after the conference, said:

"It will be Impossible for us to have
any ticket ready for publication before

motnlng at 11 o'clock. All I
can sav la that from the office of Record-
er down the old ticket will be remodelled.
New names will probably be selected for
all of the oftlces.''

Mr. Schwab did not think there was
much truth In the story that the

erlcan reformers had split up.
"They have not held a meeting elnce

the conference of yesterday," said he.

One of these things Is that Tammany
ltaders conceive that William R. Grace
and his State Democracy hold the key
to the local political situation and must
be "placated" without regard to the
claims of Tammany office-seeker- s. The
other Is that the Tammany leaders have
come out strong on Senator Hill's har-
mony platform to conceal their chagrin
at being compelled to divide Congress-
men, Anscmblimei and local offices
tilth Ihn uaolf.. fnntlnn tt , nnrlv

All this came out In an apparently
general remark made by Mayor Gllroy
after the meeting.

The Advisory Committee met this
morning at 10 o'clock In Tammany Hall
The Committee consists of Major Thos
F. GUroy, Henry D. Purroy, James J
Martin, Corporation Counsel W. II. dark,
J. F. Carroll, James W. Boyle, Daniel
McMahon and Patrick Keennn.

County Clerk Purroy wsb the first to
put In an appearance, and while waiting
for the others to arrive he said It would
be almost Impossible to outline for some
days what Tammany's course would be

"The next few days." he sold, "will
be taken up with conferences of all klndd
to suit tho changes In the situation. I
am one of those who hope for the ulti-
mate success of the State ticket. As to
all this talk of union with the New York
State Democracy, I can say nothing. I
never like to discuss a situation until I
meet It Uspally I like to talk, but I
do not believe the present Is a good time
to say anj thing. We must wait."

Mayor Gilroy arrived at Tammany
Hall promptly at 10 o'clock. Then along
came all the others of tho Advisory Com-
mittee, save Commissioner Martin, who.
however, appeared later; Police Com-
missioner John C. Sheehan, with a
dozen or so other shining .lights of the
Wigwam, who were anxious to hear
what the plan of campaign was like.

Ab to the naming of a candidate for
Mayor In case the Grace-Falrchll- d com-
bination Is not going to be Indorsed It
was pointed out that two cars ago
Thomas F. GUroy was not selected until
an hour or so before the holding of the
Convention. It Is expected that the
same state of affairs will be witnessed
again. One thing seems certain, how-
ever, that some kind of a union will be
effected on Congressional, Senate and
Assembly nominations.
