Shoemaker Worked 62 Hours to
Observe Yom Kipper.

Them, Fell Asleep, Overturned a
Lamp and Started a lllaze.

The fierce struggle for existence of an
East Side family came to light this
morning, when a lamp overturned at 83
Allen street, and started a slight fire In
the houBe. Lewis Jacobson Is a shoe-
maker, who lives with his family In two
rooms on the third iloor of the house.
Although he works twenty hours a day
he Is unable, his wife said this morning,
to provide more than bread nnd water
for his wife and two Hit e chl d en Three
days ago he said to his wife

"On Tuesday evening Yom Kipper will
commence. That Is the most sacred of
the Hebrew church das. I do not know
how I am going to stop my work for nn
entire day."

They talked the matter over as Jacob-so- n

worked, and iinally he decided that
he would not sleep until the holiday be-
gan. Ho would work day and night until
that time, and then he might observe theday and still provide for his family.

At 4 o clock this morning Jacibsonwas still at work at his bench. He hadbeen sitting there for tlfty-tw- o hours,
end tho shoes that he had made werepiled three fet high. Suddenly he fell
Into a dose. His head nodded and struck
int lamp, anu u reu to the bare Iloor,
which was soon half covered with burn-ing oil.

Mrs. Jacobson, who had Bat by herhusband's side and worked us long us
she could keep her eyes open, was In
bed when the mlhap occurred Shesprnng to her feet and saw that herhusband's beard had caught fire. She
throw a blanket around him In time toprevent Ids suffering further Injury
than the loss of half of his beard.
Then the woman smothered the Haines
under the blanket she threw on the
floor.

In the mean time the firemen burstInto the room. There was no lire, butthe found the man andwoman weeping as they knelt on the
floor. They were so happy, they said,
that the flames had done so little dam-age, nnd that they could still observe
Voin Kipper, with the deepest Joy.

As the firemen left Jacobson went
back to his bench nnd to his work,
without even taking the time to wash
the smoke stains from his face. The
flames did practically no damage.

DESERTER SHUT UP IN A PEN.

COLUMBUS, O , Oct. 9.-- The penalty
of cowardice Is being visited upon Pri-
vate Dearth, of Company C, Fourteenth
Iteglment, Ohio National Quard, In a
peculiar manner.
