say where the hurricane Is bound for
nor what It will do when It arrives there.

Though young, the Btorm Is decidedly
fresh. It took liberties with the Signal
Service and Western Union wires laBt
night, and this morning not a eingle
report of any kind was received at the
local offico from any point in Florida,

The wind was skipping at tho rate of
sixty-fou- r miles art hour at 8 o'clock last
night alonr the Quit of Mexico and
South Atlantic coasts. Then the wires
went down and It has been Impossible
to obtain any further information on the
subject.

Storm signals are being displayed nil
along the Atlantic coast south of Now
York, and a warning whs Issued last
night to hold in port all southbound
vessels. The hurricane Is moving much
more rapidly than the cyclone of last
week, and Is accompanied by heavy
rainstorms south of North Carolina

Locally, the wind Is molng at the rate
of nineteen miles an hour, und Is from
the north and northwest, but will prob-
ably shift to the northeast before night.
The barometer is falling rapidly at
points couth of Cape Haltvras.

The second storm, which originated In
the Lake regions yesterday, seems to
have wandered off and been lost In the
wilds of Canada It will not touch this
city.
