These moulds vary In size
nntl make n convenient nnd inexpensive
dish Hams are cooked to jteifcctlon
here. They are thoroughly well done,
cut as finely and smoothly as butter.
One of tho secrets of the perfection of
this dish Is the long, slow cooking. In
the rharcuterles will be found nenrly
every form ot pork, sausages, sausage
meat, truffled pigs' feet, pork pies,
hams and tongues In Jelly, &c.
