A new factory building on Monroe
street, Just finished externally, was
blown down by tho wind at a little be-

fore 4 o'clock yesterday morning. It
was seven stories high, and falling on
a lower dwelling adjoining, carried It
to the ground and hurled all Us sleeping
Inmates, eighteen In number, beneath a
heap of ruins. Nino were killed nnd
twelve more or less hurt. Not a person
In the Inhabited building escaped unin-
jured.

Sarrraa of Mrlha'a Concert Collier
AVantn tn Learf Fnrre Ciniedy

Ilrnmiitlp I'lrntp llnv.
Mmc. Melba, with her operatic asso-

ciates, gave the first of the two con-
certs she has promised New Yorkers at
the Metropolitan Opcra-itoua- o last
night. She was greeted by a large au-
dience, one of those aggravating assem-
blages that encoro everything and ev-

erybody Indiscriminately. It was, In
fact, a greedy audience, that wanted as
much for Its money aa It could possibly
obtain by undue demonstration. It used
to be that vociferous applause was
looked upon as a graceful and enviable
compliment by the artist. Now It Is
very different. If the artist still thinks
about It at all, she probably says to
herself: " Thoy are after another nong.
1 suppose my manager expects me to
give one." Mme. Melba, however, de-
served all the applause sho got. 8he
wum lii splendid voice, and her liquid,
limpid tunes were delightful lo the ear.
Hhe sang an aria from Handel's "Alle-
gro" most brilliantly, emphasizing every
thread on the labyrinthine lace work of
the song. A new " Ave Maria," by
Cooper, was also Inteipreted by Mmc.
Melba, but her voice Is not so wonderful
when she docs not use It In roulades.
Kor an ent ore she warbled "The Old
1'olks at Home" very seetly, and the
song charmed the audience. Melba will
probably use this ns I'attl used " Home.
Scet Home." Mme. Hcalchl surpassed
herself. Her rich contralto tones
showed not the least sign of wear and
tear, and she made quite ns much of a
hit hi did Mme. Melba. Scalchl'H pic-
turesquely suitable dress was worth
looking at. One could have Imagined
her'framed as "Tho I'ortrnlt of a Nine-
teenth Century Lady." M. l'lancon was
not as effective as usual. He made very
little of the "Anvil" song from " l'hlle-mo- n

et IJaucls." or of the stirring "Two
(Jrenadlers." M. Mauguere sang quietly
and artistically a berceuse by Augusta
Holmes, and " Tu me derals. ' by e.

The second part of the pro-
gramme was devoted to the third act of
" PntiBt," with Mme. Melba as Mar-
guerite, Plancon as Mephlstopheles,
Maugulcre as Faust, and Hcalchi as Sle-be- l.

Altogether, this concert was a most
enjoyable affair, and an undoubted suc-
cess.

Willie Collier, the Jovial joung actor,
who used to be call-bo- y at Daly's The-
atre, and who finally became so au-
dacious that he finally gave Imitations of
the manager himself, has been trying to
forcake farce-comed- He Is presenting
a new play called "A Hack Number," In
which he does work of the Sol Smith
Hussell order, and Ills friends don't like
It. They want Willie to keep to the
stylo of entertainment that made him
successful. Isn't It funny that the public
will not allow actors to get away from
themselves? And how anxious the actors
nro to make the attempt. Look at Nat
Goodwin, Sol Smith Russell, Timothy
Murphy and John Drew. In the last In-

stance only haa the actor been able to do
as lie liked.

The "Charley's Aunt" mam gement are
having a very unpleasant time with the
pirates.
