Police tVritclitnjr Other Points for
Fraudulent nesclatraUon.

Supt. Byrnes summoned all the police
captains to Headquarters this morning.
He received them In hlB private office
and delivered verbal orders, occupying
about twenty minutes.

The Superintendent refused to say Just
what he had said to the captains, but
stated that It was In reference to regis-

tration and election matters. It Is
known that the captains have lists of
the names of occupants of lodglng-houie- s.

This census was taken by order of
the Superintendent last week, for com-
parison with the official registration list.
The idea is to detect any, attempt at
fraud In time to prevent illegal voting.

"There are other places," said the Su-

perintendent, "besides lodging-house- in
all of the precincts, where fraudulent
fully prepared to cope with them,
fully prepared to cope with It.

MORTON PROTESTS.
-

Says He Had a Right to Import
AssistanUCoaohman Howard.

An Exception of the Immlnratlon
Law Permits It, It Is Claimed.

Gen. Tracy Confers with thf
Candidate.

The question whether Levi P. Morton,
In Importing his servants from Old Eng-
land Instead cf employing his own
countrymen, has violated the law against
the Importation of contract laborers, en-

acted for the benefit and protection of
American labor. Is about to bo decided
by the United States Courts.

The specific case In point Is that of
John James Howard, the English as-
sistant to Mr. Morton's English coach-
man, James White.

Howard's arrest and deportation back
to London have been ordered by Sec-
retary Carlisle, subject, of course, to the
decision of the Federal Courts as to the
legality of Mr. Morton's Importation ofthe assistant coachman.

Howard was arrested at RhlncclIR'"t evening, as told exclusively In "The
IW.. t!" hiofnlne. and he makesaffidavit that Mr. Morton contractedwith him In London last June to em- -

Ejoy him In America, agreeing to paypassage, second clasB, and to give
him 160 a month wages here. Mr. Mor-
ton did advance 7, or J35 to pay How-
ard s passage, and he came on theAmerican line steamship New York,sailing from England June 30 and

hero July 7.
In consequence of this trouble, Mr.

Morton's plans were all upset. He has
been at the Fifth Avenue Hotel, where
Mr. Piatt dined with him laBt evening,
He was going home this morning, butstayed In town to defend himself ngalnsl
the accusation of violating the Federalstatutes, for which, if the violation is
proven, he may be fined J1.0U0 and be
subject to an action for damages
brought by the coachman he Imported.

When nn "Evening World" reporter
called to see Mr. Morton at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel early this morning he
found that Tracy was ahead
of him. and was In consultation with theRepublican candidate for Governor.

Gen. Tracy stayed an hour or more.
When he came down he hurried away,
escaping the Interviewers.

Mr. Morton sent the reply to severalreporters that he desired to be excusedfrom talking to them, and that his pri-
vate secretary, Ashley Cole, the veterannewspaper man, would give out the only
statement he desired to make at present.

Mr. Cole tad the following statement
from stenographic notes:' It 1r (ma tricar Ti UivBiXbl a ...
constantly In my service since May,
189. I having employed, him as coach-man In London. When I left London
for the Continent, having no further use
for his services there. Tie came to my
heme here, and has since been tn my
employment at Rhlnecllff.

"His. duties ar entirely confined to
services rendered to my family. I re-
garded him as a household servant, andas one falling within the exception of
the law. I considered my action strict-
ly within the statute, and believed then,as I do now, that he Is liable to excep-
tion,, which. It is alleged, Is containedIn this statute."Every man connected with the
Peau.of Immigration was reading
"Tlie World" this mftrnlr.g. The uni-
versal sentiment among them was foran enforcement of the law and thedeportation of Mr. Morton's foreign
coachman.

Dr. Senner, the Commissioner, had also
read "The World" before reaching his
office. He asked with great curiosity
how "The World" had received Informa-
tion of proceedings of which even hewas not aware.

He was asked If he had any record of
the advent of John James Howard.

"I will have to look up the books," said
Dr. Benner, "which will take a little
time, but I will say that the deportation
of this man under the decision of the
Court and the order of the Treasury De-
partment will alter matters very sisnally
In the landing of the servants of our rich
citizens returning from abroad.

"This man, when he landed, July 7
last, may have come as a servant In
Mr. Morton's party. In that event, the
Inspectors doubtless adopted with him
the practise they have always followed
In passing servants.

"If the court and the Secretary are
going to make a different ruling In thismatter, there will be trouble among the
rich. Mr. Vanderbllt may call his 10,-0-

chef an artist and If he Is so ac-
cepted, he has a right to be here. How-
ever, you know, thtre Is a labor union
of chefs here and they confess them-
selves laborers In the very style of theirorganization."

