HIRED A THIEF AS GASHIEH.

Adams Had Served a Eontonco, but
Fresonted Bogus Eeferonoes.

Pleads Guilty to n Minor Chnrge, but
Is Said to Have htolea $0,000.

James F. Adams, an expert bookkeep-
er, who Is alleged to have absconded
with JJ.OOO of his employer's money, was
held for the Gland Jury by Justice Tlghe
In the Adams Street Court. Brooklyn,
this morning, on a technical charge of
stealing JS3 01. The fact was brought out

y that Adams was released from
Sing Sing In June, 1891, after serving
three and n half years foi theft.

Antius was married and lled at 4S

Decatur street, Prooklyn. On Teh. IS
last, he secured a situation as caahitr
nnd bookkeeper In the employ of John
I). Gavin, general Ilastem nudltors for
Armour 4: Co.

Adams was stationed at the ware-
house In Brooklyn. When he came to Mr.
Gavin he presented a number of let-
ters recommending him nnd cortlflng
to his honesty. The letters purported to
have been signed by some of tho best
known people of Chicago. Adams
worked hard and Mr Gavin trusted him
Implicitly. Ills books were audited
every four weeks nnd found correct.

On Sept. 29 Adams disappeared His
absence was noticed on the following
Monday, and lnestlgatlon disclosed that
he had failed to account for tm 91, which
hod been paid by I). G. Logeman on the
28th. The case was reported to the
Plnkerton Detective Agency.

While the detectives were scouring the
country the books were examined by
experts, and thus far. It was asserted
this morning, n shortage of about J9,000
has been discovered.

All the money was taken between
Sept 15 nnd 29, when Adams left town.
Detective Loder got trace of Adams and
followed him to New Orleans From
there he went to Cincinnati, whence he
returned to the Inst. Detective Loder
learned that he war almost penniless
and trying to get n situation In Jersey
city, lie traced the man to Kast New
York an I arrested him late last night.

A representative of Armour & Co.
said that It had been discovered that
the letters recommending Adnms were
bogus. He was formerly employed by
the American Dxpress Company, and
was arrested for absconding and sent
to State prlbon for three years and six

He "had entered the United States
Army and was stationed at David's Isl-
and, opposite New Rochelle, where he
was caught. '

When nrrnlgned In court to-d- Adams
pleaded guilty to the charge of stealing
$8511. He declared that he would say
nothing about the case. He told the de-

tectives, however, that he had spent
his money playing the races.

NO TRACE OF THE MURDERER.

Mlnilmck.ii Slnjrr Allowed fo
h- - n Witness of the Deed.

The detectives of the Stagg street
station, Williamsburg, have as yet ob-

tained no clue to the Identity of the
murderer of Otto Sllmb.ick. Sllmbuck,
who Is a peddler, was standing late last
night at the corner of Leonard and
Boertim streets, when he had a cfuarrel
with a man who was not known to the
bystanders, although Sllmback evidently
knew him very well.

After some words, the stranger pulled
a knife from his pocket and stabbed
Sllmback In the back and neck. 8Um-bac-

fell, covered with blood, and his
assailant escaped.

At the time of the stabbing. Jacob
Woerner was standing nearby, but made
no attempt to stop the man and did not
tell the officer which way he had gone

Sllmback was taken to St Cathe-
rine's Hospital and died there at mid-
night. He was unconscious all the time
and could make no statement.

The dead man was a member of an
aggressive family or clan known as the
"righting Sllmbacks of Dutchtown."
He, as well as other members of his
family, has been frequently arrested,
generally for simple assault.

The police believe that some person
who had a grudge agalst Sllmback mur-
dered him.

Sllmbnck's brother, William, who lives
at 218 Montrose avenue, called at the
hospital this morning and took charge
of the funeral arrangements.
