The result
wan  that st shortly before midnight a
catple of Chief of Police MeCube's men
placed ther under arrest on & charge of
intaxication

Chief McCabe had heard that It was
Martin's Intention to attempt to jump
from the big rallrond bridge and had
n long conversation with him.

Murtin  acknowiedged 1. and siated
thut Roza was his mannger, and they
were both determined thet the jump
would be made before they left the
ity
Chief MeCahe immediately communl-
cited with the rallway authoritles, nnd
offfcers were placad at both approaches
o “he bridge,

This mornlng Martin and Ross wers
arralgned in the police court on the
charges of Intoxication. and were dis-
charged, and were followed from the
poliee court by an oficer.
| They at once proceeded to the river
'.frm:l. and, engaging & boat, wers rowed
to the other side, where they found the
approaches to the bridge guarded in the
mime way as at the Poughkeepsie end,
They aitempted to bribe one of the
oMeers, but falled, and returned to the
Poughikeepsle shle, where Martin rought
Chief MeCabe, and after relatineg his
attempt to accomplish his purpose from

the opposite slide, ngain threatened (o
moke the attemp:t before leaving the

Alpheus Sherwin Cody, the author, of
164 Enst Eighty-ninth street, hux disup-
peared, and nis family (& anxlous to know
what ham become of him.

The migsing man, who 1= n relutive of
Willlam F. Cody, Ils well known In lit-
ernry elrcles throughout the country.
Although he his only been lost sight of
aince yesterday, the pecullur clroum-
stances of his disappenrance have given
rise to the most serious concern In the
mindns of his relatives and friends,

The young womin whose name I8 eon-
nected with the disappearance of Mr.
Cody s sald to be the daughter of a
woll-known and wealthy New York fam-
lly. For the past year she han been par-
venlarly devoted to art and Hieraiure,
which she has studied ander Mr, Cody's
direction. 8he has also been lost sight
of for the time belng.

Robert 8, Cody, a brother of the miss-
ing man, was the last person who siaw
him, He told his story st Pollce Head-
quarters to-day, but refused o divulge
the name of the young woman, fecling
he sald, that 1t v.as her parents’ plice
to do that. What he did tell, showed
plainiy enough that the adage about the
conrss of rue love pever running
smooth, etill holds good.

Belng aware of s brillinnt brother's
admiration for his  promising  pupll,
Itobert wan not surprised when the miss-
ing mun told him in the éarly part of
the week that he was engaged to be
married to her, Hut of the other things
revesled to him he was more than as-
tonished.

The young woman bad sald, according
to A, B. Cody, that she would bhecome
his wite, slthough =she foresaw that
there would be objections on the part
of her parents, Nevertholess, she said
that would not make the slightest dif-
ference to her, and she would huve no
abjections 1o an elopement,

“You know,” Mr. Cod¥ told his
brother, “she Is of & romantie turn’

He evidently put this in to account
for what was to follow. Defore she
would agree to glve her finil consent
1o mlmqns. Cody told his brother, she
wanted some evidence that the wuthor
would fulfil the promise of his future,
as thelr existence would depend on his
physical courage, resource and pluck.

r. Cody |s evidentiy us romantic as
toe young woman, for after an hour's
talk " he proposed that the test of his
courage might also prove herm, and that
If she would row down the East River,
under the Brooklyn DBridge, In the dead
of night, wlone, he would lower himself
by & rope off the bridge and be pleked
up by her.

Hobert concluded that his brother's
mind. hud become unbalanced through
overwork. Nothing more was sald until
yesterday afternoon, when Cody showed
up ut his home There was no wild or
reckless gleam In his eye; no outward
sign that anything unusunl wis the
matter with him, but under his arm he
carried @& bundle done up In black
loth

cloth.

When the brothers were alone, this
cloth, unrolled, showed o rope. Then
Cody persisted that he was In deadly
earnest, and that he was not demented
Further, he told how he had, In company
with the voung woman, béen studying
the Brookiyn Hridge and the waters be-
neath, for itwo days. They knew exactly
what they were doing, and that they
Intended to do It. The attempt was to
be made nlongside of the ew York
tower, and needed only courage and a
rope,

Yearn before Cody became a writer,
he was a Western cowbay and suffere
many hardships. Lowering himeelf on
a rope did not appear as much of a
tank to him as It might have to some
others.

He sald ;hnl the you woman was
with friends of his in Iruokl{n; that
the boat had been hired and all prepa-
ratlons made for the row beneath the
tower.

In sheer desperation Robert followed
his eccentrie  brother to the bridge.
When they got just beyond the New
York tower the now missing Cody sald:

missing. Nobody In the house had seen
him. f(nbtrl then went to the house of

the young woman, and was told that ahe
was not at home.

Then, after he had consulted friends,
tie hurried to Pollce Headouartess to
see whether he could trece his brother
The returns from the various precinot
stutions were senrched, but there was
ne record that the man had besn ar
rested, or that the police knew any thing
about him He was told that he would
have to walt untll Monday, 1o see
whether bis brother would return, be
fore a4 wenernl alarm was sent oul.
