Indictrmnts and Arrests May Be

Looked For Any Day.

Spits Kmployert to Watch Those Who
Knter tho Jury Itoom.

It was learned this morning that in
spite of the strenuous exertions which
have been made by District-Attorne- y

Fellows to ward off the Investigation of
the iwllce, the Grand Jurv has deter-
mined to follew the Instructions given by
Judge lturus 11. Cowing In his charge
on the first Monday of this month, and
will look Into the charges of bribery and
corruption.

livery Influence potwlble has been
brought to bear upon the Grand Jury
to prevent this action, and the Investi-
gation would have been staved off com-
pletely had not "The Evening World"
so forcibly pointed out the sworn duties
of the Grand Jurymen, the laws they

FOR THE THEFT OF A STAMP.

Schpillcr Clint'Keil with Stealing a
Hnre Imine of Uncle Bnm.

Edward P. Schedler, a tobacconist,
and a prominent member of the LVeder-kra- ni

cieties, who resides at 34 East Thir-
teenth street, was accused this morn-
ing In the Tombs Police Court of the
larceny of a postage stamp. Schedler
Is a philatelist, and among those pres-
ent In court were several stamp dealers.

The complainant. It. F. Albrecht. a
dealer, alleges that Schedler entered
his place yesterday and asked to see
some stamps. A steck book, In which a

i quantity of stamps were pasted, was
hanjed him. The complainant says he
seen the prisoner extract a stamp from
the book. Schedler was accused, and
the stamp, a United States, blue,
of the Issue of 1860, valued at S10, Is
said to have be-u- i found In his hand.

Schedler pleaded not guilty. Justice
Ryan held him tor examination.

WAS NOT A CITY OFFICER.

O'llrlen Avrardrd (lie Duck Salary
He Sued For.

A Jury, before Judge Beach, of the Su-

preme Court, give Patrick J, O'Brien a
verdict for $92.57 this morning In a ult
brought to recover a balance due him for
the month of November, 1892, as salary
as an officer of the Court of General
Sessions. O'Brien was one of the Repub-
licans appointed by Judge Cowing, who
learned In 1832 that O'Brien wis holding
a position as deputy United States mar-
shal, and dismissed him. O'Brien sued
for the balance of the salary due him
from the date of his discharge In No-
vember. Judge Beach decided that the
officers of the General Sessions were not
city officers, as the city claimed, and di-
rected a verdict for the amount named.

INDIANS WANT FARMS.

Arlsona'a Governor Present at the
Council of Tito Tribes.

(Or AmocUU4 Prtu.)
TUCSON, Arl., Oct. 17,- -A special

from Sacoton Indian Agency says that
Gov. Hughes met the Pima and Mari-
copa Indians In their council. There
were twelve chiefs and a large number
of Indians present, representing over
4,000 person. The chiefs told theGovemor
they wanted the farming land of their
reservations allotted to themselves In
severalty, In small tracts, furnished
with water to cultivate the same, and
wanted to live like whites, own their
own homes and support themselves.

The Governor told them he would as-
sist them. These Indians have always
been friendly to the whites. They will
make a formal application to the In-
terior Department through their agent,
J. R. Young, for allotment of lands.

SUPT. BYRNES SILENT.

Ilefuaes to Tell of Probable Action

Supt. Byrnes was not In a very plea-
sant frame of mind this morning. He
arrived at his office at 10 o'clock. It
became apparent a few moments later,
when an "Evening World" reporter saw
him, that he felt grieved over recent
disclosures of his plans regarding tegls-tratlo- n

nffalrs. He had Intended to
swear out warrants In a number of enses
for false registration on Monday andcaptains of several precincts appeared
In police courts to furnish the affidavits.Suddenly the captains withdrew, the
order having been rescinded.

Yesterday the Superintendent and a
number of detectives appeared before
the Grand Jury, with the result that
fifteen Indictments for false registra-
tion were returned, ns announced In
"The Evening World."

Publication of this news Is said to
have annoyed Supt. Byrnes.

The bench warrants Issued on the In-
dictments were turned over to Supt.
Byrnes nnd given for service to detec-
tives from the Central Office of his own
personal selection.

He refused to say this morning wheth-
er any arrests had been made.

"I most positively refuse," said he, "to
give out any Informaton concerning the
matter."

"Will you state whether you expect
other Indictments?"

"Most assuredly not."
The prisoners will be taken to the

District-Attorney- 's offlce as soon as they
are apprehended.

