wae resumed here y before Judge
Cullen and a Jury.

Chiulci Durnnd, a brother of the mur-
dered man, and nlso a sailor on the
schooner, resumed the witness stand
Yesteiday the District-Attorne- y offerej
In evUince the ante-morte- statement
of Durnnd, In which Hall was accused
of Khootlng hlm without provocation
The admitting of this statement as evi-
dence was objei toil to b Wel-
ti;, on the ground that Durnnci didn'tbelieve he Was goin to die whin hemade It
Chailes Durnnd y swore that hisbrother had told him that he knew hecould not live In fore hi made the state-ment. Judge I'tiilen then ndmitted the

ante-morte- statement as evldiiue.Charlis said that he and his brotherwere on the schooner alone, nnd thatCapt. Hill came on boanl with .Miss
Jennie Hardinburg, his fiancee. Thewltnehs t.ild the Captain ordered thewitness nnd the dead man to hoist thedory, which they did, and then, Charlessaid, the Ciptaln began to hhoot at his
brother Frank and himself without m
reason. While giving his. tistlmonj
Charles cried all the timeCap. Hall occupied a seat behind his
counsel, I.avvver Jacob Frummc, of New
York. Hlii mother, father and sisters