Dr. Benner took down the pamphlet
publishing the Immigrations laws and
regulations, and turning to section 6
read:

"That nothing In this act shall be so
construed as to prevent any citizen or
subject of any foreign oountry, tempor-
arily residing In the United States,
either In private or official capacity, en-
gaging under contract, or otherwise,persons not residents or citizens of the
Unltad States to act as private secre-
taries, servants or domeBtlcs for suchforeigners temporarily residing In the
United States, as aforesaid, etc., etc."

Dr. 8enner hero took Into his head the
notloh that the word " citizen" referredto American cltlrens exclusively. In con-
tradistinction from " subject," which.Want a foreigner. The point was made
that a " subject" referred to one born
under a monarchlal form of govern-
ment, and that a " citizen" might apply
to the resident of a republican country,
and that the two had been conjoined to
avoid any ground of dispute.

Dr. Senner was Inclined to believethat the quoted words of the section
referred merely to visiting foreigners,
such as the Princess Eulalle or the
Duke de Veragua, who might bring
their retinue of servants and attendantswith them.

Going on, the section reads:
"Nor shall the provisions of this Actapply to pofesslonal actors, artists, lec-

turers or singers, nor to persons em-
ployed strictly as personal or domestic
servants."

The question came In for Infmedlate
discussion:

"Is a coachman 'employed strictly as
a personal or domestic servants "

Dr. Senner said that he had no ruling
on the subject, and thru the decision In
this case would be original. j

Polioe Attack on Oloakmakers to
Bo Investigated.

Capt. Grant Says No Unnecessary

Violence Was Used.

Judge Ilya'11 Klsics Oue'l'rlsoner and
Dlscliurees Two.

Supt. Byrnes this morning ordered In-

spector Williams to make an Immediate
Investigation Into the alleged clubbing
of striking cloakmakers by Capt. Don-

ald Grant and policemen of the Madison
street station.

At Police Headquarters this morning
Capt. Grant dsnled that any violence had
been used, or that he himself had used
his club upon any of the cloakmakers.

Patrolmen Holland, Lynch nnd e,

said Cupt. Grant, were assailed
by the strikers and were In great dan-

ger. Then he, nt the head of a platoon,
went to their rescue He said the off-

icers were Burrounded by a mob of sev-er- al

hundred strikers, many having Im-

plements In their hands, which they
were ready to use at the first op-

portunity.
"What I did," said Capt. Grant, "wis

slmp'.y U disperse the mob, and I am
sure that no necessary force was used
In doing so. There Is no truth whatever
in the u.!e-e- J brutality of the policemen.
They simply did the best they could
tinder the circumstances. There was no
one severely hurt."

Esex Market Police Court was crowd-
ed this morning with striking clouk-inake-

and friends of tho three men
whu were urrested last evening during
the uttnrk of the police upon the thous-
ands who were uwiiltlng In Rutgers
square the coming uf Leader llarondess
and the order for the strikers to form
In line and march to Union square.

Joseph Welsscoop. twenty-on- e years
old. of No. 1G3 Suffolk street, charged
with Interferrlng with Policeman Denl
Shea, of the Mudlson Street station, and
resisting arrest, was next urralgncd
When Welsscoop stepped upon the plat-
form and stood behind Shea he made a
funny picture and raised a laugh when
the clerk read the charge.

Welsscoop Is a diminutive specimen of
manhood, not five feet In helghth, while
Shea Is a giant and towered above his
prisoner.

"Aro you a Socialist?" was the first
question put by the Justice.

Without answering the question, Wels-
scoop went on to deny the charge

"1 wouldn't Interfere with a police-
man; I never trouble them. Do 1 look
as ir I would?" said the little man, eye-
ing the Judge,

"He challenged me to arrest him,"
put In Shea.

"I asked him not to arrest me," said
Welsscoop.

"Do you call that a challenge?" said
the Justice, looking at Shea sternly.
"The prisoner Is discharged."

The crowd on the benches appeared
pleased, but made no noise.

Samuel Schnelderman, thirty-fou- r
years old, of 163 Tttorney street, was
the next and last of the prisoners. He
was also charged with resisting orrest,
and denied tho accusitlon of Policeman
Cosgrove, who arrested him. Bchnelder-ma- n

was In the crowd In Rutgers square,
and said he was trying to get out of It
when the policeman thrtatenel him.
When asked If he was a Socialist, he
did not answer.

When the third prisoner was dis-
charged, the crowd slowly filed out of
the court-roo- nnd most of the strikers
went direct to New Irving Hall, In
Broome street, where thousands of strik-
ing cloakmakers were holding a mass
msellng and denouncing the wnv they
were treated by the police last night.