The constable, on Sept. 17, was given
a warrant for the arrest of Corrlgan

the writ, but was resisted. He says
Corrlgan struck him several blows, andfinally served a warrant on him fortrespass, under which he was routined '

for three days. On a hearing he wasdischarged.
One of Corrlgan'a blows, the plaintiff,alleges, felled him to the ground, andhe was kicked about the head and upon

the right eve. His Injuries affected hissight, and his disability Is permanent.

Mr. Moss said he was very glad to hear

Mr. Ooff, who had come In mean-
while, offered In evidence a letter which
he had received from the Commissioners
of Charities and Correction In reply to
his communication of Oct. 15. calling
their attention to the reports of fraudu-
lent registration In the Sixteenth

District, from the Inmates of
public Institutions on Blackwell's Isl-
and.

The Commissioners stated that they
had sent a notice to the heads of alldepartments requesting that no Inmates
of any ot the institutions under theircharge be allowed to register this Fall,
and a copy of this notice was Inclosed
In the communication, which was signed
by Commissioner Porter This order
hid been Issued this year particularly
on account of the prevalence of theserumors of fraudulent registration.

Mr. Goff said he had ulso received
several conynunlcatlons In regard to the
Police Benrrtt Association, and he had
obtained from the bank In which Its
funds had been deioslted a sworn state-
ment of Its aceoun's.

He Must Appear as Complainant to

Rocovcr the Timepiece.

Said to lie a Prominent HufTalo
Republican Incognito.

Police Justice Voorhl this morning, In
the Jeffersorr Market Police Court, ac-
cepted a gold watch and chain as secur-
ity for the appearance of a witness at
nn examination to be held
afternoon.

Last night William A. Johnson, a
lumber dealer, of Buffalo, nppcured at
the West Thirtieth street station-hous- e

and caused the arrest of two colored
women, Cellu Peun and Mollic l.ln-woo-

Mr, Johnson said he lived at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel. He met the two colored
women last night on Broadway and ac-
companied them to their flat, 100 West
Twenty-sixt- h street. Here, he Bald, they
robbed him of t'JO In cash and a diamond
stud, valued at (300.

Justice Voorhls held the women In
tl.uou ball for examination
afternoon.

Turning to the complainant, he told
him he must appear to testify. Johnson
pleadod an Important engagement,
whereupon he was threatened with In-

carceration In the House of Detention. It
was Intimated that ball would be ac-
cepted, and Johnson said he was an ab-
solute stranger and could not furnish It.

"Let me see your watch?" asked the
Justice.

Johnson handed out a p Jurgensen.
"All right." said Justice Voorhls,

"you may go now, but bo sure and come
back afternoon If you want
to see your watch again.

"Here," to a clerk. "Put this watch
In the safe nnd give It to Mr. Johnson
If he should come for It

Mr. Johnson stepped donn and out,
thoroughly astonished at the way things
are done In New York. Johnson Is said
to be a prominent politician who has
been In this city In consultation with the
local Republican leaders, who has given
a ficticious name. He Is a tall man,
well built, extremely well dressed, 'sandy
mustache and blue eves. He refused
to make a statement In court.

TAKEN ILL INTHE STATION.

Unknown Woman Taken to a Hos-
pital from the Grand Central,

An unknown woman, apparently about
twenty-si- x years old, with dark complex-
ion, dark hair and eyes, and dressed In
a stylish tailor-mad-e suit of navy blue,
was removed In an ambulance from tho
women'a waiting-roo- of the New York,
New Haven nnd Hartford Railroad, In
the Grand Central Station, about 1

o'clock this morning to Flower Hospital.
The woman was taken suddenly 111,

after having waited for a long time,
seemingly expecting the arrival of some
one on an Incoming train.

When the ambulance was called the
woman refused to give either her name
or address. Dr Holden, of the Flower
Hospital, who treated the woman nt thehospital, when seen by an "Evening
World" reporter said

"The woman was evidently suffering
from hysteria when she arrived here.
There wore no evidences that she had
been drinking liquor or that she had
taken any drugs. Her condition might
have been caused by her failure to meet
some one she expected, as she seemed
to be of a highly nervous temperament.

The Mayor spoke In a sad, subdued
tcne, and when he uttered the words "I
urn gone," there was u slight break In
his voice.

The speech startled tho other mem-
bers of the Hoard. They were accus-
tomed to the Mayor's brusque manner,
and had never before heard him talk
about giving In to anybody else's views.
They gazed at him In astonishment fora full minute The silence had become
embarrassing, when the Mayor pulled
himself together and went on with the
business In hand.

The estimate of the Public WorksDepartment was under consideration at
the time. Commissioner Daly asked for
J3.i'."j1,39D for IS., an Increase of about
St),000 over last year's allowance.
